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REPORT OF THE PREPARATORY COMMITTEE ON THE AGREEMENTS REACHED

FOR THE FORTY-FIRST SPECIAL SESSION OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

The Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly held a meeting on May 24, 2011, to consider procedural matters related to the Forty-First Special Session of the General Assembly convened by the Permanent Council in its resolution CP/RES. 986 (1806/11).


The Preparatory Committee decided to submit the following recommendations to the General Assembly for its information and consideration:
1.
Order of Precedence of the Delegations of Member States
In keeping with Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Committee established, by lot, the Order of Precedence of the Delegations, beginning with Dominica.
It therefore falls to the Head of Delegation of Dominica to serve as Provisional President of the Forty-First Special Session of the General Assembly (Article 11 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).

2.
Order of Precedence of the Permanent Observers
The Committee established, by lot, the order of precedence of the delegations of the Permanent Observer, beginning with the Delegation of Estonia (Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).

3.
Agenda
In accordance with Article 35 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Preparatory Committee considered the Draft Agenda for the Special Session.  The Draft Agenda agreed to has been published as document AG/doc.1 (XLI-E/11).

4.
Draft schedule
The Preparatory Committee considered the Draft Schedule for the Forty-First Special Session of the General Assembly. The Draft Schedule agreed to has been published as document AG/doc.2 (XLI-E/11).

5.
Duration of the Special Session of the General Assembly
The Preparatory Committee recommends that the Forty-First Special Session of the General Assembly should commence at 10:00 a.m. and end by 3:00 p.m. on June 1st, 2011.
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
