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In order to comply with the responsibilities assigned to it in the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, in preparation for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly the Preparatory Committee held meetings on February 24, March 15 and 21, April 26, and May 24, 2012.

Installation of subsidiary organs

The Preparatory Committee held its first meeting on February 24, 2012. On that occasion, it adopted a methodology for carrying out the preparatory work for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.  Thus, the Committee decided that:  (a) during regular sessions of the General Assembly, the only events, ceremonies, and activities allowed would be those that had been presented to and approved by the Preparatory Committee or, where applicable, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure; b) during plenary sessions of the General Assembly, only representatives of organs, agencies, or entities that have been consulted and agreed upon by the Preparatory Committee or, where applicable, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, may make statements; and c) the Preparatory Committee would prepare a consolidated schedule that would include all events, ceremonies, activities, and meetings to be held during the regular session of the General Assembly.
At that same meeting, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure and the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters were installed and their respective Chairs elected.
The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, chaired by the Permanent Representative of the Plurinational State of Bolivia to the Organization of American States, Ambassador Diego Pary Rodríguez, was entrusted with preparing the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly pursuant to the Charter of the Organization of American States
/ and Articles 29 and 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

The Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters, chaired by Ambassador John Beale, Permanent Representative of Barbados to the Organization of American States, was entrusted with executing the mandate, contained in General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E/11), to establish the overall budget level and the sources of financing for the program-budget of the Organization for the year 2013.

Pursuant to Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Preparatory Committee proceeded to establish by lot the order of precedence of the delegations of the member states and permanent observers during the forty-second regular session. First place was drawn, among the member states, by the delegation of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela and among the permanent observer states by the delegation of Malta.  The remaining delegations will follow the Spanish alphabetical order.

Lots were also drawn to assign lodging to the delegations at the venue of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.
At its meeting on March 15, 2012, the Preparatory Committee installed the Working Group to Consider the Draft Declaration of Cochabamba on "Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas." Chaired by the Permanent Representative of the Plurinational State of Bolivia to the Organization of American States, Ambassador Diego Pary Rodríguez, that Group would study the draft of said Declaration presented by the Plurinational State of Bolivia.
A. Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure
At its meeting on April 26, 2012, the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly considered the report of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure (AG/CP/SUB.TP-243/12), presented by Ambassador Diego Pary, Permanent Representative of the Plurinational State of Bolivia. The Preparatory Committee took note of the report presented by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, which is attached as Appendix I to this report.  
· Draft agenda

on April 26, 2012, the Preparatory Committee approved the Preliminary Draft Agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, presented by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, attached hereto as Appendix II.
· Procedural matters
At its meeting on April 26, 2012, the Preparatory Committee considered the recommendations on procedural matters that it had received from the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure and decided to make recommendations to the General Assembly on the following matters:
· Maximum length of statements by heads of delegation (Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)
· Agreement on the time limit for the presentation of proposals (Articles 20 and 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)
· Agreement on the minutes of the meetings (Articles 20 and 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)
· Agreement on the duration of the Assembly session (Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)
· Installation and mandate of the General Committee.
· Draft schedule

The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure also prepared the Preliminary Draft Schedule for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly and the Preparatory Committee considered it at its meeting held on May 24, 2012. The Subcommittee's report (AG/CP/SUB.TP-243/12 add. 1) is attached hereto as Appendix III. The Preparatory Committee approved the Preliminary Draft Schedule for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, presented by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, attached hereto as Appendix IV.
· Presentations by the representatives of the organs to the plenary of the General Assembly
The Subcommittee reviewed the corresponding requests and the Preparatory Committee agreed that the representatives of the following OAS organs could deliver presentations during the fourth plenary session:  a) the President of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights; b) the President of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights; c) the Chair of the Inter-American Juridical Committee; and d) the President of the Inter-American Commission of Women. The Preparatory Committee also agreed that the presentations by the representatives of the organs to the plenary session of the General Assembly should not be longer than the duration suggested for presentations by the Heads of Delegations, that is to say, six minutes.
· Dialogue in connection with the General Assembly
The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure examined the data and the possibility of a more dynamic and efficient format for the Dialogue of Heads of Delegation and the Secretary General with representatives of civil society, workers, the private sector, and other social actors, held in connection with General Assembly sessions. Accordingly, and based on the Subcommittee's recommendations, it was agreed that the dialogue would take place from 9:00 a.m. to noon on June 3, 2012, in the format described in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-244/12 rev. 1, and that the order of business for this event would be that found in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-249/12.
B. Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters

On May 24, 2012, the Preparatory Committee received the report of the Vice Chair of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters, Mr. César Martínez, Alternative Representative of El Salvador to the Organization of American States, on the Subcommittee's consideration of the General Secretariat's proposal regarding the overall budget level and the sources of financing for the program-budget of the Organization for the year 2013. Pursuant to the General Assembly's mandates in resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E/11), the proposal should include quota income, interest and rental income, contributions for technical supervision and administrative support from FEMCIDI and from trust and specific funds, and all other miscellaneous income. The overall budget level would include a proposal for covering the regulatory cost of living increases.

The report of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters contains conclusions and recommendations on the subject presented to the Preparatory Committee for consideration (document AG/CP/Sub.AAP-372/12, attached hereto as Appendix V).

Based on the recommendation of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters, the Preparatory Committee forwards to the General Assembly the draft resolution entitled "Financing of the Program-Budget of the Organization 2013" for consideration by the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session (Appendix VI to this report).
C. Working Group to Consider the Draft Declaration of Cochabamba on "Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas"

At its meeting on May 24, 2012, the Preparatory Committee also received the report of the Working Group to Consider the Draft Declaration of Cochabamba on "Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas," presented by the Chair of the Working Group, Ambassador Diego Pary Rodríguez, Permanent Representative of the Plurinational State of Bolivia to the OAS.

The Declaration of Cochabamba on Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas, attached hereto as Appendix VI was agreed upon by the Preparatory Committee with the recommendation that deliberations continue during the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, in the General Committee to be installed by the Assembly.

The Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly presents for consideration by the General Assembly the matters it examined in preparation for the forty-second regular session, which are covered in this report.

Finally, I would like to inform the General Assembly that on May 25, 2012, at 10:28 a.m., the Chair of the Preparatory Committee received a note from the Permanent Representative of the Dominican Republic, requesting that the President of the General Assembly be informed of a request by the Government of his country that the topic "Excessive Volatility of Commodity Prices and its Consequences for Food Security and the Sustainable Development of the Americas" be included on the Draft Agenda of the General Assembly. The request was accompanied, moreover, by a draft declaration with the same title.  The note in question was transmitted to member states for their information in document AG/CP/doc.828/12. (Appendix VIII)

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In my capacity as Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, I have the honor to present to the Preparatory Committee for its consideration a report on the results of the tasks entrusted to this Subcommittee in the preparations for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.

I. SCOPE OF THE MANDATE


On February 24, 2012, the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, by the powers vested in it by Article 60 of the OAS Charter,
/ installed the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure and instructed it to:

· Prepare the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, bearing in mind the provisions of the OAS Charter as well as Articles 29,
/ 30, and 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly; 

· Submit its recommendations on the draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly to the Preparatory Committee, for the purposes envisaged in Article 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly; and

· Submit its recommendations and decisions on the draft schedule and other procedural matters to the Preparatory Committee for transmission to the member state governments by the deadlines established in the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly and in accordance with Article 60 of the OAS Charter. 

II. PROCEEDINGS

To fulfill the mandates entrusted to it by the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure has met thus far on April 2, 18, and 26, 2012.

1. Meeting of April 2, 2012

On April 2, 2012, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure held its first meeting to consider the following matters:

a. Consideration of the request of the Permanent Mission of the Plurinational State of Bolivia to include the topic “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” on the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session 

The delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia requested the inclusion of the topic “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 426 (IX-O/79), “Access by Bolivia to the Pacific Ocean,” which “recommend[ed] to the states most directly concerned with this problem that they open negotiations for the purpose of providing Bolivia with a free and sovereign territorial connection with the Pacific Ocean,” and to resolution AG/RES. 989 (XIX-O/89), “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia,” which “reaffirm[ed] the importance of finding a solution to the maritime problem of Bolivia on the basis of what is mutually advantageous to the parties involved and their rights and interests, for better understanding, solidarity, and integration in the hemisphere, urging the parties to engage in dialogue and leaving the subject open for consideration….” In conclusion, the delegation of Bolivia said that the topic was a matter of vital importance and ongoing interest to the Government and people of the Plurinational State of Bolivia. 

Once the delegation of Bolivia had presented its request for inclusion of the topic on the draft agenda and schedule for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, the delegation of Chile commented on said request and asked to have the following statement entered in the minutes of the Preparatory Committee and in the corresponding report:

“Mr. Chair,

Regarding the request by the delegation of Bolivia, I wish to express my country’s objection to the inclusion of the topic “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” on the agenda and schedule for the next General Assembly session, as it considers that the topic is not relevant, nor is Chile interested in references to resolutions whose scope it has not recognized; in addition, the topic relates to a matter that is strictly bilateral and beyond the competence of the Organization of American States.

I hereby request that this statement be recorded in the minutes of the Preparatory Committee and in the corresponding report.” 


The Subcommittee took note of the statements by the representatives of Bolivia and Chile and decided to include the topic “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” on the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly to be drawn up by the Secretariat.

b. Requests received to speak at the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly 

The Subcommittee received and considered requests from the Executive Secretary of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights and the President of the Inter-American Juridical Committee to speak at the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly. During the consideration of these requests, the Subcommittee was informed that the President of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights had asked to be allotted 30 minutes for his presentation. 

The Subcommittee considered the request and the advisability of setting a maximum amount of time for statements to the plenary of the General Assembly, but it did not reach agreement on the matter. Once delegations had commented on the requests, the Subcommittee decided:

· To consider at future meetings the amount of time available to the ministers of foreign affairs for substantive dialogue during the General Assembly session;

· To have the Presidents of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights and the Inter-American Juridical Committee, respectively, participate in a plenary session of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly;

· To postpone the decision on the length of statements until a future meeting.

c. Establishment of a deadline for the presentation of observations or of requests for the inclusion of topics on the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly


The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure decided, in accordance with Article 29 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, to set April 13, 2012, as the deadline for delegations to present their observations on the preliminary draft agenda for the General Assembly session and/or to request the inclusion of new topics.


The Subcommittee also considered Article 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly
 and, taking into account the work that still had to be done for the Sixth Summit of the Americas, held on April 14 and 15, 2012, and for the meetings of the Summit Implementation Review Group, decided that the draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly would be transmitted to governments on April 26, 2012. 

d.
Establishment of a deadline for the submission of draft declarations and draft resolutions


April 13, 2012, at 5:30 p.m. was set as the deadline for submitting new draft resolutions. In accordance with Article 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, said drafts were to be submitted to the Secretary General with an indication of the agenda item to which they refer. The Subcommittee also decided that the date established to facilitate the preparations for the General Assembly session did not imply a modification of Article 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

2. Meeting of April 18, 2012

The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure held a meeting on April 18, 2012, to consider the following matters:

a. Presentation of the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly


The preliminary draft agenda (AG/CP/SUB.TP -237/12) was presented to the member states. It was prepared by the General Secretariat pursuant to the provisions of the OAS Charter, the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat, the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, and the statutes of the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization, and in compliance with the mandates issued by the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session and other sessions. 

b. Presentation of the preliminary draft schedule of activities for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly


The Subcommittee received the preliminary draft schedule of activities for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly (AG/CP/SUB.TP-238/12) and recalled that the Preparatory Committee had decided that events, ceremonies, and activities could not be held during regular sessions of the General Assembly unless they had first been presented and approved by the Preparatory Committee or the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, as the case may be; and that a consolidated schedule would be drawn up of all events, ceremonies, activities, and sessions to be held during the regular session of the General Assembly. Accordingly, the document presented is a preliminary version that will be updated as the Subcommittee or the Preparatory Committee grants its approval for events, ceremonies, or activities to be held during the forty-second regular session.

c. Consideration of requests for the inclusion of topics on the draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly


In response to the requests received, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure decided to include the following topics on the preliminary draft agenda: 

i. Amendments to the Statute of the Administrative Tribunal

ii. Autonomy of the Inspector Genera

iii. Review of Human Resources Policy

iv. Strengthening of the activities of the Inter-American Judicial Facilitators Program

v. Follow-up of the recommendations of the Report of the Special Working Group to Reflect on the Workings of the IACHR with a View to Strengthening the IAHRS
vi. 2013 International Year of Quinoa

vii. Family agriculture

viii. The right to food

ix. Latin America and the Caribbean, a mercenary-free zone

x. International defense of the coca leaf

xi. Sustainable development

xii. Water as a human right

d. Other procedural matters

With a view to facilitating the work of the General Assembly, the Subcommittee decided to make the following proposals:

· Maximum duration of the statements of the heads of delegation (Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly):  To suggest a maximum of six minutes.

· Agreement on the time limit for the presentation of proposals (Articles 20 and 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly): Monday, June 4, 2012, at 11:00 a.m.

· Agreement on the minutes of the meetings (Articles 20 and 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly):  verbatim minutes for the plenary sessions and summary minutes for General Committee meetings.

· Agreement on the duration of the Assembly session (Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly):  June 3 to 5, 2012.

· General Committee (Article 22 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly): To install the General Committee to consider those resolutions on which no consensus was reached prior to the start of the session, as well as any others submitted by delegations during the General Assembly session.

The Subcommittee decided to submit these recommendations to the Preparatory Committee.

3. Meeting of April 26, 2012

The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure held a meeting on April 18, 2011, to consider the following matters:

a. Continued consideration of the preliminary draft agenda and the inclusion of new topics


The Subcommittee continued its consideration of the preliminary draft agenda (AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12 rev. 1), and, in view of the information provided by the Chair of the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) regarding the list of draft resolutions being considered by CEPCIDI for referral to the General Assembly, decided to amend Section B.II of the preliminary draft agenda by replacing it in its entirety with the list submitted by the CEPCIDI Chair. This is reflected in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12 rev. 2.

Likewise, the Subcommittee revised the wording of the title of the topic for which the Committee on Hemispheric Security was responsible and decided to present the preliminary draft agenda, as amended, to the Preparatory Committee.

b. Presentation of the event “TIC Bolivia 2012”

The Subcommittee received information about the event “TIC Bolivia 20112, which was being organized by the Young Americas Business Trust (YABT) together with the Government of Bolivia. It would be held on May 31 and June 1, 2012, in Cochabamba, Bolivia, and would provide young Bolivians the opportunity to participate in a talent and innovation competition. The Subcommittee took note of the event and asked the Secretariat to include it on the schedule of activities for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.

III. RECOMMENDATIONS 

In accordance with the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, at its meetings of April 2, 18, and 26, 2012, considered and decided to make the following recommendations to the Preparatory Committee: 

1. Draft agenda

The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure recommends that the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly consider the draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly (AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12 rev. 2), which was drawn up pursuant to Articles 29, 30, and 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

2. Statements by heads of delegation
The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure suggests that, in view of the time constraints imposed by the schedule of General Assembly activities and sessions, consideration be given to allotting six minutes for the statements by heads of delegation referred to in Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

As concerns the duration of statements by representatives of the OAS organs, agencies, and entities, the member states have not yet reached a decision.

3. Date and time limit for the presentation of proposals

The Subcommittee recommends to the Preparatory Committee that, once the General Assembly session has begun, Monday, June 4, 2012, at 11:00 a.m., be set as the time limit for the presentation of new draft resolutions and draft declarations or of recommendations pertaining to the agenda for the session, in keeping with Article 37 of the Rules of Procedure.

4. Minutes

In accordance with Article 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Subcommittee decided to recommend to the Preparatory Committee that the minutes of the plenary sessions be verbatim, and the minutes of the General Committee, summary.

5. Duration

It was decided that the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly would be held on three consecutive days, from June 3 to 5, 2012.

6. General Committee
The Subcommittee decided to recommend that the General Committee be installed with the following mandate:

a. To address those resolutions, declarations, or recommendations whose consideration has not been concluded by the Permanent Council and which are submitted to the General Assembly for further negotiation, as well as any new drafts that the heads of delegation may decide to transmit to the General Committee;

b. To consider and decide on, as appropriate, any draft, study, or report that, in the opinion of a delegation or of the Secretary General, is not clearly related to the agenda (Article 40 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly); and

c. To consider any projects or activities with budgetary implications, prior to their adoption by the plenary of the General Assembly (Article 41 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).

Therefore, I hereby submit to the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, for its information and consideration, the recommendations adopted by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, for the purposes established in Article 60 of the OAS Charter and in the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

REPORT OF THE CHAIR OF THE SUBCOMMITTEE ON AGENDA AND PROCEDURE 
OF THE PREPARATORY COMMITTEE OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY


In my capacity as Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, I have the honor to present to the Preparatory Committee for consideration a report on the outcome of the tasks entrusted to this Subcommittee in preparation for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly that supplements the previously submitted report on matters agreed upon at the meetings held on April 2, 18, and 26, 2012. 


I should add that the Subcommittee held a meeting on May 16, 2012 and determined that it had concluded its consideration of all the matters entrusted to it.  At that meeting, the Subcommittee dealt with: 

a. The request that the President of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights, Judge Diego García-Sayán, present the Annual Report of the Court during the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.

The Subcommittee considered the request by the Secretary of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights that the President, Judge Diego García-Sayán, be given an opportunity to present the annual report on the Court's work during the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.  In considering the request, the delegations aired their views regarding the appropriateness of presentations, such as that requested, during the General Assembly and regarding the need to ponder at some future date the opportunity that the ministers of foreign affairs have to conduct in-depth dialogue during the General Assembly session.


After the delegations had spoken about the request, which was seconded by the delegations of Mexico and Costa Rica, the Subcommittee agreed to the President of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights participating in the fourth plenary session of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.

b. Presentation by the General Secretariat on the arrangements for the Dialogue of Heads of Delegation and the Secretary General with the representatives of civil society, workers, the private sector, and social actors.

The Secretariat presented a proposed format for the above-mentioned dialogue, designed to streamline the General Assembly calendar, facilitate the agendas of the delegations of the member states, ensure greater and higher-level participation by those delegations, and create synergies among the various types of stakeholders.  The proposal consists of a three-hour dialogue among representatives of civil society, workers, the private sector, and other social actors.  It was pointed out that the same format would be used for the dialogue with social actors at the Sixth Summit of the Americas, which proved to be flexible and effective.  The proposal is described in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-244/12.


It was proposed that the Dialogue take place on June 3, 2012, from 9:00 a.m. to 12 noon. It would be moderated by the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Plurinational State of Bolivia. Thirty minutes would be allowed for a first round of six five-minute presentations (by two representatives of civil society, two workers' representatives, and representatives of the private sector. The presentations should focus on the leitmotiv of the General Assembly: "Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas" and the inter-American agenda.

Following the first round of presentations, 40 minutes would be allowed for the Heads of Delegation of the member states to refer to the recommendations of the social actors. That would be followed by a second, 45-minute, round of interventions by two representatives of the private sector, two workers' representatives, and three civil society representatives. Following that second round of interventions by social actors, the Heads of Delegation would be able to comment and convey their final thoughts on the matters addressed.


The Subcommittee put forward suggestions to strengthen the process and concurred with the Secretariat's proposed format, which would be used as of the next regular session of the General Assembly for the Dialogue of Heads of Delegation and the Secretary General with the representatives of civil society, workers, the private sector, and other social actors.  The Subcommittee also agreed to the proposed order of business for that Dialogue. Both the proposed format and the draft order of business are to be found in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-244/12. 

c. Continued consideration of the preliminary draft schedule for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.

The Subcommittee continued its consideration of the preliminary draft schedule, document AG/CP/SUB.TP-238/12 rev. 1, and agreed to make the following changes/additions: 

· That the Meeting of the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG), which had been scheduled for Sunday, June 3, 2012, would be moved to Tuesday, June 5, 2012, from 8:00 to 9:00 a.m.

· That the second item on the order of business for the second plenary session of the General Assembly would be "Adoption of the Social Charter of the Americas."  

· That the draft schedule for the General Assembly would include the holding of the Thirtieth Model General Assembly of the OAS  for universities in the Hemisphere, and the following events:  1) a dinner for Heads of Delegation hosted by the Government of the Plurinational State of Bolivia on Sunday, June 3, at 9:00 p.m.; 2) lunch for accredited delegates of the member states, permanent observers, and General Secretariat personnel, hosted by the Governor of the Department of Cochabamba on Monday, June 4, at 1:00 p.m.; and 3) lunch hosted by the City Mayor of Cochabamba for members of the national and international press corps, at 1:00 p.m. 

d. Agreement on the duration of statements by representatives of organs during the plenary sessions of the General Assembly

The Subcommittee examined in some detail the question of the duration to be agreed upon for statements by representatives of the organs during the plenary sessions of the General Assembly. In order to ensure that the core debate is among ministers of foreign affairs and lasts as long as possible, it was agreed that statements made by representatives of all the organs during the second and third plenary sessions on the topic “Declaration of Cochabamba on Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas” should not exceed the time suggested for the Heads of Delegation, that is to say, six minutes. 

RECOMMENDATIONS

At its meeting of May 16, 2012, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure decided, based on the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, to make the following recommendations to the Preparatory Committee:

i. That the President of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights be authorized to deliver a presentation during the fourth plenary session of the General Assembly.

ii. That it should be agreed to hold the Dialogue of Heads of Delegation and the Secretary General with representatives of civil society, the workers, the private sector, and other social actors, focusing on the topic of "Food Security with Sovereignty in the Americas," on June 3, 2012, from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m., using the format described in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-244/12 and the order of business proposed in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-249/12.

iii. That the schedule for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly comprise the activities and sessions described in document AG/CP/SUB-TP-238/12 rev. 2. Accordingly, and for the sake of consistency with the formula used for the adoption of the draft Social Charter of the Americas, I propose rewording the title of item 10 on the draft agenda to read "Adoption of the Social Charter of the Americas," instead of "Social Charter of the Americas:  Renewal of the Hemispheric Commitment to Fight Poverty in the Region," found in document AG/CP/doc.823/12.

iv. That the statements by the representatives of all the organs to the plenary session of the General Assembly not exceed that suggested for statements by the Heads of Delegations, that is to say, six minutes.

For the purposes established in Article 60 of the OAS Charter and in the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, I hereby submit to the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, for its information and consideration, the recommendations adopted by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, to be held in the city of Cochabamba in the Plurinational State of Bolivia.

OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

(To be presented to the Preparatory Committee at its meeting of May 24, 2012)

In my capacity as Chair of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters (SAAP) of the Preparatory Committee of the the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, I have the honor to present to the member states for their consideration a summary of the work accomplished by the SAAP in preparation for the regular session of the General Assembly to be held in Cochabamba, Bolivia, from June 3 to 5, 2012.

I. OFFICERS
The Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters (SAAP) was installed by the Preparatory Committee on February 24, 2012, and elected the Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs of the Permanent Council (CAAP), Ambassador John Beale, Permanent Representative of Barbados, as Chair of the SAAP.


The Chair of the SAAP was assisted by the First Vice Chair of the CAAP, Counselor César Edgardo Martínez Flores, Alternate Representative of El Salvador, acting on this occasion as Vice Chair of the SAAP.

II. ASSIGNMENT OF topics FOR STUDY BY THE SUBCOMMITTEE
In accordance with the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, and pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E/11) rev. 1, the General Assembly instructed the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters to consider a proposal, to be referred to the General Assembly  at its forty-second regular session, to be held in June 2012, to establish the overall budget level and the sources of financing for the 2013 program-budget, to include quota income, interest and rental income, contributions for technical supervision and administrative support from the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and from trust and specific funds, and all other miscellaneous income; and the overall budget level would include a proposal to cover the cost-of-living and statutory increases.
In this connection, the Preparatory Committee instructed the Subcommittee to consider matters of a budgetary nature that would have to be considered and submitted to the General Assembly for approval. The Subcommittee considered the overall budget level for expenditures for 2012 and the total amount of quota income from the member states. 


In addition, pursuant to resolution CP/RES. 996 (1832/11), adopted ad referendum of the General Assembly, the Subcommittee considered a proposed budget for the use of Indirect Cost Recovery (ICR) resources, which will be based on projected revenue equivalent to 90 percent of the average Indirect Cost Recovery obtained in the three years preceding 2012. This ICR budget will be approved by the General Assembly. 

III. PROCEEDINGS

A. Guidelines for preparation of the program-budget for 2012
At the meeting of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs of April 24, 2012, the Secretary for Administration and Finance presented to the member states the financial situation of the Organization for 2013, and focused on the following main points:

· The Regular Fund quotas will remain at their 2012 level;

· Member state quotas that are two or more years in arrears will be deducted from the Regular Fund budget ceiling unless payments are made prior to the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly;

· The ICR Fund subsidy to the Regular Fund will be reduced from to US$2.5 million in 2012 to US$1.5 million in 2013;

· The miscellaneous budget projection is adjusted to US$1.3 million to reflect market conditions affecting interest and rental income;

· A commitment to contribute US$500,000 to the Reserve Subfund has been included; and

· The maximum number of 434 Regular Fund posts has been included to ensure that the impact of the decision on the budget ceiling for personnel is clearly understood.


This proposal would result in a reduction of the Regular Fund budget ceiling from US$85.349 million in 2012 to US$82.028 million in 2013, with a total of US$81.528 million available after taking into account the contribution to the Reserve Subfund. 


Likewise, the proposal will revise the rules for determining the quota payment status of member states so that, to be “considered current,” they would have to pay their quotas or present a payment plan by March 31 of the fiscal year instead of April 30.  


Based on the presentation by the Secretary for Administration and Finance, the Subcommittee held its first meeting on the same date, April 24, at which it exchanged views and requested deletion of any reference in the draft resolution to a budget ceiling adjustable for the payment of quotas in arrears, emphasizing the need for a fixed budget ceiling.


It also agreed, inter alia, on the following:

a. To request the Secretariat for Administration and Finance (SAF) to provide written information on the concerns raised at the meeting, which was done in document AG/CP/Sub.AAP-368/12.

b. To request the SAF to prepare a rev. 1 of the draft resolution “Financing of the 2013 Program-Budget of the Organization,” considering the preliminary comments of member states and identifying new paragraphs in the draft, which was done in document AG/CP/Sub.AAP 366/12 rev. 1; and

c. To convene an informal meeting, which was held on May 9, to discuss the draft resolution and try to find points of agreement.
B. Conclusion of the work of the SAAP

The SAAP completed its work in preparation for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly on May 15, 2012, upon reaching consensus on the overall level of the program-budget for 2013.

In this regard, the SAAP approved the draft resolution “Financing of the 2013 Program-Budget of the Organization”, document AG/CP/Sub.AAP-366/12 rev. 3, which approved the following:

· To set the overall budget level of the program-budget of the Regular Fund for 2013 at US$82,027,807, and to finance it as follows:
· Net contributions of member states in the form of Regular Fund quota payments of US$78,925,755, apportioned as follows:

· Income of US$1,500,000 for technical supervision and administrative support of the trust funds and specific funds (Indirect Cost Recovery); and

· Other income of US$1,300,000 for interest, rentals, and amortizations, inter alia.
· To set the overall expenditure ceiling of the Indirect Cost Recovery Fund account to US$6,750,875, which includes the transfer of US$1,500,000 to the Regular Fund for technical supervision and administrative support, in accordance with resolution CP/RES. 996 (1832/11), approved ad referendum of this session of the General Assembly, provided that said amount is actually collected.

· To assign $500,000 in the 2013 program-budget to replenish the Reserve Subfund of the Regular Fund.

DRAFT RESOLUTION

FINANCING OF THE 2013 PROGRAM-BUDGET OF THE ORGANIZATION

(Agreed on at the meeting held on May 15, 2012)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

HAVING SEEN:


The Report of the Preparatory Committee to the General Assembly (AG/doc._____);

The report of the Chair of the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters of the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly on the financing of the 2013 program-budget of the Organization (AG/CP/Sub.AAP-____);

The annual report of the Board of External Auditors (CP/doc.4707/12), presented to the Permanent Council on May 2, 2012; and

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT:

That, in accordance with Articles 54.e and 55 of the Charter of the Organization of American States, the General Assembly approves the program-budget of the Organization and establishes the basis for setting the quota that each government is to contribute to the maintenance of the Organization, taking into account the respective countries’ ability to pay and their determination to contribute in an equitable manner;
That the General Assembly, at its thirtieth regular session, in resolution AG/RES. 1757 (XXX-O/00), approved the measures to encourage the timely payment of quotas, and has since modified those measures by way of resolutions AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05) and AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E-/11) rev. 1;

That the General Assembly, at its thirty-fourth special session, in resolution AG/RES. 1 (XXXIV-E/07), approved the method for calculating the scale of quotas for financing the Regular Fund of the Organization; and

That, according to the method established by resolution AG/RES. 1 (XXXIV-E/07), the quota percentages of the member states for the years 2012-2014 have been assigned;

CONSIDERING:

That human rights, democracy and governance, integral development, and multidimensional security are pillars of the Organization;
That under resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E/11) rev. 1 the General Assembly instructed the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters to consider a proposal to be submitted to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session, to be held in June 2012, to establish the overall budget level and the sources of financing for the 2013 program-budget, including quota income, interest and rental income, contributions for technical supervision and administrative support from the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and from trust and specific funds, and all other miscellaneous income; and that the overall budget level would include a proposal to cover the cost-of-living and statutory increases;


That the General Assembly established in resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E/11) rev. 1 that the total expenditure on personnel (object 1) should not exceed 64.38 percent of the overall budget level of the 2013 Regular Fund program-budget (also sometimes referred to as “the indicative figure”), including any statutory increases that might be required;

That it is necessary to establish the overall budget level and the sources of financing for the 2013 program-budget, which will be adopted by the General Assembly at a special session to be held no later than November 15, 2012;

That, in resolution CP/RES. 996 (1832/11), adopted ad referendum of the General Assembly, the Permanent Council instructed the General Secretariat to submit a proposed budget for use of the indirect cost recovery (ICR) resources, which shall be based on projected revenue equivalent to 90% of the average ICR obtained in the three years immediately preceding the year in which the program-budget is adopted, and that the General Assembly shall also adopt the ICR budget; and

That the Reserve Sub-Fund of the Regular Fund lacks sufficient resources to finance any expenditures in excess of the total income received during the current fiscal year,

RESOLVES:

1. To assess the quotas through which the member states will finance the Regular Fund of the Organization for 2013 and the assessments for income tax reimbursements in keeping with the methods adopted in resolutions AG/RES. 1 (XXXIV-E/07) and AG/RES. 41 (I-O/71), respectively, using the scale and amounts that appear in Table A, Regular Fund, Quota Assessments for 2013.

2. To set the overall budget level of the 2013 Regular Fund program-budget at US$82,027,807, and to finance it as follows:

a. Net contributions of member states in the form of quota payments to the Regular Fund totaling US$78,925,755, computed as follows: 

i. Total gross assessments of US$81,105,400 apportioned according to the methodology for calculating the scale of quota assessments adopted in resolution AG/RES. 1 (XXXIV-E/07).

ii. A reduction of US$336,945 in prompt payment discounts accredited pursuant to the measures to encourage the prompt payment of quotas adopted by means of resolution AG/RES. 1757 (XXX-O/00) as amended by AG/RES. 2157 (XXXV-O/05) and AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E/11) rev. 1.

iii. A reduction of US$1,842,700, to take into account the nonpayment risk of the member states.

b. Contribution of US$302,052 from FEMCIDI to the Regular Fund for technical supervision and administrative support, in keeping with Article 80 of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat, which contribution, according to the FEMCIDI Statutes, will be up to 15% of the net amount approved in 2012 for execution in 2013;

c. Income of US$1,500,000 for technical supervision and administrative support of the trust funds and specific funds; and

d. Other income of US$1,300,000 for interest, rentals, and amortizations, inter alia.

3. To set the overall expenditure ceiling of the Indirect Cost Recovery Fund account to US$6,750,875, which includes the transfer of US$1,500,000 to the Regular Fund as established in paragraph 2.c above, in accordance with CP/RES. 996 (1832/11), approved ad referendum of this session of the General Assembly, provided that said amount is actually collected.

4. To assign $500,000 in the 2013 program-budget to replenish the Reserve Subfund of the Regular Fund.

DRAFT DECLARATION

EXCESSIVE COMMODITY PRICE VOLATILITY AND ITS CONSEQUENCES FOR FOOD SECURITY AND SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT IN THE AMERICAS

(Presented by the delegation of the Dominican Republic)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

RECALLING the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, which provides that everyone has the right to a standard of living adequate for her or his health and well-being, including food, as well as the Universal Declaration on the Eradication of Hunger and Malnutrition and the United Nations Millennium Declaration, in particular Millennium Development Goal 1, on eradicating extreme poverty and hunger by 2015;

TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the Rome Declaration on World Food Security and the World Food Summit Plan of Action, as well as the Declaration of the World Summit on Food Security; 


RECALLING that one of the essential purposes of the Organization of American States is to eradicate extreme poverty, which constitutes an obstacle to the full democratic development of the peoples of the Hemisphere, and that in the Charter of the Organization of American States the member states agreed to devote their utmost efforts to achieving proper nutrition, especially through the acceleration of national efforts to increase the production and availability of food;


RECALLING ALSO that in the Charter of the Organization of American States the member states agreed to make individual and united efforts to bring about continuity in their economic and social development by means of improved conditions for trade in basic commodities through international agreements, orderly marketing procedures that avoid the disruption of markets, adequate and dependable supplies for consumers, and stable prices that are both remunerative to producers and fair to consumers, among other measures;


TAKING INTO ACCOUNT that excessive commodity price volatility has consequences for food security and sustainable development in developing countries, and, in particular, the fact that many commodity-dependent developing countries and economies in transition continue to be highly vulnerable to excessive price fluctuations; and recognizing the need to improve the adequate regulation, functioning, and transparency of financial and commodity markets in order to address excessive commodity price volatility;


UNDERSCORING the importance of international cooperation and solidarity to address the food price crisis; and


WELCOMING the adoption of United Nations General Assembly resolution 66/188 (91st plenary session, December 22, 2011), titled “Addressing excessive price volatility in food and related financial and commodity markets,”

DECLARES:

1. To hail the adoption of United Nations General Assembly resolution 66/188 (91st plenary session, December 22, 2011), titled “Addressing excessive price volatility in food and related financial and commodity markets.”

2. To invite the member states and permanent observers to take active measures to reduce excessive food price volatility, while acknowledging that there is an incomplete understanding of its causes and that more research needs to be done, and in this regard to underline the need to promote greater transparency and market information at all levels.

3. To invite the organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system to contribute, within their areas of competence, to the efforts of member states and permanent observers to reduce excessive price volatility in food and related financial and commodity markets.
