Adoption of the agenda of the General Assembly (Article 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly):

Pursuant to Article 34 of its Rules of Procedure, the General Assembly shall adopt the agenda for the forty-second regular session by the vote of two-thirds of the member states. 
2.
Adoption of the recommendations of the Preparatory Committee by the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session (Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly) 

No later than 15 days before the opening of the General Assembly session, the Preparatory Committee shall adopt recommendations on the following topics:

a. Agreement on the draft agenda;

b. Agreement on the proposed program-budget;

c. Agreement on the time limit for the presentation of proposals;

d. Agreement on the duration of the Assembly session;

e. Agreement on the minutes of the meetings;

f. Determination of the quotas of the member states.

3.
Annual report of the General Secretariat on the activities and financial condition of the Organization [Article 112.g of the OAS Charter, and the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat] (Report of the General Secretariat)

This item is included as provided in Article 112.g of the OAS Charter and Articles 3.g and 111 of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat. The Secretary General, in due course, will present to the Permanent Council his annual report, which also addresses the financial condition of the Organization.

Report of the Secretary General on credentials (Article 27 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)

Pursuant to the provisions of Article 27 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Secretary General shall submit a report on the credentials presented to him under Article 3 thereof. This report is presented during the first plenary session.

Under Article 40 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council, the Council is to present to the General Assembly an annual report and such special reports as it considers appropriate.

7.
Determination of the place and date of the forty-third regular session 


In accordance with Article 44 of its Rules of Procedure, at each regular session the General Assembly shall determine the place of its next regular session, taking into account the offers made by the member states and in accordance with the principle of rotation. 

8.
Election of officers of organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization (Article 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)
a. Three members of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights

The Court shall consist of seven judges, nationals of the member states of the OAS, elected in an individual capacity from among jurists of the highest moral authority and of recognized competence in the field of human rights, who possess the qualifications required for the exercise of the highest judicial functions under the law of the State of which they are nationals or of the State that proposes them as candidates. No two judges may be nationals of the same State.
The judges shall be elected by secret ballot and by an absolute majority of the States Parties to the Convention, at the OAS General Assembly, from a list of candidates nominated by those States. Each State Party may nominate up to three candidates, nationals of the state that proposes them or of any other member state of the Organization of American States. When a slate of three is proposed, at least one of the candidates must be a national of a state other than the nominating state. 
The judges of the Court shall be elected for a term of six years and may be reelected only once. The term of three of the judges chosen in the first election shall expire at the end of three years. Immediately after the election, the names of the three judges shall be determined by lot in the General Assembly.
At this session, the General Assembly will be electing three members to fill the vacancies created when the terms of the following three judges of the Court expire:

b. Three members of the Inter-American Juridical Committee

The Inter-American Juridical Committee (CJI) shall be composed of 11 jurists, nationals of the member states, elected by the General Assembly in their personal capacity for a period of four years, from panels of three candidates presented by those states. Their term of office shall begin on January 1 of the year following their election. No two members may be nationals of the same state. A member state may propose nationals of other member states on its panel of three candidates. The candidates shall be of high moral character, possess the legal knowledge and the experience required for the best performance of their duties, and be able to devote themselves exclusively to the work of the Committee during its meetings. The procedure for electing members of the Inter-American Juridical Committee in the case of the normal expiration of their terms of office is provided in Appendix III to the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

At this session, the General Assembly will elect three members to replace the following judges when their terms of office expire:

d. One member of the OAS Administrative Tribunal
The OAS Administrative Tribunal has six members, each of a different nationality, elected by the General Assembly, in a personal capacity, to a six-year term. They may be reelected once only. Their terms of office begin on January 1 of the year following their election. Each government may present one candidate. The following persons are ineligible to serve as members of the Tribunal: permanent representatives of the governments on the organs, agencies, or entities of the Organization; persons who serve permanently on those bodies in any capacity; and staff members of the OAS General Secretariat.

The procedures for electing members of the Administrative Tribunal are governed by Appendix II to the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.

The General Assembly is to elect one member of the Administrative Tribunal to fill the vacancy that will occur when the following judge completes his term:

During this session, the General Assembly will elect one member of the Board to fill the vacancy that will be left upon completion of the following Board member’s term:

9.
The Question of the Malvinas Islands
Under the provisions of resolution AG/RES. 669 (XIII-O/83), the General Assembly decided to continue to examine the Question of the Malvinas Islands indefinitely. 

Thus, at its forty-first regular session, the General Assembly adopted AG/DEC. 67 (XLI-O/11), which, as at the previous regular session, reaffirmed the General Assembly’s commitment “to continue to examine the question of the Malvinas Islands at its subsequent sessions until a definitive settlement has been reached thereon.”
10.
Adoption of the Social Charter of the Americas

In resolution AG/RES. 2695 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly renewed the commitment it undertook and that it entrusted to the Joint Working Group of the Permanent Council and CEPCIDI on the Draft Social Charter of the Americas and its Plan of Action; it also expressed the sincere political will of all the member states to conclude and adopt those documents before the end of 2011.

It renewed the mandate given to the Permanent Council and CEPCIDI to jointly prepare a draft Social Charter of the Americas and a Plan of Action, which was to include the principles of social development and establish specific goals and targets that would reinforce the existing instruments of the Organization of American States on democracy, integral development, and the fight against poverty; it instructed the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development to prepare a draft Plan of Action, conceived for the attainment of specific, feasible goals on the basis of existing mandates and following the structure of the Social Charter of the Americas.
The General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to consider, once the negotiation process has concluded, convening a special session of the General Assembly, taking into account the offer of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela to host it, for the adoption of the Social Charter of the Americas and its Plan of Action. It requested the Permanent Council and CEPCIDI to present the results of their work to the General Assembly for consideration and adoption. The Permanent Council and CEPCIDI will present a draft resolution to the General Assembly for consideration, in which they propose that the Social Charter of the Americas be adopted and that the Joint Working Group be instructed to continue to prepare the draft plan of action; they further propose that the proceedings of the Joint Working Group and the election of its authorities be governed by the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council.

11.
Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy: Follow-Up to the Inter-American Democratic Charter
In resolution AG/RES. 2694 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly resolved to continue promoting democratic cooperation in order to support member states, at their request, in their efforts to strengthen democratic institutions, values, practices, and governance, fight corruption, enhance the rule of law, bring about the full exercise of human rights, and reduce poverty, inequity, and social exclusion.

The Assembly reaffirmed that the promotion and protection of human rights is a prerequisite for a democratic society, and that it is important to continue to develop and strengthen the inter-American human rights system. It also reaffirmed, as applicable, the mandates contained in resolutions AG/RES. 2327 (XXXVII-O/07) and AG/RES. 2555 (XL-O/10), “Promotion and Strengthening of Democracy: Follow-up to the Inter-American Democratic Charter,” and, in that context, reiterated the request to the Secretary General to present a report to the Permanent Council on all cases in which action on his part is called for in the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS) and in the Inter-American Democratic Charter.

The General Assembly recognized, furthermore, the importance of promoting the principles, values, and practices of a democratic culture, and requested the General Secretariat to continue supporting this objective through training programs to promote the principles, values, and practices of a democratic culture, on the basis of Articles 26 and 27 of the Inter-American Democratic Charter. In that context, it instructed the General Secretariat to continue supporting the Permanent Council and the member states in the execution of the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices and its Plan of Action.

It highlighted, furthermore, the substantive contribution made by the OAS to the strengthening and development of electoral processes and systems in the member states, through OAS electoral observation missions, electoral advice, and technical cooperation, upon the request of a member state and consistent with the Declaration of Principles for International Election Observation. 

The Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to continue the dialogue on the effectiveness of the implementation of the Inter-American Democratic Charter and in 2011, the year of the tenth anniversary of the Charter’s adoption, to prepare its final report on the results and/or progress of the same.

The Permanent Council concluded the dialogue with which it was charged and, in December 2011, approved the report, which was published as document CP/doc.4669/11 rev. 3. In keeping with the mandate of the General Assembly, this report sets out the main outcomes of the discussions, identifies the progress made, and thus provides a series of guidelines that could serve as the next steps to be taken in connection with the topic.

12. Indirect Cost Recovery

Resolution CP/RES. 996 (1832/11), approved by the Permanent Council ad referendum of the General Assembly on December 9, 2011, seeks approval for amendments to Articles 72, 78, and 80 of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat. The draft resolution referred to the consideration of the General Assembly thus includes the following points:

•
Creation of an ICR Fund, to comprise two subfunds: the ICR Operations Subfund and the ICR Reserve Subfund. 

•
Establishment of a baseline using 90% of the average of revenues obtained through ICR over the past three years (2009-2010-2011). 

•
On the first day of the financial year (2012), credit to the ICR Fund all the revenues obtained through ICR up to the established baseline. The surplus will be deposited in the Reserve Subfund.

•
Prepare a budget proposal so that the moneys in the ICR Fund are used at the level of the ICR baseline, as an integral part of the program-budget.

•
Should ICR be insufficient to cover the budget in any given year, up to the amount of the moneys held in the Reserve Subfund, the General Secretariat shall authorize its use to cover the deficit. Similarly, any surplus above the baseline shall be credited to the Reserve Subfund. 

•
Three-yearly review of the ICR baseline using the 90% average of the moneys obtained through ICR. The next baseline would be based on revenue obtained through ICR over the 2012-2013-2014 period. 

•
Any funds above the amount necessary to guarantee coverage of the future funding needs of the baseline in the Reserve Subfund shall be transferred to the Reserve Subfund of the Regular Fund when the baseline review is conducted. 

The goal of this draft resolution is to ensure that ICR revenues are used transparently and efficiently in accordance with the Organization’s program-budget and Regular Fund.

13. Coordination of Voluntary Enlistment in the Hemisphere for Disaster Response and the Fight against Hunger and Poverty: White Helmets Initiative 

In resolution AG/RES. 2558 (XL-O/10), the General Assembly instructs the General Secretariat to continue to coordinate actions between the White Helmets Initiative and the competent organs, agencies, entities and mechanisms of the Organization of American States (OAS), and urges other agencies and institutions to enter into partnerships and working agreements with the White Helmets Initiative.

The resolution asks the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. 

14. Increasing Access to Telecommunications and Information and Communication Technologies through Strengthening of the Inter-American Telecommunication Commission 

In this resolution, the General Assembly renewed its call on the Inter-American Telecommunication Commission (CITEL) to continue to collaborate closely with member states in order to exchange best practices on policy, technologies, and national strategies on telecommunications/ICTs and to promote even more vigorously the use of all appropriate media to serve rural, isolated, and underserved areas. 
It instructed CITEL to continue to promote human capacity building in the region in different aspects of the telecommunication/ICT sector, allocating the necessary budget funds for that purpose.

The General Assembly instructed the Secretary General to continue to support CITEL, in order to facilitate the comprehensive fulfillment of its mandates.

15. Consumer Protection:  Consolidation of the Network for Consumer Safety and Health and Creation of an Inter-American Rapid Product Safety Warning System

Through this resolution, the General Assembly requested that the General Secretariat continue its coordination with PAHO and other international organizations to consolidate the RCSS in the region and position the Organization of American States (OAS) as an important actor at the global level in the area of consumer product safety. It also asked the General Secretariat to design and implement the Inter-American Rapid Product Safety Warning System (IAPSWS) on consumer product safety.

It also asked the General Secretariat, for the purpose of consolidating the Network for Consumer Safety and Health, to promote and implement cooperation agreements with subregional agencies for the creation of the IAPSWS, so as to build upon the progress made by those organizations and not to duplicate efforts in the field of consumer product safety.

The General Assembly also requested the following of the General Secretariat: (1) in collaboration with international consumer protection organizations, to design a plan for fostering participation by civil society and other stakeholders in building the IAPSWS; (2) to establish a specific fund of voluntary contributions, to be called the “Consumer Safety and Health Fund,” that will support measures to consolidate the RCSS and be administered by the Department of Social Development and Employment. 

The General Secretariat is to report on the implementation of the foregoing mandates to the Permanent Council before the next regular session of the General Assembly. 

16. Free Trade and Investment in the Hemisphere

The General Assembly asked the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on developments in this regard. 

17. Strengthening of the Inter-American Commission of Women 

In this resolution, the General Assembly again urged the Secretary General to provide the Inter-American Commission of Women (CIM), in its role as a specialized organization of the Organization of American States (OAS), with adequate human and financial resources to strengthen its capacity to carry out its growing number of mandates, in particular those recognized as priorities by the member states.

It also urged the Secretary General that in the request for resources CIM projects and programs be included among the priorities presented to external donors for funding, and that member states and permanent observers, as well as individuals and national or international organizations, whether public or private, that wish to do so, be invited to make voluntary contributions to support the development and implementation of CIM projects and programs.

The General Assembly asked the Secretary General, through the Permanent Council, to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

18. Prevention and Eradication of Commercial Sexual Exploitation and Smuggling of and Trafficking in Minors 
The General Assembly instructed the Secretary General to continue coordinating the implementation of this program directly with the IIN, the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security and, where appropriate, the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), especially by promoting the implementation of a coordinated information system that includes technical data on which to base joint decision-making, and, furthermore, to receive support and advice from other competent organs and agencies of the Organization of American States (OAS). 

It requested that the IIN work jointly with the Secretariat for Multidimensional Security to develop and implement the measures contained in the Work Plan against Trafficking in Persons in the Western Hemisphere, relying on the support and advisory services of other bodies of the inter-American system and international agencies.
The General Assembly also requested that the IIN continue to provide advice to member states, when requested, to support their efforts to adopt or amend their domestic legislation, regulations, and procedures to combat commercial sexual exploitation and smuggling of and trafficking in minors, including legislation on travel authorizations and migration control, as well as in training and technical assistance to national committees and to other entities that seek to prevent and eradicate this crime, protect victims, and enforce the laws.
The IIN was asked to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. 

19. Promotion of Women’s Human Rights and Gender Equity and Equality 

In this resolution, the General Assembly once again requested the Permanent Council, in fulfillment of the mandates handed down by the Assembly, the Summits of the Americas, and the IAP, to continue its efforts to integrate a gender perspective into the work of its special committees, working groups, resolutions, activities, and initiatives, as the case may be, to ensure that they benefit women and men on an equal and equitable basis.

It urged the Secretary General to: (1) convene the Fourth Meeting of Ministers or Highest-Ranking Authorities Responsible for the Advancement of Women (REMIM IV), to be held in the last quarter of 2011 at OAS headquarters; (2) with support from the CIM, continue promoting and working on full implementation of the IAP so as to achieve integration of a gender perspective into all OAS programs, activities, and policies; (3) request the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to include in their annual reports to the General Assembly their initiatives to mainstream the gender perspective into their policies, programs, projects, and activities; and to forward that information to the CIM so that it may be included in the annual report to the General Assembly that is drawn up pursuant to this resolution; and (4) with the support of the CIM, continue to implement the OAS Gender Program and to give priority, when allocating external resources, to activities that facilitate its expansion.

In coordination with the CIM, the Permanent Council is to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of the IAP and of this resolution.

20. Mechanism to Follow Up on Implementation of the Inter-American Convention on the Prevention, Punishment, and Eradication of Violence against Women, “Convention of Belém do Pará” 

The General Assembly asked the Secretary General to allocate, in accordance with available financial resources, the necessary human, technical, and financial resources for the CIM to continue supporting the implementation of the MESECVI.

The Permanent Council is to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

21. Recognition and Promotion of the Rights of People of African Descent in the Americas 

In this resolution, the General Assembly reiterated the instructions given to the Permanent Council through resolution AG/RES. 2550 (XL-O/10) to convene a second special meeting on cooperation between the Americas and Africa, with the participation of the African diplomatic corps and representatives of the African Union Commission as well as Organization of American States (OAS) permanent representatives.

It instructed the Permanent Council to include on its agenda, prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, the issue of people of African descent in the Americas.

The Permanent Council is to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

22. Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples [AG/RES. 2674 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned: 

To renew the mandate of the Working Group to Prepare the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples to continue holding its Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus, so as to complete the drafting of the Declaration, on the basis of the “Record of the Current Status of the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples,” hereinafter “Record of the Current Status” (GT/DADIN/doc.334/08 rev. 6), and taking into consideration the “Compendium of Proposals of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus Held by the Working Group,” issued by the Thirteenth Meeting of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus (GT/DADIN/doc.255/06 add. 4), and other pertinent documents of the Working Group. 
To request the Permanent Council to instruct the Working Group to:

a. Hold up to two three-day Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly;

b. Convene the Meetings of Negotiations in the Quest for Points of Consensus on the Draft American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples three months in advance; and

c. Take the appropriate measures to ensure the effective participation in these meetings of member states and representatives of the indigenous peoples.

To request the Selection Board of the Specific Fund to continue to work according to the principles of transparency established in resolution CP/RES. 951 (1691/09) “Specific Fund to Support the Elaboration of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.” 

To request the General Secretariat and the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to lend their valuable support to the process of drafting the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples; and to thank them for their ongoing contribution to that process.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution, the execution of which shall be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
23. Promotion of and Respect for International Humanitarian Law [AG/RES. 2650 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To request the General Secretariat to identify, in conjunction with the International Committee of the Red Cross (ICRC), mechanisms for promoting the participation of national commissions for international humanitarian law in the activities of the Organization of American States (OAS). 

To request the General Secretariat to continue organizing, within the framework of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, through the Department of International Law and in coordination with the ICRC, courses and seminars for member states, staff of the OAS, and the general public, in order to promote knowledge of and respect for international humanitarian law and related regional instruments, including measures for their effective implementation. 

To request the Inter-American Juridical Committee (CJI) to propose model laws to support the efforts made by member states to fulfill obligations under international humanitarian law treaties, with an emphasis on protection of cultural property in the event of armed conflict, and to report the progress made to the General Assembly at its forty-second and forty-third regular sessions, respectively. 

To reiterate the request made to the Permanent Council to hold, prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, a special meeting on topics of current interest in international humanitarian law. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
24. Promotion of the International Criminal Court [AG/RES. 2659 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:

To request the Inter-American Juridical Committee (CJI), with collaboration from the General Secretariat, through its Secretariat for Legal Affairs, to continue providing support for and promoting in member states the training of administrative and judicial officials and academics on cooperation with the International Criminal Court and adoption of national legislation in that regard. 

To request the General Secretariat to report on implementation of the cooperation measures set forth in the “Exchange of Letters for the establishment of a cooperation agreement with the International Criminal Court” signed by the General Secretariat of the Organization of American States (OAS) and the International Criminal Court. 

To request the Permanent Council to hold, prior to the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly, a working meeting with support from the Department of International Law, which should include a high-level dialogue session among the permanent representatives of all member states to discuss, among other matters, measures that would strengthen cooperation with the International Criminal Court. The International Criminal Court, international organizations and institutions, and civil society will be invited to cooperate and participate in this working meeting. 

To request the Secretary General to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
25. Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law [AG/RES. 2660 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To thank the Department of International Law for presenting the Report on the Inter-American Program for the Development of International Law and to urge its continued presentation of that report. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
26. Protection of Asylum Seekers and Refugees in the Americas [AG/RES. 2678 (XLI-O/11)] 

The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:

To instruct the Permanent Council to organize, through the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs and with support from the Department of International Law of the General Secretariat and the technical and financial collaboration of the UNHCR, a course prior to the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly on international refugee law for staff of the permanent missions of the member states and of the General Secretariat as well as for other interested parties.

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
27. Prevention and Reduction of Statelessness and Protection of Stateless Persons in the Americas [AG/RES. 2665 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:

To instruct the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs and with support from the Department of International Law of the General Secretariat and technical and financial cooperation as may be provided by the UNHCR, to emphasize the topic of statelessness in its promotional and training activities, particularly in view of the fact that this year marks the 50th anniversary of the adoption of the 1961 Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
28. Access to Public Information and Protection of Personal Data [AG/RES. 2661 (XLI-O/11)] 

The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To instruct the General Secretariat, through the Department of International Law, to support, with the assistance of civil society, member states’ efforts to adopt the legislative and other appropriate measures needed to guarantee access to public information, in particular for the implementation of the Model Law or for continuing to bring themselves into line with it; and the promotion of contacts and exchanges of best practices among the national authorities (Commissioners, Ombudsmen, etc.) responsible for implementing access to public information. 

To instruct the Permanent Council to have the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP), prior to the forty-second regular session, consider the preparation of an Inter-American Program on Access to Public Information, based on the contributions made at the special meeting of the CAJP held on December 13, 2010. 

To instruct the General Secretariat to develop an internal policy and prepare a directive for access to public information within the Organization, in line with the standards followed in other multilateral organizations, and to put it into effect prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly. 

To instruct the Office of the Special Rapporteur for Freedom of Expression of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) to continue including in the Annual Report of the IACHR a report on the situation/state of access to public information in the region and its effect on the exercise of the right to freedom of expression. 

To thank the Department of International Law for presenting the Draft Preliminary Principles and Recommendations on Data Protection (CP/CAJP-2921/10 rev. 1), and instruct it to prepare a comparative study of different existing legal regimes, policies, and enforcement mechanisms for protection of personal data, including domestic legislation, regulation, and self-regulation, with a view to exploring the possibility of a regional framework in the area. 
To instruct the Inter-American Juridical Committee to present, prior to the forty-second regular session, a document of principles on privacy and personal data protection in the Americas, taking into account both documents described in the preceding paragraph. 

To instruct the General Secretariat to establish channels of information with other international and regional organizations currently undertaking efforts on the matter of data protection, in order to facilitate the exchange of information and cooperation. 
To instruct the General Secretariat to identify new resources to support member states’ efforts to facilitate access to public information and the protection of personal data and to encourage other donors to make contributions toward that goal. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
29. Seventh Inter-American Specialized Conference on Private International Law (CIDIP-VII) [AG/CG/doc.5/10 rev. 1] 
In resolution AG/RES. 2527 (XXXIX-O/09), the General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to set up a working group made up of government officials and representatives of the interested member states with a view to completing the draft final document or documents on consumer protection. To that end, the General Secretariat will provide support for the Working Group to: (a) organize and hold teleconferences, beginning as soon as possible and not later than July 2009, to allow the Working Group to complete the work on the final draft document or documents; and (b) organize and hold a meeting of the Working Group, no later than November 2009, at a venue and on a date to be determined by the Permanent Council.


The Permanent Council is to report on progress in the negotiations of the Working Group, on the results of CIDIP-VII, and on the implementation of this resolution. 

30. Right to freedom of thought and expression and the importance of the media [AG/RES. 2679 (XLI-O/11)]

The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) once again to follow up on and deepen its study of the issues addressed in the relevant volumes of its 2006, 2007, 2008, 2009, and 2010 annual reports on freedom of expression, on the basis, inter alia, of the inputs on the subject that it receives from member states.
To request the Permanent Council to hold a meeting of national authorities in this field with a view to exchanging experiences and information and engaging in political dialogue among the member states on new trends and debates regarding the right to freedom of thought and expression, the importance of the media in the Hemisphere, and the right of every individual to seek, receive, and impart information. Invitees to that meeting will, moreover, include members of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and of the IACHR, including the Special Rapporteur for Freedom of Expression, and experts from the member states, all for the purpose of sharing their experiences with these issues.
To take into consideration the findings of, and views expressed at, the 2008 and 2009 special meetings on freedom of thought and expression, held in the framework of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
31. Protecting the Human Rights of Older Persons [AG/RES. 2654 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To request the Permanent Council to establish a working group composed of national representatives and experts from the academic sector and civil society, as well as from international organizations and specialized agencies, to prepare by the end of 2011 a report analyzing the situation of older persons in the Hemisphere and the effectiveness of binding universal and regional human rights instruments with regard to protection of the rights of older persons.
To request that working group to prepare, based on the findings of the above-mentioned report, a draft inter-American convention for the advancement and protection of the rights of older persons, which shall be submitted to the Permanent Council before the end of the first half of 2012 and which recommends other measures to further the implementation of existing international conventions.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
To urge the General Secretariat to provide, through the area responsible for monitoring this issue, ample technical support to the working group to be established pursuant to operative paragraph 1. 

32. Internally Displaced Persons [AG/RES. 2667 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandate from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session was of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To instruct the Permanent Council to follow up as it sees appropriate on this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
33. Human Rights Defenders: Support for Individuals, Groups, and Organizations of Civil Society Working to Promote and Protect Human Rights in the Americas [AG/RES. 2658 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:

To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) to:

a. Continue to give due consideration to this matter;

b. Continue intensifying its dialogue and cooperation with the United Nations Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights defenders; and 
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Include in its annual report a section on the work of its Rapporteurship on Human Rights Defenders.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
34. Protecting human rights and fundamental freedoms while countering terrorism [AG/RES. 2676 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:

To reiterate to the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) that it should continue promoting respect for and the defense of human rights and facilitating efforts by member states to comply appropriately with their international human rights commitments when developing and executing counterterrorist measures, including the rights of persons who might be at a disadvantage, subject to discrimination, or at risk as a result of terrorist violence or counterterrorist initiatives, and to report to the Permanent Council on the advisability of conducting a follow-up study. 

To reiterate to the Permanent Council that, on the basis of the “Recommendations for the Protection of Human Rights by OAS Member States in the Fight against Terrorism,” prepared by the IACHR, and the results of consultations with the Inter-American Committee against Terrorism (CICTE) and the member states, it should consider drafting common terms of reference for the protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms in the fight against terrorism which would compile current international standards and be based on applicable international law and on best practices, for consideration by the General Assembly. 

To reaffirm the importance of intensifying dialogue among the CICTE Secretariat, the Executive Secretariat of the IACHR, and other pertinent areas of the Organization, with a view to improving and strengthening their ongoing collaboration on the issue of protecting human rights and fundamental freedoms while countering terrorism. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
35. Study of the Rights and the Care of Persons under Any Form of Detention or Imprisonment [AG/RES. 2668 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To instruct the Permanent Council to continue studying the question of the rights and the care of persons under any form of detention or imprisonment, in cooperation with the competent organs and entities of the inter-American system; and to convene the Third Meeting of Officials Responsible for the Penitentiary and Prison Policies of the OAS Member States for the purpose of continuing the exchange of information and experiences and strengthening mutual cooperation among them, taking into account the conclusions and recommendations of the Second Meeting of Officials Responsible for Penitentiary and Prison Policies of the OAS Member States (GAPECA/doc.8/08 rev. 2, paragraph 2.L.ii) and the recommendations of the Eighth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA-VIII/doc.4/10 rev. 1, paragraph VI.2.). 

To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR), through its Rapporteurship on the Rights of Persons Deprived of Liberty in the Americas, to continue reporting on the situation of persons under any form of detention or imprisonment in the Hemisphere and, using as a basis its work on the subject, to continue making reference to the problems and best practices it observes. 
To reiterate to the Permanent Council that, on the basis of the results of the discussions and studies conducted, including the inputs of the IACHR, such as the Principles and Best Practices on the Protection of Persons Deprived of Liberty in the Americas; the work of the Special Rapporteur on the Rights of Persons Deprived of Liberty in the Americas of the IACHR; and the results of the Second Meeting of the Working Group on Penitentiary and Prison Policies, held pursuant to the REMJA-VII decision, it should consider the possibility of drafting an inter-American declaration on the rights, duties, and care of persons under any form of detention or imprisonment, with a view to strengthening existing international standards on these topics, and also consider the feasibility of preparing a hemispheric manual on penitentiary rights, taking as a basis the United Nations Standard Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners, and keep the member states abreast of developments in this regard. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
36. The human rights of all migrant workers and their families [AG/RES. 2669 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To instruct the Secretary General to update the Work Plan of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families (CP/CAJP-2456/07) in order to ensure that the distribution of activities is consistent with the new structure of the Organization, and to present the updated Program to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP). 

To request the organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS to report to the CAJP, in the last quarter of 2010, on the implementation of the activities assigned by the Inter-American Program, by means of a comparative table indicating assigned tasks, progress made, and deadlines for completing pending tasks.
To arrange for regulations to be developed to govern the fund of the Inter-American Program for the Promotion and Protection of the Human Rights of Migrants, Including Migrant Workers and Their Families; and to request the Permanent Council to consider and adopt rules of procedure for it at the proposal of the General Secretariat. 

To entrust the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) with:
a. considering the advisability of participating in joint cooperation projects implemented by the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) in this area;
b. providing its Special Rapporteurship on Migrant Workers and Their Families with the necessary and sufficient means to perform its functions in accordance with the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources; and
c. submitting to the Permanent Council reports on the situation of the rights of migrant workers and of their families prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly.
To request the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
37. Right to the truth [AG/RES. 2662 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
Once again to request the IACHR to continue working on the preparation of a report, for presentation to the Permanent Council prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly of the Organization of American States (OAS), on the evolution of the right to the truth in the Hemisphere, which report shall include national mechanisms and experiences in this regard as well as best practices to ensure effective fulfillment of the right to the truth. This will be done with a view to the Permanent Council’s holding, in the first half of 2012, a special meeting on the right to the truth to discuss the IACHR report and exchange national experiences.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 
38. Persons who have disappeared and assistance to members of their families [AG/RES. 2651 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To encourage member states, as appropriate, with the support of their respective missing persons search commissions and their national commissions on human rights or on international humanitarian law, or other competent bodies, in accordance with their respective mandates, and with technical collaboration from the ICRC, to provide information on the measures taken, at the national level, regarding the provisions of resolutions adopted by the General Assembly since 2005 on “Persons who have Disappeared and Assistance to Members of Their Families,” entrusting the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) with placing on its agenda the broad dissemination of this information before the forty-second regular session of the OAS General Assembly. 

To instruct the Permanent Council to follow up on this resolution. 
39. Human rights, sexual orientation, and gender identity [AG/RES. 2653 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) to pay particular attention to its work plan titled “Rights of LGTBI People” and, in keeping with its established practice, to prepare a hemispheric study on the subject; and to urge member states to participate in the report. 

To request the IACHR and the Inter-American Juridical Committee (CJI) each to prepare a study on the legal implications and conceptual and terminological developments as regards sexual orientation, gender identity, and gender expression, and to instruct the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) to include on its agenda the examination of the results of the requested studies, with the participation of interested civil society organizations, before the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly. 
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
40. Adoption of Progress Indicators for Measuring Rights under the Protocol of San Salvador [AG/RES. 2666 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To thank and commend the Working Group to Examine the Periodic Reports of the States Parties to the Protocol of San Salvador for its preparation and presentation of the Progress Indicators for Measuring Rights under the Protocol of San Salvador. 

To submit said document to a process of revision for the approval of indicators at the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly. To that end, to invite the member states to offer their comments by September 30, 2011. 

To hold a technical meeting in the framework of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) in the fourth quarter of 2011 in order to analyze the periodic reports of the states parties to the Protocol of San Salvador and conduct a comprehensive examination of the evaluation process, taking particular note of the Progress Indicators for Measuring Rights under the Protocol of San Salvador. 

To request the Working Group to move forward with the definition of progress indicators for measuring the economic and cultural rights corresponding to the second group in the Guidelines for Preparation of Progress Indicators in the Area of Economic, Social, and Cultural Rights prepared by the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) (CP/doc.4250/07 corr. 1). 

To again entrust the Permanent Council with the election of the alternate government expert; and also to authorize the Secretary General to appoint the alternate independent expert on that same occasion. 

41. Human Rights Education in Formal Education in the Americas [AG/RES. 2673 (XLI-O/11)] 
The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) did a general follow-up of this resolution based on the mandates approved by the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session.
42. Strengthening of the Inter-American Human Rights System pursuant to the Mandates Arising from the Summits of the Americas [AG/RES. 2675 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To reaffirm the commitment of the member states to continue strengthening and improving the inter-American system for the promotion and protection of human rights and, in that connection, to continue to take the following concrete measures aimed at implementing the respective mandates of the heads of state and government arising from the Summits of the Americas:

a. Universalization of the inter-American human rights system by considering the signature and ratification, or ratification of or accession to, as soon as possible and as the case may be, all universal and inter-American human rights instruments;
b. Compliance with the decisions of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and follow-up of the recommendations of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR);
c. Improvement of access by victims to the mechanisms of the inter-American human rights system;
d. Adequate financing of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the IACHR, including the encouragement of voluntary contributions, so that they may continue to address their activities and responsibilities; and
e. Examination of the possibility of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the IACHR operating on a permanent basis.
To recognize the progress made in the context of the broad process of reflection on the inter-American system for the promotion and protection of human rights, within the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) of the Permanent Council, and the importance of the informal meetings held for that purpose in the framework of the CAJP and of the exchange of proposals and comments between the member states and the organs of the inter-American human rights system, regarding ways to strengthen and improve it, which were set forth in document CP/CAJP-2665/08 rev. 8 corr. 3, “Results of the Process of Reflection on the Inter-American System for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights (2008-2009),” which was officially submitted on March 20, 2009, to the presidencies of the two organs of the system, as a contribution by the member states to the reform process that the IACHR and the Inter-American Court of Human Rights have embarked upon, in a context of full respect for the autonomy and independence of those organs.
To recognize the progress made to date and to instruct the Permanent Council to meet the objectives mentioned in operative paragraph 1 by:
a. Continuing the broad process of reflection on the inter-American system for the promotion and protection of human rights, as a matter of special importance in the work program of the CAJP adopted each year; to that end, meetings should be scheduled taking into account the proposals put forward in the discussions that took place in said Committee. Said process of reflection will continue in consultation with the member states, specialized agencies of the inter-American human rights system, nongovernmental organizations, national human rights institutes, academic institutions, and experts in the field, regarding:

i. The major challenges facing the inter-American system for the promotion and protection of human rights in the Hemisphere;

ii. Possible actions to strengthen and improve the system; and

iii. The advisability of convening an inter-American human rights conference;

b. Supporting the financial strengthening initiatives taken by the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the IACHR to request funding from international and regional agencies to further the activities of the organs of the inter-American system for the promotion and protection of human rights. In this context, to express appreciation for the efforts of the OAS Secretary General and to urge him to prepare and submit a proposal in support of the aforementioned initiatives, putting forward measures for effectively increasing the economic resources assigned to the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and to the IACHR in the OAS program-budget;

c. Encouraging, in addition, member states to contribute to the Specific Fund for Strengthening the Inter-American System for the Protection and Promotion of Human Rights, as well as to the Oliver Jackman Voluntary Capital Fund for strengthening the inter-American human rights system, established by resolution AG/RES. 2329 (XXXVII-O/07);

d. Continuing to consider ways to promote compliance with the decisions of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and implementation of the recommendations of the IACHR by member states; and, to that end, requesting the Inter-American Juridical Committee to give priority to the preparation of a study on ways to strengthen the inter-American human rights system;
e. Continuing to analyze the priorities for improvement of the inter-American system for the promotion and protection of human rights, including consideration of the possibility that the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the IACHR may come to operate on a permanent basis;

f. Holding each year, within the CAJP, the dialogue between the member states and the members of the IACHR and judges on the Inter-American Court of Human Rights on how the inter-American human rights system operates. The CAJP will establish the agenda for said meeting at least two months in advance; and

g. Requesting the Inter-American Court of Human Rights and the IACHR to continue to report on the impact and practical significance of their regulatory reforms for the work of both organs and for the strengthening of the system. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 

43. Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) [AG/RES. 2672 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To consider the Annual Report of the IACHR to the General Assembly and present the member states’ observations and recommendations thereon.

To recommend that the IACHR place the highest priority on the strengthening and application of the friendly settlement mechanism among the parties concerned, in accordance with the American Convention on Human Rights and the Statute and Rules of Procedure of the IACHR. 

With regard to financing of the IACHR, to:

a. Instruct the Permanent Council to continue analyzing, as a matter of priority, ways to achieve an effective increase in the financial resources allocated to the IACHR in the program-budget of the Organization and to seek specific solutions in that regard. To that end, to thank the Secretary General for his work and to urge him to continue his efforts and to present additional proposals aimed at achieving adequate financing for the IACHR in said program-budget;

d. Invite the IACHR to inform the member states of the results of the additional initiatives for its funding. 

To reaffirm that it is important for the IACHR to:

a. Continue to take into account the observations and recommendations of the member states on its annual report and to adopt such measures as it considers pertinent based on those observations and recommendations;

b. Continue to publish on its website, when member states so request, their observations and recommendations on its annual report to the General Assembly;

c. Continue to strengthen, pursuant to Article 15 of its Rules of Procedure, existing rapporteurships and operational units, in the most equitable manner possible, within the limits of its available resources and in accordance with the procedures in effect for designating rapporteurs;

d. Continue to participate, through the members of the IACHR, in the dialogue with member states in the context of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP), in order to follow up on the observations and comments of the member states contained in the reports on the meetings held on October 26, 2004 (CP/CAJP/SA.412/04 corr. 1 and CP/CAJP/INF.17/04), March 9, 2006 (CP/CAJP-2311/05 add. 2 and 2-a), March 30, 2007 (CP/CAJP-2526/07), April 4, 2008 (CP/CAJP-2644/08), March 20, 2009 (CP/CAJP-2769/09), May 14, 2010 (CP/CAJP-2604/10), and March 17 and April 14, 2011 (CP/CAJP-3002/11); 
e. Examine the possibility of functioning on a permanent basis, in consideration of available resources and other factors; and
f. Continue consultations on its proposed regulatory amendments prior to their adoption, providing grounds for them based on their origin and purposes. 
To reiterate that it is important for the IACHR to bear in mind the proposals and comments made by the member states in the framework of the dialogue between the member states and the members of the IACHR and of the Court on the functioning of the inter-American human rights system, held on March 20, 2009, especially those contained in the “Results of the Process of Reflection on the Inter-American System for the Promotion and Protection of Human Rights (2008-2009)” (CP/CAJP-2665/08 rev. 8 corr. 3), which was officially presented on that occasion to the presidencies of the two organs of the system as a contribution by the member states to the reform process undertaken by the IACHR and the Inter-American Court of Human Rights in a context of the fullest possible respect for the autonomy and independence of those organs, as well as the contributions by civil society and other actors, as set out in the report of that meeting (CP/CAJP-2769/09), and to adopt such measures as it deems appropriate in the context of its autonomy and independence. 

To call upon the IACHR to continue the dialogue with the member states and other users of the system on the methodology used to develop the information presented in Chapter IV of its annual report, inviting joint reflection on how to improve the efficacy of this mechanism. 

To instruct the CAJP, with a view to implementing operative paragraph 9.d, to schedule meetings to continue its dialogue with the members of the IACHR. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 
44. Observations and Recommendations on the Annual Report of the Inter-American Court of Human Rights [AG/RES. 2652 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To consider the Annual Report of the Court to the General Assembly and present the member states’ observations and recommendations thereon.

To instruct the Permanent Council to continue its consideration and study of the following issues: Access of victims to the Inter-American Court of Human Rights (jus standi) and its application in practice; The possibility that the Inter-American Court of Human Rights may come to operate on a permanent basis, including the financial and budgetary implications thereof; and Means of encouraging compliance by member states with the judgments of the Court. 

To direct that the OAS General Secretariat, starting with fiscal year 2012, assume the cost of translating into all the official languages the judgments and decisions issued by the Inter-American Court of Human Rights, so as to guarantee full access to them by all inhabitants of the Hemisphere. 

To request the Secretary General to seek effective means to ensure the sustainable funding of the Inter-American Court through the Regular Fund of the Organization of American States (OAS). 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 
45. Strengthening the Activities of the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (JSCA) [AG/RES. 2670 (XLI-O/11)]
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To consider the Annual Report of the JSCA to the General Assembly and present the member states’ observations and recommendations thereon. 

To request the Permanent Council to continue, through the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs, to include on its agenda a dialogue with the JSCA to consider the best ways to expand cooperation between member states and the Center. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

To request the CJI to report on progress made on the study on the importance of guaranteeing the right of freedom of thought and expression of citizens, in light of the fact that free and independent media carry out their activities guided by ethical standards, which can in no case be imposed by the state, consistent with applicable principles of international law. 

To request the CJI to report on progress made on the comparative analysis of the principal legal instruments of the inter-American system related to peace, security, and cooperation. 

To request the CJI to report on progress made on the legal study of the mechanisms of participatory democracy and citizen participation contained in the legislation of some countries in the region. 

To reaffirm the importance of the close ties maintained by the CJI with the political organs of the OAS, particularly the Permanent Council and the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs; and to recommend to the CJI that it continue to focus its efforts on the matters which the competent organs identify as being of priority interest to the Organization. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 
47. Follow-up on the Inter-American Convention against Corruption and on the Inter-American Program for Cooperation in the Fight against Corruption [AG/RES. 2655 (XLI-O/11)]
The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) did a general follow-up of this resolution based on the mandates approved by the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session.
48. Meeting of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA) [AG/RES. 2657 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To instruct the Permanent Council to duly follow up on the Conclusions and Recommendations of REMJA-VIII and, pursuant thereto, to convene the following meetings, which will be held before REMJA-IX is held and within the resources allocated in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources: 

a. The Fifth Meeting of the Working Group on Mutual Assistance in Criminal Matters and Extradition, to be held in Paraguay;

b. The Third Meeting of the Working Group on Penitentiary and Prison Policies;

c. The Seventh Meeting of the Working Group on Cybercrime, and

d. A technical meeting of the authorities directly responsible for assisting and protecting victims and witnesses in the OAS member states, in order to identify priority areas for work. 

To convene the Ninth Meeting of Ministers of Justice or Other Ministers or Attorneys General of the Americas (REMJA-IX), which is to be held in El Salvador in 2012, in accordance with the resources assigned in the Organization’s program-budget and other resources, and to instruct the Permanent Council to set a date for that meeting and, with the technical support of the Department of Legal Cooperation of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs of the General Secretariat, to carry out the corresponding preparatory work. 
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
49. Support for the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities and its Technical Secretariat [AG/RES. 2663 (XLI-O/11)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To request the Permanent Council to convene in the second half of 2011 a special meeting of government representatives and experts from national councils on disability, academia, civil society organizations representing persons with disabilities, and international organizations in the region, for the purpose of exchanging information and best practices and identifying specific needs and appropriate public policies to bring about inclusion of persons with disabilities in all spheres of society. 
To request the Secretary General:

a.
To disseminate as widely as possible the Committee’s general observations on the need to interpret Article I. 2, section B) in fine of the Inter-American Convention for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities, within the framework of Article 12 of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities;

To take steps to bring about progressive advancement toward accessibility to persons with disabilities of the facilities of the Organization of American States (OAS), as well as of its information dissemination tools, such as its documents, communications, website, etc., in accordance with the principle of nondiscrimination enshrined in the Inter-American Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities; and

c.
To provide the broadest support to the Working Group of the Committee for the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against Persons with Disabilities (CEDDIS) created to evaluate the operations of the SEDISCAP and to issue recommendations for its sustainability. 

To instruct the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
50. Program of Action for the Decade of the Americas for the Rights and Dignity of Persons with Disabilities (2006-2016) and Support for its Technical Secretariat (SEDISCAP) [AG/RES. 2664 (XLI-O/11)]
The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) did a general follow-up of this resolution based on the mandates approved by the General Assembly at its XLI regular session.
51. Follow-up to the Inter-American Program for Universal Civil Registry and the “Right to Identity” [AG/RES. 2602 (XL-O/10)] 
The following mandates from the General Assembly at its fortieth regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned: 
To instruct the General Secretariat to continue providing member states that so request with the necessary assistance in implementing the Inter-American Program for Universal Civil Registry and the “Right to Identity,” promoting the improvement and enhancement of their civil registry systems and the adoption of universal civil registration. 

To request the General Secretariat to continue increasing its cooperation with other specialized organizations and agencies of the inter-American and international systems on matters of citizen registration. 

To instruct the Permanent Council to hold, in the second half of 2012, a special meeting of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs to review the status of implementation of the aforementioned Inter-American Program on the basis of information provided by the states and of a progress report prepared by the General Secretariat, with a view to making such changes in the Program as are deemed appropriate in order to achieve universal civil registration by 2015. To instruct that the preparation, negotiation, and approval of the final drafts of said legal instruments be done simultaneously and concurrently, so as to ensure a comprehensive and coherent treatment of the scourges of racism, discrimination, and intolerance in the Hemisphere. 

To instruct that this process continue to promote contributions from member states, organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization of American States (OAS), taking into account the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights, the United Nations, and regional organizations; to urge those bodies to continue sending their written contributions to the Working Group for consideration; and, pursuant to the Guidelines for Participation by Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities, contained in Permanent Council resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), to request the Working Group to continue to receive contributions from groups in vulnerable situations and from interested civil society organizations.
To renew the mandates to the Justice Studies Center of the Americas (JSCA) and the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR) set forth in paragraphs 5, 7, and 8 of resolution AG/RES. 2168 (XXXVI-O/06). 

To request the General Secretariat to continue to provide support to the Working Group’s activities, through the Executive Secretariat of the IACHR and the Department of International Law of the Secretariat for Legal Affairs.
To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
53. Promotion of the Rights to Freedom of Assembly and of Association in the Americas [AG/RES. 2680 (XLI-O/11)]

The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) where this resolution was concerned:
To instruct the Permanent Council to prepare and convene a special meeting to exchange experiences, views, and best practices that serve to promote the rights to freedom of assembly and of association. 

To request the Permanent Council to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources.
54. Official Public Defenders as a Guarantee of Access to Justice for Persons in Vulnerable Situations [AG/RES. 2656 (XLI-O/11)]
The Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) did a general follow-up of this resolution based on the mandates approved by the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session.

To urge member states to continue to implement the commitments of the Summits of the Americas and to promote and disseminate them within their respective national administrations.
To renew the mandate to the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) to coordinate the activities assigned to the Organization of American States (OAS) by the Summits of the Americas.
To request the CISC to present, within 60 days after the end of the Summit of the Americas, a report on the activities assigned by the Summit to the OAS during a joint meeting of the Permanent Council and the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), so that both bodies can take steps to ensure their inclusion, as a matter of priority, in programs to organize and formalize that mandate. 

To instruct the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to continue to give the highest priority to carrying out the initiatives assigned to them by the General Assembly, in accordance with the mandates of the Summits of the Americas, and to report regularly on these activities, as appropriate, to the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), and the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC). 

To request that the General Secretariat, through the Summits of the Americas Secretariat (SAS), continue to serve as the institutional memory and secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process, advising the host country of the Summit and member states, as requested, in general on all aspects related to the Summits process, supporting follow-up and dissemination of Summit mandates, offering support to member states in implementing existing mandates and those of future Summits, and supporting preparatory activities and technical coordination for the next Summit of the Americas, to be held on April 14 and 15, 2012. 

To instruct the Permanent Council to continue to promote and facilitate the participation of social actors, including civil society, labor organizations, indigenous groups, the private sector, and youth, in the Summits of the Americas process and in activities related to topics assigned to the OAS by that process, as well as the efforts of member states to foster such participation. 

To urge member states, through the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG), to report on the implementation and follow-up of the commitments established in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain, as well as the commitments of prior Summits, the implementation of which are still ongoing. 

To request the SAS to continue to report to the CISC and to the SIRG on the activities and programs being carried out in support of member states’ efforts to implement Summit mandates, and to report to the CISC on the technical input prepared by the General Secretariat of the OAS on the Summits process, including reports on inter-American ministerial meetings linked to the Summits process.
To instruct the General Secretariat to continue, through the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG), chaired by the SAS, to coordinate and promote the implementation and follow-up in JSWG institutions of the mandates of the Summits of the Americas; to hold at least one meeting of agency heads each year to review progress made and plan joint activities, as a complement to the regular interagency meetings; and to provide assistance in the preparatory activities for the next Summit of the Americas, scheduled to be held in 2012. 

In order to strengthen the Summits of the Americas process and its link to the inter-American ministerial meetings:

a. To urge member states to improve intersectoral coordination among ministers and authorities;

b. To instruct the SAS to keep track of ministerial meetings and provide technical guidance for member states, as requested, on ways to strengthen internal coordination on the implementation of Summit mandates; and

c. To urge countries hosting inter-American ministerial meetings to work with the SAS to ensure follow-up on relevant mandates from the Summits of the Americas and, as appropriate, to prepare for future Summits.
To request the General Secretariat through the SAS to provide full support to the Government of Colombia in the preparation for the Sixth Summit of the Americas scheduled to be held in the city of Cartagena de Indias, Colombia, on April 14 and 15, 2012. 

To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS and the member states, to promote and disseminate among the stakeholders involved in the Summits of the Americas process the mandates, commitments, and results emanating from the Summits of the Americas, so that they may contribute to their implementation. 

To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS, to continue to explore and implement in the Summits of the Americas process methods for promoting and increasing awareness and the participation of social actors in that process, through the use of the Summits of the Americas Virtual Community (SVC) and other information and communication technologies (ICT). 

To request the SAS to continue working with member states on the implementation and follow-up of Summit mandates, including promotion and training on the use of the Summits of the Americas Follow-up System (SISCA). 

To urge member states to continue contributing to the Specific Fund for the Summit Implementation Review Group in order to provide financial support for the Group’s activities. 
To request the General Secretariat to strengthen the SAS by providing it with the human and financial resources to fulfill its function as technical secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process efficiently and effectively. 

That execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources; and to instruct the Secretary General to seek additional voluntary funds to carry out the activities mentioned in this resolution. 

To request the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. 

57. Follow-up and Implementation of the Mandates of the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain, adopted at the Fifth Summit of the Americas [AG/RES. 2634 (XLI-O/11)]

The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) where this resolution was concerned:
To instruct the General Secretariat to continue to coordinate with other organs and entities of the Organization of American States (OAS) and with the institutions of the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG) in following up on the mandates set forth in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain of the Fifth Summit of the Americas.
To encourage the organs, agencies, and entities of the inter-American system, as well as agencies of the United Nations system and other institutions participating in the JSWG, to assign priority to implementation of the initiatives contained in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain of the Fifth Summit of the Americas and to report regularly to the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) on the progress made in implementing the adopted mandates and commitments. 
To instruct the Summits of the Americas Secretariat (SAS) to use and promote, through training for member states, where needed, the Summits of the Americas Follow-up System (SISCA) to facilitate reporting by member states and partner institutions of the JSWG on actions taken and progress made with implementation of Summit mandates, and to provide updates to the CISC and the Summit Implementation Review Group (SIRG) on the implementation and follow-up of the commitments adopted in the Declaration of Commitment of Port of Spain. 

To request the General Secretariat to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 
58. Increasing and Strengthening Civil Society Participation in the Activities of the Organization of American States and in the Summits of the Americas Process [AG/RES. 2635 (XLI-O/11)]

The following mandates from the General Assembly at its forty-first regular session were of particular relevance to the Committee on Inter-American Summits Management and Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities (CISC) where this resolution was concerned: 
To instruct the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, and the General Secretariat to continue, in coordination with all organs, agencies, and entities of the OAS, to facilitate the implementation of the Strategies for Increasing and Strengthening Participation by Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities, adopted by the Permanent Council in resolution CP/RES. 840 (1361/03) and endorsed by the General Assembly in resolution AG/RES. 1915 (XXXIII-O/03), “Increasing and Strengthening Civil Society Participation in OAS Activities.” 

To instruct the Permanent Council to continue to promote and facilitate civil society participation in the Summits of the Americas process and in the activities undertaken by the OAS as a result of this process, as well as efforts by member states to foster said participation. 

To continue to actively support and promote the registration of civil society organizations and their participation in OAS activities, and in its organs, agencies, and entities, with the support of the General Secretariat and in accordance with resolution CP/RES. 759 (1217/99), “Guidelines for the Participation of Civil Society Organizations in OAS Activities.” 

To instruct the member states to continue analyzing the Draft Strategy for Strengthening Civil Society Participation in the Activities of the Organization of American States (OAS) (CP/CISC-422/09 rev. 1) with a view to completing it, and to request the Permanent Council to consider the final draft in order to promote a coordinated approach that facilitates civil society participation in OAS activities. 
To request the General Secretariat to report to the Permanent Council before the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly on the implementation of this resolution. Execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources. 
59. Attention to Migratory Flows in the Americas with a Human Rights Perspective [AG/RES. 2690 (XLI-O/11]

The General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to organize in the framework of the Special Committee on Migration Issues (CEAM), before the forty-second regular session of the OAS General Assembly, with support from the Migration and Development Program (MIDE) of the Department of Social Development and Employment of the OAS, a seminar and workshop on migration issues, which was to include follow-up on the recommendations of the Forum “Extracontinental Migration in the Americas,” held on April 6, 2010. 

The Permanent Council is to report to the General Assembly, at its forty-second regular session, on the implementation of this resolution. 

60. Migrant Populations and Migration Flows in the Americas [AG/RES. 2608 (XL-O/10]

In this resolution, the General Assembly asked the Permanent Council and the General Secretariat to identify possible areas for the development of international cooperation among the OAS member states and for support, including financial, by international agencies or organizations.

It asked the General Secretariat to continue to seek ways to link its efforts and share information in the area of migration with the regional processes involved in migration issues, such as the Regional Conference on Migration (RCM or “Puebla Process”), the South American Conference on Migration, the Specialized Forum on Migration of MERCOSUR, the Andean Forum on Migration and other forums, and to report back to the CEAM on the progress made. 

It also asked General Secretariat to: (1) deepen its work on the subject of the impact of the economic and financial crisis on migrant communities and on prospects in the recovery stage, and (2) redouble its efforts to develop a database that complements those already available on existing legal frameworks and regulations related to migration, and on the identification and mapping of the different temporary worker programs in which nationals of the member states are engaged, and to report to the CEAM on progress in this regard.

The General Assembly urged the CEAM to continue its work as the current primary forum of the Organization for the exchange of information and best practices on migration issues; to instruct it to conclude, in April 2012, the evaluation process initiated in the second quarter of 2010, with a view to submitting to the Permanent Council, prior to the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, a proposal for, inter alia, rationalization and unification of the approach to the topic of migration in the OAS, in consultation with the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs. 
The Permanent Council is to determine the need to renew the mandate of CEAM before the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly and, as needed thereafter.

61. Financing of the 2013 Program-Budget of the Organization 

The General Assembly, in resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLII-E/11) rev. 1, instructed the Subcommittee on Administrative and Budgetary Matters of the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly to consider a proposal to be referred to the General Assembly, at its forty-second regular session to be held in June 2012, to establish the overall budget level and the sources of financing for the 2013 program-budget. The revenues to finance the 2013 program-budget shall include: income from quota assessments, income from interest and rental payments, contributions for technical supervision and administrative support from the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and from trust and specific funds, and all other miscellaneous income. The overall budget level shall include a proposal to cover the cost-of-living and statutory increases.

The General Assembly shall consider a global proposed level for the 2013 budget and sources of funding.

62. Optimization of the Structure of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development
Added at the request of the delegation of El Salvador in its capacity as Chair of the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and Its Organs, this resolution recalls that through resolutions AG/RES. 2304 (XXXVII-O/07), AG/RES. 2305 (XXXVII-O/07), AG/RES. 2390 (XXXVIII-O/08), and AG/RES. 2469 (XXXIX-O/09), the General Assembly requested the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) to develop, study, and propose measures to strengthen CIDI. Having seen the Report of the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI on the architecture/structure of CIDI and of its organs (Part 1: Simplification of the Structure of CIDI), the resolution states that the General Assembly should consider CEPCIDI’s elimination, assigning to CIDI its functions under the statutes, rules of procedure and other rules of the Organization. The General Assembly should give CIDI, the Permanent Council and the Secretariat the necessary instructions to introduce the needed amendments to the pertinent provisions within each one’s area of competence. Certain transitory provisions would have to be established, which will remain in effect until the amendments to the Statutes and Rules of Procedure of CIDI enter into force. 

63. Extension of the mandate of the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and Its Organs 
Through resolution AG/RES. 2646 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly recognized the progress made by the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and requested the CIDI to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the progress made in this regard. The General Assembly will consider the question of whether to extend the Working Group’s mandate.

64. Report of the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI and Celebration of the Inter-American Year of Culture 

Included at the request of the delegation of Peru. At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will receive the report of the Fifth Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Culture and Highest Appropriate Authorities within the Framework of CIDI, held at OAS headquarters in Washington, D.C., November 9 and 10, 2011, under the theme “Culture, common denominator for integral development.” It will also receive the report on the celebration of Inter-American Year of Culture, which the General Assembly declared in resolution AG/RES. 2468 (XXXIX-O/09).

65. Report of the XIX Inter-American Travel Congress and Holding of the XX Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism 

Included at the request of the delegations of El Salvador and Ecuador and pursuant to resolution AG/RES. 2639 (XLI-O/11), which abolished the Organization Plan of the Inter-American Travel Congresses and established that the Congresses would no longer meet as an inter-American specialized conference but, rather, as a sectoral ministerial-level meeting of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) in accordance with the CIDI Statutes. It also provided that these meetings shall convene, starting with the twentieth, as the “Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism.” This resolution also established an Inter-American Committee on Tourism pursuant to Articles 77 and 95.c.3 of the Charter of the Organization of American States (OAS), and instructed the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) to prepare its rules of procedure in accordance with the guidelines that the Congress would establish in San Salvador. 

The Government of Ecuador offered to host the XX Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism in Quito, Ecuador, on September 11, 12 and 13, 2012. CEPCIDI decided to convoke that Congress through resolution CEPCIDI/RES. 190/11 (CLXXV-O/11). 

At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will receive CIDI’s report on implementation of resolution AG/RES. 2639 (XLI-O/11) and on the preparations for the Twentieth Inter-American Congress of Ministers and High-Level Authorities of Tourism.

66. Report of the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI 

In resolution AG/RES. 2642 (XLI-O/11) the General Assembly accepted with pleasure and gratitude the generous offer of the Government of Panama to host the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI, in Panama City on November 17 and 18, 2011.

It also underlined the importance of determining the key topics in the area of science and technology to be financed by the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI), and requested that the officers of the Inter-American Committee on Science and Technology (COMCyT) recommend a methodology for defining them, and that the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) consider and approve such a methodology as soon as possible.

It highlighted the importance of continuing the ministerial dialogue on science and technology in the framework of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) and urged member states to ensure that their highest authorities in science and technology participate in that meeting. 

At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will receive CIDI’s report on the holding of the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Science and Technology in the Framework of CIDI.

67. Seventh Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports

Included at the request of the delegation of Peru. The General Assembly will receive the report of the Seventh Regular Meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Ports, held in Lima, Peru, March 2012. 
This report will also include the progress achieved pursuant to General Assembly resolution AG/RES. 2648 (XLI-O/11) “Improving Transparency and Effectiveness of the Inter-American Committee on Ports” in which the Secretariat of the Inter-American Committee on Ports (CIP) is instructed that that prior to holding meetings of the CIP and of its organs, it submit the proposed places and dates thereof and their results to the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) for approval. The Secretariat of the CIP was also instructed to present the new format for quarterly financial reports to CEPCIDI and the corresponding financial reports.
The General Assembly also instructed the Secretariat of the CIP to review the activities of the CIP and to propose to CEPCIDI a survey of member states with a view to designing a streamlined program of targeted activities that align with the CIP’s strengths and members’ priorities.
68. Report of the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML) and support for the Inter-American Network for Labor Administration (RIAL) 

In resolution AG/RES. 2637 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly accepted with gratitude the offer of the Government of El Salvador to host the XVII Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML) on October 31 and November 1, 2011 and recognized and congratulated the Government of Argentina for its leadership as Chair of the XVI IACML and for the steps it took to bring the hemispheric consensus to the G-20 discussions.

It also welcomed the decision of the XVI IACML to designate the Permanent Technical Committee on Labor Matters (COTPAL), the Business Technical Advisory Committee on Labor Matters (CEATAL), and the Trade Union Technical Advisory Council (COSATE) as permanent consultative organs of the Inter-American Conference of Ministers of Labor (IACML).

It declared its support for the Inter-American Network for Labor Administration (RIAL), to back the creation of a fund of voluntary contributions from the labor ministries of the region to guarantee its sustainability, and invited all governments to make contributions according to their financial capabilities. It also expressed its appreciation for the considerable financial contributions that led to the creation of the RIAL and appealed to all states to continue contributing to this important mechanism for labor cooperation. At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will receive CIDI’s report on this matter.

69. Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Social Development within the Framework of CIDI 

Included at the request of the delegation of Brazil. The General Assembly will take up the holding of the Third Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Social Development within the Framework of CIDI, taking into account the offer made by the delegation of Brazil to host the meeting in Fortaleza, Ceará, November 8 and 9, 2012, and the report presented for the Second Meeting of Ministers. 
70. Report of the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI 

In resolution AG/RES. 2643 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly accepted with gratitude the offer by the Government of Suriname to host the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the framework of CIDI in Paramaribo, Suriname, on March 1 and 2, 2012. It also acknowledged the importance of the Seventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the framework of CIDI as an occasion to assess the results of policy dialogue and technical cooperation carried out under the Work Plan of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) and to provide guidance to the CIE on adjustments or additions to its Work Plan, with the objective of supporting member states in their efforts to improve the quality and equity of their educational systems. 
The General Assembly also acknowledged the progress made in putting into practice the new structure for the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI), especially as regards incorporation of the education sector, and highlighted the importance of continuing to work to implement the new FEMCIDI structure in the education sector. At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will receive CIDI’s report on the implementation of this resolution.

71. Promotion of Corporate Social Responsibility in the Hemisphere 

In resolution AG/RES. 2687 (XLI-O/11) the General Assembly took note of the activities carried out in fulfillment of the previous resolution and it urged the member states, inter alia, to support SEDI’s programs and initiatives for the promotion of corporate social responsibility that contribute to information exchange and capacity-building in private sector communities, including local organizations dedicated to corporate social responsibility, and to consider training and mentoring opportunities for small and medium-sized enterprises to engage in corporate social responsibility initiatives. 
In addition, it instructed the General Secretariat, through SEDI, to report to the member states, in advance, on corporate social responsibility programs and initiatives that it seeks to develop for the implementation of the resolution, thus contributing to exchanges of information on the topic; it also requested that CIDI, with the support of SEDI, report back to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session. The General Assembly will receive CIDI’s report on the implementation of this resolution. 

72. Extension of the Term of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009 

In resolution AG/RES. 2638 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly extended the term of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009 by one year, until December 31, 2012. It also asked the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI) to present to the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) a quantitative and qualitative report on the implementation of the Strategic Plan for Partnership for Integral Development 2006-2009. Based on that report and the agreements reached as of that time to strengthen the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), CEPCIDI would begin preparation of the next strategic plan. 

The General Assembly will authorize the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) to approve, before December 31, 2012, the next strategic plan for partnership for development ad referendum of the General Assembly at its forty-third regular session. At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will receive CIDI’s report on this matter.

73. Existing Mechanisms for Disaster Prevention and Response and Humanitarian Assistance among the Member States 

In resolution AG/RES. 2647 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly extended the mandate of the Joint Working Group on Existing Mechanisms for Disaster Prevention and Response and Humanitarian Assistance among the Member States for 1 (one) additional year for it to design an Inter-American Plan for the Coordination of Disaster Prevention and Response and Humanitarian Assistance, reflecting, inter alia, the diagnostic and taking into account the existing national, subregional, regional, and multilateral mechanisms and agencies, in order to seek out complementarities and avoid the duplication of efforts. 
Resolution AG/RES. 2647 (XLI-O/11) instructs the General Secretariat to report on the status of implementation of the agreements that the General Secretariat has concluded with other organizations involved with the topic and to encourage the use of existing standardized systems on the problems of disasters. 
It also instructs the General Secretariat to: (a) establish and disseminate an updated registry of civil society organizations and other social actors working in the field of humanitarian assistance on which the OAS and the member states can call in the event of an emergency, based on the resources that exist within the Organization; (b) publicize, expedite, and facilitate the work of the Inter-American Committee on Natural Disaster Reduction (IACNDR) and the Inter-American Emergency Aid Fund (FONDEM); (c) activate the Inter-American Committee on Natural Disaster Reduction (IACNDR) in the event of emergency situations requiring international assistance in the region; and (d) disseminate the International Disaster Response Laws, Rules and Principles (IDRL) of the International Federation of Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies (IFRC).

The General Secretariat is to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution. 

74. Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices 

In resolution AG/RES. 2648 (XLI-O/11), the General Assembly underscored the importance of and recognized the progress made with implementing the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices, which helps bring about a greater understanding of the different dimensions of education for democracy in the Americas, supports capacity building in the member states, and promotes horizontal cooperation in formal and non-formal education through mechanisms and opportunities for dialogue and for the dissemination of information on education topics of key importance for democratic citizenship in the Americas.

It instructed the General Secretariat to continue carrying out activities under the Program and requested that, through SEDI and the Secretariat for Political Affairs, the General Secretariat continue supporting the Permanent Council, the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), and member states in the design and execution of the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices, and report back regularly to CIDI and to the Permanent Council. 

The General Assembly instructed the CIE, in collaboration with SEDI, the Secretariat for Political Affairs, and other relevant bodies of the inter-American system, to follow up on the implementation of the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices, and invited the member states and permanent observers, as well as individuals and national or international organizations, whether public or private, to make voluntary contributions to support the development and implementation of the Program.

With SEDI’s support, CIDI is to report to the General Assembly at its forty-second regular session on the implementation of this resolution.

75. Strengthening Partnership for Integral Development 

Added at the request of the delegation of Argentina, as Chair of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development, this draft resolution considers the importance of maintaining the visibility of partnership for integral development within the OAS and of actions taken within that framework, through the inclusion and adoption of resolutions and/or declarations at the General Assembly. It also takes into account that progress has been made in strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI) during the process of reflection and consultation on the mechanisms for policy dialogue and the partnership for development operational scheme, particularly through the efforts of the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its Organs (GTFORCIDI). It also observes that the dynamics of international cooperation for development are suffering the effects of the global financial crisis and that those effects have led to a reduction in the funding available for activities in partnership for integral development.

It underscores how vital it is that novel forms of development cooperation be sought that, in combination with the traditional forms, can enrich cooperation for development by keeping the various forms of cooperation mutually reinforcing. It also highlights the fact that the new forms of cooperation, such as South-South and triangular cooperation, offer innovative possibilities that, by fostering dialogue among different international cooperation stakeholders, not only make it possible to pool resources and use them to maximum advantage, but also open up opportunities to share different experiences, knowledge and technologies thanks to the partnership of the parties involved. At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will take up this matter. 

76. Promotion and Incorporation of New forms of  Cooperation for Integral Development 
Added at the request of the delegation of Argentina as Chair of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD), this resolution takes into account the progress and reports from the meetings of CIDI, from the Management Board of the IACD and from the CEPCIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and Its Organs on the inclusion of new forms of cooperation for integral development. It also considers how the momentum of international cooperation for development is suffering from the effects of the recent global financial crisis, and that those effects have meant that less financing is available for cooperation for development activities. As a result new forms of cooperation must be sought that not only complement the traditional forms, but also enrich cooperation for development by preserving the mutually reinforcing nature of the various forms of cooperation.

The resolution also underscores the fact that the heterogeneous and diverse nature of the stakeholders involved in inter-American cooperation make for greater plurality in the forms and arrangements through which cooperation for development can be implemented. In that context, South-South and triangular cooperation become particularly relevant because they place less emphasis on financing and more on the sharing of knowledge in a framework of mutual collaboration. At its forty-second regular session, the General Assembly will examine this topic. 

77. Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia 

Included at the request of the delegation of Bolivia. Resolution AG/RES. 989 (XIX-O/89) left this subject open for consideration at any of the next regular sessions of the General Assembly at the request of either of the parties concerned. The delegation of Bolivia requested the inclusion of the matter (AG/CP/doc.820/12) and the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure decided at its meeting of April 2, 2012, to include it on the preliminary draft agenda.

The delegation of Chile noted its express disagreement for the record.
78. Amendments to the Statute of the Administrative Tribunal 

Included at the request of the Chair of the General Committee of the Permanent Council (AG/CP/SUB.TP-231/12).
79. Autonomy of the Inspector General 

The draft resolution is intended to increase the clarity of the Permanent Council’s duties vis-à-vis the Inspector General and to improve both the autonomy and the transparency of its reporting process. Accordingly, the draft resolution proposes amendments to Chapters VIII and IX of the General Standards to Govern the Operations of the General Secretariat.

80. Review of Human Resources Policy
The draft resolution is intended to adopt measures to optimize the General Secretariat’s human resource policy.

81. Strengthening of the Activities of the Inter-American Judicial Facilitators Program 

Included at the request of the delegation of Guatemala (AG/CP/SUB.TP-234/12).

82. Follow-up of the Recommendations of the Report of the Special Working Group to Reflect on the Workings of the IACHR with a View to Strengthening the IAHRS 


Added at the request of the OAS Secretary General (AG/CP/doc.822/12).
83. 2013: International Year of Quinoa
Added at the request of the delegation of Bolivia.
84. International Defense of the Coca Leaf 

Added at the request of the delegation of Bolivia.
