COMMITMENT TO THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE INTER-AMERICAN EDUCATION AGENDA 2022-2027. THE ROAD AHEAD TO 2025

(Approved during the fifth plenary session held October 10, 2023)


	THE INTER-AMERICAN COMMITTEE ON EDUCATION,

CONSIDERING:

That the Ministers of Education of the Americas, at the Eleventh Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education in November 2022, decided through the Hemispheric Declaration on Education “Towards Building a New Educational Hemispheric Pact in Contexts of Change” to: adopt the Inter-American Educational Agenda (IEA) 2022-2027; request that the priority areas and the themes established therein (IEA) become concrete products and actions for their implementation in the Action Plan and the Work Plan 2022-2025 of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE); continue the work carried out by the CIE during the 2018-2021 period and that the integration and solidarity mechanisms will continue to function; instruct the CIE with implementing the Inter-American Educational Agenda 2022-2025 with the support of the Working Groups that were defined in accordance with the prioritized mandates for developing the IEA; and to expand on the collaborative work carried out thus far with the objective of optimizing countries’ capacity to generate opportunities and promote the continuity of education for all within the framework of the Hemispheric Proposal of Action for the Continuity of Education (PHACE);

That the CIE Work Plan 2022-2025 was approved by the Committee on Partnership for Development Policies of the Inter-American Council of Integral Development (CIDI) during its regular meeting held on June 6, 2023;

That Chapter III, article 16 of the Inter American Democratic Charter (IADC) reinforces that “education is key to strengthening democratic institutions, promoting the development of human potential, and alleviating poverty and fostering greater understanding among our peoples. To achieve these ends, it is essential that a quality education be available to all…”;

That the General Assembly of the Organization of American States, through resolution AG/RES. 3004 (LIII-O/23) “Strengthening Democracy” adopted on June 23, 202, instructed the General Secretariat that, with existing resources and voluntary contributions, through the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development, in coordination with the Secretariat for Access to Rights and Equity, and in consultation and coordination with the corresponding national authorities, to submit for consideration by member states an integrated and updated workplan reflective of the goals and objectives included in AG/RES. 2732 (XLII-O/12) “Human Rights Education in Formal Education in the Americas” and the Inter-American Program on Education for Democratic Values and Practices; 

That at the VIII Summit of the Americas held in Lima, Peru in 2018, presidents of the region committed to promote an “hemispheric initiative to coordinate the efforts of competent regional and international organizations in the framework on the Inter-American Education Agenda focusing on civic education led by the Organization of American States (OAS), through the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE), with the support of the Joint Summit Working Group (JSWG) and with respect for regional diversity”;

That following on this mandate, in 2019, during the X Inter-American Meeting of Ministers of Education within the Framework of CIDI, Ministers of Education committed to the “Inter-American Educational Agenda (AEI): building sustainable partnerships through cooperation, with a renewed focus on education and development of skills for a better citizenship”;

That the 2022-2025 CIE Work Plan encouraged dialogue among education ministry officials in pursuit of “collective reflection and definition of concerted actions focused on three core themes: (1) to share concrete initiatives for the implementation of the IEA, (2) to deepen synergies among global, hemispheric, and subregional educational initiatives, and (3) to promote intersectoral cooperation and cooperation with other social actors in order to help achieve the goals set out in the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development;” and

That the methodology established by the authorities of the CIE for the implementation of Work Plan facilitated the progressive building of consensus based on horizontal dialogue between education ministry officials on public policies and national programs with the potential to become hemispheric actions,

RESOLVES:

1. To reiterate the commitment of the Ministries of Education of the region to the strategy defined for the implementation of the Inter-American Education Agenda and its four Hemispheric Programs therein.

2. To convene, upon the approval of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, a special meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Education (CIE) and its Working Groups, in the margins of the fifty-fourth regular session of the General Assembly of the Organization of American States to be held in Paramaribo, Suriname June 19-21, 2024, to strengthen governmental education agendas and reckon on the progress made towards the outcomes defined under 2022-2025 CIE Work Plan as a milestone checkup for the next Inter-American Meeting of Ministers on Education, to be held in Ecuador, in 2025.

3. To instruct the Technical Secretariat, to integrate the Program referred under the mandate of resolution AG/RES. 3004 (LIII-O/23) “Strengthening Democracy” adopted on June 23, 2023, to the 2022-2025 CIE Work Plan.

4. To thank the Governments of the Republic of Argentina and of the United States of America for their monetary contributions to the implementation of the 2022-2025 CIE Work Plan.

5. That the execution of the activities envisaged in this resolution will be subject to the availability of financial resources in the program-budget of the Organization and other resources that the Ministries of Education of the OAS member states may provide.
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
