Excellency: 

On November 29, 2012, the Working Group to Examine the National Reports Envisioned in the Protocol of San Salvador forwarded to the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs (CAJP) a document entitled “Progress Indicators in Respect of Rights Contemplated in the Protocol of San Salvador” corresponding to the second group of rights, which includes the right to work and trade union rights, the right to food, the right to the benefits of culture, and the right to a healthy environment. 

That document was circulated by the CAJP enclosed in a note dated December 5, 2012, in order to open a 120-day period of consultation for states and civil society organizations, with a view to its adoption at the regular session of the OAS General Assembly to be held in Guatemala in 2013.

The purpose of this note is to remind the delegations that the above time period is running and that, although the document states that the time limit is counted from November 22, 2012, in the opinion of this technical secretariat and of the Working Group, the deadline should be counted from the day the document was distributed to the states, that is, December 3, 2012, which means, therefore, that the deadline will be reached on April 3, 2013. 

I kindly request, Excellency, your good offices in arranging distribution to the CAJP of this note of clarification to the member states, so that feedback on the document may be duly submitted within the aforementioned time limit.
