REAFFIRMING that, while countering terrorism, all states must respect and protect the dignity of persons and their fundamental freedoms, as well as democratic practices and the rule of law;
PP10 BIS
RECOGNIZING the importance of the United Nations Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy, and reaffirming its pertinent provisions on measures to ensure respect for the human rights of all, international humanitarian law, and the rule of law as a mainstay of the fight against terrorism;
Operative
To urge states to respect the safeguards on the freedom, security, and dignity of persons and to treat prisoners in all detention centers in accordance with international law, including human rights law and international humanitarian law. 
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
