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Message:


The delegation of Argentina suggests the following amendments to the draft resolution “HUMAN RIGHTS, SEXUAL ORIENTATION, AND GENDER IDENTITY,” presented by the delegation of Brazil:

With regard to preambular paragraph 2, the following paragraph is proposed:

“That the American Declaration of the Rights and Duties of Man, the Inter-American Convention on Human Rights, and other legal instruments of international law establish a series of rights of which persons shall not be deprived for reasons of their sexual orientation or gender identity.”
It is suggested that preambular paragraph 5 be deleted since there is repetition between it and preambular paragraph 8.
With regard to preambular paragraph 9, the following wording is proposed:

“RECOGNIZING the pertinence and necessity of examining the application of the principles and norms of the inter-American human rights system to protect and ensure the rights of all persons, regardless of their sexual orientation,”

With regard to operative paragraph 1, it is suggested that the following text be deleted:

“since those violations are not compatible with the principles of universality and nondiscrimination in human rights.” 
and to add: “and to provide support to states in adopting measures to prevent them.”

With regard to operative paragraph 2, the following wording is proposed:

“To request … of the inter-American human rights system to protect and guarantee the rights of all persons, regardless of their sexual orientation and gender identity, as well as …”
With regard to operative paragraph 3, the following wording is proposed:


“ … that can be applied in protecting and guaranteeing the rights of all persons, regardless of their sexual orientation and gender identity.”
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
