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In order to facilitate further productive dialogue in support of consensus on this resolution, the U.S. Delegation proposes the following reformulations of paragraphs currently contained in the preamble section of the current consolidated draft.
PP 19:  "RECALLING the studies and contributions approved by UNESCO regarding the contribution of the media to strengthening peace, tolerance, and international understanding, to the promotion of human rights, and to the Dialogue Among Civilizations."

PP 20:  "TAKING INTO ACCOUNT the outcome documents of the Geneva and Tunis phases of the World Summit on the Information Society, which among other things, reaffirmed in the Geneva Declaration of Principles our commitment to the principles of freedom of the press and freedom of information, as well as that the independence, pluralism, and diversity of media, which are essential to the Information Society, that the freedom to seek, receive, impart and use information for the creation, accumulation and dissemination of knowledge is important to the Information Society and called for "the responsible use and treatment of information by the media in accordance with the highest ethical and professional standards,"
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
