Alternate U.S. Proposal for PP9 (Proposed originally by the U.S., reformulated to address concerns of the delegation of Venezuela)

PP 9: “Underscoring that non-discriminatory access to the internet and the World Wide Web in particular, without any political censorship, contributes to the exercise of the right to freedom of expression and the free flow of information and ideas for all peoples of the Americas.”

Alternate Proposal for consideration with regard to PP 13 (paragraph proposed by Venezuela)

PP 13: “Acknowledging a diverse and unfettered media can contribute to greater diversity of information and to an individual’s right to seek, receive, and impart information.”

However, should the consensus be with Venezuela’s text in PP 13, Freedom of Expression Principle 12 should be cited (as proposed by Venezuela) in its entirety within PP 13:

PP13: “Monopolies or oligopolies in the ownership and control of the communication media must be subject to anti-trust laws, as they conspire against democracy by limiting the plurality and diversity which ensure the full exercise of people’s right to information. In no case should such laws apply exclusively to the media. The concession of radio and television broadcast frequencies should take into account democratic criteria that provide equal opportunity of access for all individuals.”
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
