BACKGROUND

In its XXXVII Meeting in 2007, the OAS General Assembly adopted resolution AG / RES. 2286 (XXXVII O/07) Inter-American Program for Universal Civil Registry and the Right to Identity. The Declaration requested that the General Secretariat draft a proposed Inter-American Program for a Universal Civil Registry and the Right to Identity.  The following year, the OAS General Assembly in Colombia approved AG / RES. 2362 (XXXVIII-O/08) Inter-American Program for Universal Civil Registry and Right to Identity, directing the General Secretariat to provide the assistance, upon request, to  member states  to strengthen civil registration systems and to promote universal civil registration."  The resolution identified six specific measures, including 1) universality and accessibility of civil registration and the right to identity; 2) strengthening policies, public institutions and legislation; 3) participation and awareness; 4) identification of best practices; 5) international and regional cooperation; and 6) monitoring the implementation of the program.  

Additionally, the resolution called to “[h]old a special meeting in the CAJP framework in 2010 to assess progress with the implementation of the Program, based on the information provided by the states and a progress report by the General Secretariat, with a view to making any changes to the Program that are deemed appropriate in order to reach the goal of achieving universal civil registry by 2015.”  The specialized meeting was held on April 22, 2010 at OAS Headquarters in Washington, D.C. and the OAS Universal Civil Identity Project of the Americas (PUICA by its Spanish initials) presented its progress report to the Committee of Juridical and Political Affairs [CP/CAJP-2832/10].  

II. 
MISSION OF THE UNIVERSAL CIVIL REGISTRY PROGRAM IN THE AMERICAS

In 2011, according to UNICEF, 10 percent of children in Latin America and the Caribbean did not have a birth certificate.
  That one statistic does not tell the whole story, however.  Ethnic groups suffer disproportionately compared to the population as a whole. Under-registration rates increase significantly in post conflict zones, even years after the cessation of hostilities.  Under-registration is prevalent among children of single mothers, many of whom also lack documentation themselves.  For the most part, people in rural areas are less like to possess civil identity than those living in urban areas; although high under-registration rates can be found in marginalized urban areas as citizens migrate to cities.  A child without a birth certificate is less likely to receive an education and healthcare and more likely to be neglected or exploited.

While international instruments such as the Convention on the Rights of Child focus on the right of children to have a birth certificate, a name and a nationality, many adults do not possess sufficient documentation to exercise fully their most basic civil, political, economic, social and cultural rights.  Statistics are difficult to quantify, but a working paper published by the Inter-American Development Bank notes that the rate of adult under-registration probably approaches that of the UNICEF figure for children between 0 and five years old (approximately 10%).
  Problems with adult under-registration are multifaceted and can be attributed to economics, geography and public administration.  Births may have been recorded, but many adults do not possess a copy of their birth certificate.  In some cases they have a birth certificate with clerical errors that render the document useless.  Many adults do not have a national identity card.  

PUICA seeks to strengthen State institutions responsible for the legal recognition of persons, both to promote universal citizen identity and to ensure greater reliability of civil records.  In this regard, it works closely with authorities to develop replicable methodologies to reach traditionally marginalized communities and to administratively and technologically strengthen civil registry institutions.  PUICA projects help to provide birth certificates, issue national identity cards, correct erroneous information and reconstruct documentation destroyed by war or acts of nature.  Even more important that the immediate steps being taken to provide civil identity are the efforts of PUICA to enable its national counterparts to consolidate and permanently sustain these efforts.

III. 
ACTIVITIES FROM 2010 TO THE PRESENT

From 2010 to the present, PUICA has implemented projects in a total of 17 Member States of Central and South America and the Caribbean in five strategic areas.
  Each of these strategic areas responds to one or more of the specific measures enumerated in Resolution 2362.  

1. Hospital birth registration.  Hospital birth registration serves two important objectives:  it seeks to reduce under-registration in the moment it occurs and it serves as an important focal point for expecting parents as well as health workers and other community leaders.  In conjunction with civil registry authorities and public hospitals, the projects ensure adequate facilities, provide informational technology, and support training and public awareness campaigns.   At the request of the national counterparts, PUICA has implemented birth registration in the following countries. 

i. Haiti. PUICA conducted two pilot projects in coordination with the Ministry of Justice and Public Security to establish infrastructure and procedures for registration systems in Isaie Jeanty Maternity in Delmas and Sainte-Catherine Hospital in Cité Soleil.  In the first two months, a total of 4,629 babies received birth certificates, more than doubling the registration rate in these communities.  With assistance from PUICA, the National School of Public Administration, based in Quebec City, drafted a legislation to make birth registration less onerous and prejudicial, especially as it pertains to single mothers.     
ii. Guatemala. In coordination with the “Registro Nacional de las Personas” (RENAP), PUICA has established auxiliary civil registry offices in eight public hospitals, covering 39% of all births nationally in the public hospital system.  
iii. El Salvador. In coordination with the “Registro Nacional de las Personas Naturales” (RNPN) PUICA has established auxiliary civil registry offices in seven public hospitals, covering  38% of all births in the country and 57% of births in the public hospital system.
iv. Panama.  PUICA provided financial assistance to develop and install a biometric verification system in the Santo Tomas Hospital in Panama City, in which 23 % of all births take place nationwide.  This verification system immediately links the identity of the mother to the child, both to impede the trafficking of minors and to improve information of newborns.

2. Mobile campaigns.   The causes of under registration can often be attributed to the lack of access citizens have to civil registry offices.  Mobile groups travel to these remote areas to issue documentation or correct erroneous information in situ.  The project also facilitates alliances with public, nongovernmental and religious organizations, conducts public awareness campaigns, provides training and offers appropriate technological infrastructure, putting in place a permanent mechanism to guarantee civil identity for these communities.  During the last two years, PUICA has focused its efforts on border areas, whose populations are disproportionately more likely to lack civil identity documentation.

i.  Promoting Civil Identity in the border areas of Bolivia-Paraguay and Peru-Ecuador.  Through a coordinated effort of each national identification entity, this project seeks to provide documentation to at least 11,000 persons living in border communities, of which no fewer than 40 percent should be women.  The methodology and results of effort was shared with civil registry entities of Latin America and the Caribbean. Mobile Campaigns in Peru will take place in the Province of Ayabaca in the Department of Piura, with at least 1,000 people receiving a birth certificate for the first time and an additional 3,000 persons an identification card.  In Ecuador, efforts focus on the El Oro Province in the Huaquillas y Arenillas Cantons with the goal of providing 4,169 persons with first-time birth certificates and national identification.   Mobile campaigns in Paraguay were conducted in the Department of Alto Paraguay in the Chaco Region, which has a significant Guarani Population.  The campaigns resulted in at least 4,000 people who received a birth certificate for the first time. In Bolivia, the campaigns facilitated the registration of 1,980 births in the Villa Montes and Tiguipa Provinces, Department of Tarija.  Also, other campaigns will take place in the Department of Santa Cruz in the Cordillera Province. The goal is to provide at least 1,000 birth certificates and to correct errors in at least 1,000 other birth certificates.  
ii.  Honduras. With assistance from PUICA, the “Registro Nacional de las Personas” (RNP) conducted a campaign to provide birth certificates in communities in the area of the Chamelecón River.  During the months of July and August 2012, 25 registration campaigns were organized and implemented in the same number of communities. A total of 2,200 new registrations were completed, 1,979 of those for children between 0 and 1 year old, and 221 for children and adults older than 1 year.  At the same time, 349 people obtained an identity card for the first time and 1,279 citizens obtained a new identity card. More than 1,600 copies of birth registries were provided to the members of the communities visited. 
iii.  México. The “Civil Identity for Ethnic Groups in Veracruz” project concluded in October, 2011, which supported the State of Veracruz by providing equipment and training for mobile groups that registered more than 1,200 citizens of indigenous regions of Huasteca Baja, Altas Montañas, Totonicapán and Sierra de Santa Marta. 
iv.  Bolivia.  In coordination with the National Civil Registry Bureau of Bolivia, PUICA support public awareness campaigns and mobile units in Yungas, Manco Kapac, Beni, Chuquisaca and Potosi, providing birth certificates and corrected erroneous identity documentation for some 15,000 people.
v.  Peru.  During 2011, In coordination with the Registro Nacional de Identificación y Estado Civil (RENIEC) of Peru and its Gerencia de Restitución de la Identidad y Apoyo Social (GRIAS), PUICA assisted in the implementation of identification campaign in the community of Manchay in the district of  Pachacamac in Lima.  GRIAS officials issued documents or corrected information for 2,104 adults.   As of December 31, 2011, some 694 minors from this community received first-time birth certificates.
3.  Reconstruction of destroyed records.  At the request of the Government of Peru, PUICA provided assistance in the reconstruction of citizen identity documents that were destroyed in the internal conflict during the 1980s and 1990s.  The effort combined elements of public awareness, archival research and the implementation of technology to repair and preserve damaged documents.  PUICA has showcased this project and the steps taken in a short documentary, accessible through the OAS website (http://www.oas.org/en/spa/depm/default.asp).  

i.   Peru.  A joint effort with the Registro Nacional de Identificación y Estado Civil (RENIEC) in Peru led to alliances with local actors to organize public awareness campaigns and training sessions to provide first-time identification to citizens and to reconstitute destroyed records during the internal conflict of this country.  The process consisted of four steps: 1) requesting information from different municipal registry offices; 2) receiving the files from the judicial archives of the Supreme Court in Huancavelica; 3) digitalizing the civil registry records and inputting the information on a database; and 4) printing and distributing the certificates to the citizens of Huancavelica.  With the initial assistance of PUICA, RENIEC has reconstituted more than 70,000 birth certificates; it has recovered and catalogued more than 600,000 records from 92 districts and has returned them to the civil registry office in Huancavelica for distribution to citizens.

4.  Interoperability and database security. Until recently, most civil registries procedures were paper based.  Information was entered into large registration books, often stored in the municipalities whose responsibility was to record birth, deaths and marriages.  Most countries of the Americas have embarked on a process of automatizing registries in centralized databases, using scanned versions of the original registries to verify the veracity and accuracy of the information.  Eventually, civil registries will expand interconnectivity to provide for registration in the outlying regions and provide updated vital statistics to other governmental entities.  

i.   Haiti. With financial and technical support of the OAS PUICA, the National Archives of Haiti and the Office of National Identification has digitalized 16 million birth, death and marriage certificates and has begun the process of inputting this information.  Although the OAS Modernization of Haiti’s Civil Registry System project concluded its activities in June, 2012, the national counterparts have retained 20 operators who continue to digitalize information.
ii.   Eastern Caribbean.  PUICA is working concurrently in Antigua and Barbuda, the Commonwealth of Dominica, Grenada, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia and St. Vincent and the Grenadines in providing an automated database of registries of vital events, including births, deaths, marriages and adoptions.  For each country, PUICA has purchased a scanner (Bookdrive), server and workstations and hired a data entry team for at least a six-month period.  The project will scan all registries available and enter that information on an open source application developed by IT specialists from the Caribbean.  The civil registries in each country have provided a permanent work space to scan and input data and committed to retaining personnel at the conclusion of the project to continue to maintain and update the database. 
iii.   Belize.  In conjunction with the Vital Statistics Unit, PUICA has initiated the digitalization of 430 registry books containing births, deaths and marriages.  It will use these images to verify and update information from database previously developed by the OAS General Secretariat.  In conjunction with UNICEF, PUICA will install hardware and software in seven regional offices, which will provide immediate access to civil registry information from the central office, reducing the costs and wait time for rural citizens to obtain a copy of any certificate.
iv.   Paraguay. With support from OAS PUICA officials from the Registro de Estado Civil of Paraguay (REC) digitalized more than 1.2 million birth registries in 2010.  PUICA also helped design strategic plans to modernize technologically and to implement sustained campaigns to address under-registration.  

5.  Horizontal cooperation and identification of successful practices.  One of the primary purposes of PUICA is to foster regional and horizontal cooperation in the many facets of civil identity.  The principal mechanism for this exchange of information is the Latin American and Caribbean Council of Civil Registries, Identity and Vital Statistics (CLARCIEV by its Spanish initials).  PUICA has also developed strategic alliances with the United Nations Children’s Fund, the Inter-American Development Bank, Plan International and has conducted analysis and workshops with national civil registry authorities in the Americas.  It has also worked closely on the issue of document security with the International Civil Aeronautics Organization and the Inter-American Commission against Terrorism.  

i.   Council of Latin America and the Caribbean on Civil Registry, Identity and Vital Statistics (CLARCIEV).  Founded in 2005 with 19 members, CLARICIEV is the only regional organization in the Americas that focuses on the challenges related to civil registry and the right to identity.  PUICA serves as the executive secretariat, assisting in the organization of the annual meetings and the maintenance of the CLARCIEV website (http://www.clarciev.com).  Mexico has held the presidency from 2010 to 2012 with Panama, Ecuador, Colombia and Chile serving as vice presidents for the same period of time.
  The VII Meeting of CLARCIEV was held October 13 to 15, 2010 in Cancun, Mexico and addressed strategies for vulnerable communities.  The VIII Meeting was held in Antigua, Guatemala from October 18 to 21, 2011, focusing on institutional modernization, technology and inter-operability; and the IX Meeting of the CLARICIEV was held from October 24 to 26, 2012 in Guayaquil, Ecuador where PUICA presented its results on the campaigns in border areas and CLARCIEV presented reports from five commissions, including 1) elimination of under-registration, 2) good practices and technological advances, 3) training for officials of civil registries, 4) inter-connection between civil registries and national identification offices and 5) using the web to promote exchange of experiences. 
ii.   International Symposium on Methodologies to Measure Under Registration of Births.  Held on April 29 to 30, 2010 in the Mexico, D.F., the symposium was organized by the “Secretaria de Gobernación through the Registro Nacional de Población, e Identificación Personal” and with support from PUICA and brought together national and international experts and institutions to discuss methodologies and challenges in measuring under-registration, both in Mexico and in the region.

iii.   Second Regional Conference for Latin America and the Caribbean on the Right to Identity and Birth Registration.   This conference was held on 21 September 2011 in Panama City, jointly with the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF), the Inter-American Development Bank (IDB), Plan International and the Organization of American States (OAS) in collaboration with the Electoral Tribunal of Panama to analyze advances made towards the elimination of under-registration by 2015.
 
iv.   International Meeting between Spain and the Organization of American States on the Right to Identity and Civil Registry.  This meeting was held on June 16 to 17 2011 in Madrid, Spain, with the participation of authorities in civil registration from Bolivia, Colombia, Chile, Ecuador, Spain, Guatemala, El Salvador, Haiti, Mexico, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, y Portugal.  Comparing and contrasting models from Europe and the Americas, discussion focused on organization models, international juridical frameworks, technology and the relationship between civil registry and human rights.

v.   Symposium on Registration and Identification in Border Areas.  OAS PUICA convened a meeting of national authorities and experts in civil registry and identity in Lima, Peru from May 26 to 27, 2011.  The principal objective was to coordinate future activities on the borders between Peru and Ecuador and Paraguay and Bolivia.
 
vi.   International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) Task Force on Birth Certificates.   The ICAO, part of the U.N. system, constituted a task force to analyze the possibility of recommending minimum standards for birth certificates, which often serve as breeder documents for falsified passports and national identity cards.  OAS PUICA officials have participated in the activities of the task force. 
vii.   Best Practices in Travel Document Security and Identity Management Subregional Workshops.  PUICA has participated as an expert presenter in sub-regional workshops on Best Practices in Travel Document Security and Identity Management in the ICAO Machine Readable Travel Document (MRTD) program. Organized by the Inter-American Commission against Terrorism (CICTE), these workshops focus on international standards in passports, e-passports, and biometrics, and include consideration of the integrity of “breeder” documents and civil registries.        
viii.   Publications.  Serving as a point of reference for the Americas, PUICA has supported a number of publications detailing successful practices on civil identity and an analysis of the juridical and administrative frameworks of civil registries in the Americas, among other issues.  These studies have been widely distributed in print form and continue to be accessed through the OAS website.

6.  The Modernization and Integration of Haiti’s Civil Registry project.  Financed by the Government of Canada, the Modernization and Integration of Haiti’s Civil Registry project constituted the largest assistance project by PUICA and encompasses elements of all strategic actions previously detailed.  PUICA concluded its current phase of activities in Haiti on June 30, 2012. 

Since 2005, in partnership with the Government of Haiti, PUICA provided technical support to the Office of National Identification (ONI), which issued national identification cards to 5,054,214 adults. The identity cards feature biometric security measures and a unique national identification number and can be used to vote, conduct commercial transactions and apply for government benefits. To achieve this result, the project has invested in building ONI as a functional institution, training more than 2,000 staff and providing equipment and technology to the 141 offices throughout the country.

ONI is a key player in Haiti’s electoral process. Since 2006, the ONI provided the necessary civil registry information to the Electoral Council (CEP) to support the generation of the electoral list for five separate electoral processes. In anticipation of the partial legislative, municipal and local elections, expected in late 2012 or early 2013, the project has purchased materials to produce up to 450,000 new identification cards and has doubled the capacity of the Automated Fingerprint Identification System to 10 million registries.


An important component of reforming civil registry in Haiti is a modernized birth-registry process that brings services closer to the people. The project supported the Ministry of Justice and Public Security (MJSP) as it launched a registration of newborns campaign in which civil registry offices were placed in Maternity wings of two inner-city hospitals of Port au Prince. Within a span of 9 months, registration rates doubled and 14,198 newborns received a birth certificate.


A number of legal, procedural and economic factors make civil identity elusive for a significant number of children in Haiti. Following consultations with civil society and with the technical support of the Quebec National School of Public Administration (ENAP) the Project drafted and made available to the Ministry of Justice and Public Security legislation to make the civil registry system more efficient, transparent and nondiscriminatory.


At the National Archives of Haiti, the project put in place a searchable civil registry database. Once complete, this tool will help prevent identity fraud and reduce month-long wait times to receive essential documents related to identity, and ultimately allow for better Government planning. To date, 16,270,884 birth, death, marriage, divorce and adoption registers have been scanned, but more work is needed, particularly in data entry. The national institutions continue to work at a reduced scale, despite the conclusion of the project.

PUICA’s actions in the five strategic areas have helped millions of citizens obtain a national identity card for the first time, allowing them to exercise their civil, political, economic, social and cultural rights.  It has made important strides in providing tens of thousands of children with a birth certificate, which help them access health and education programs and impede child trafficking and exploitation.  

IV. 
Workplan

For 2013 to 2015, PUICA will continue to respond to requests for technical assistance from the civil registry authorities of its Member States, including mobile registration campaigns, technological modernization and hospital birth registration.  PUICA will emphasize the strengthening of national authorities to consolidate on its impressive gains to eliminate under-registration and increase those gains in an aim to eliminate under-registration by the year 2015.  Likewise, PUICA remains committed to facilitate horizontal cooperation and to serve as the Executive Secretariat of the Latin American and Caribbean Council of Civil Registries, Identity and Vital Statistics (CLARCIEV).  

While it is not possible to anticipate all of the new initiatives, the following represent some of the more important priorities for PUICA during the next two years. 

1. Birth Registration Systems.  Responding to a growing number of requests from national authorities in member States, PUICA has prioritized hospital birth registration during the next two years.  As noted previously, PUICA assistance includes physical improvements, informational technology, staff training and public awareness campaigns.  Of particular note is the prerequisite of the national counterparts to commit to the birth registration systems as a permanent fixture in the civil registry system.  As such, they commit to continue to finance the maintenance of the facilities, the salaries of the registrars and the implementation of public awareness campaigns.   
2. Targeted campaigns with sustained follow up.  PUICA will target border communities in its registration campaigns.  Upon request, it will also offer assistance to reach ethnic minority communities as well as marginalized urban areas.  To the extent possible, PUICA will combine these targeted campaigns with the implementation of hospital birth registration systems to cut the inter-generational cycle of sub-registration and to consolidate the gains achieved in providing these historically marginalized populations with civil identity.  
3. Inter-operability and database security.  Upon request, PUICA will continue to provide technological assistance in the maintenance of civil registry database with particular emphasis on interoperability and data security.  In particular, PUICA will continue to provide assistance to those countries of the Eastern Caribbean, Belize and Haiti which are just beginning to computerize its civil registry information. Unlike the proprietary software offered by many private companies, the OAS provides open source code allowing the national counterparts to make modifications without depending on the OAS.
4. Reconstruction of Records.  PUICA intends to replicate the methodology used in the project in Huancavelica, Peru to other post-conflict zones.  The reconstruction of records could be used in the aftermath of a natural disaster as well.   
5. Horizontal Cooperation and Identification of Successful Practices. The OAS will continue to serve as the Executive Secretariat of CLARCIEV and continue to support the sustainability of the council.  It will continue to partner with international organizations such as UNICEF and the Inter-American Development Bank in measuring progress made in the region and identifying remaining challenges to eliminate under registration by 2015. Using the successful practices identified in the region, PUICA will develop and disseminate methodological tools concerning birth registration systems and registration campaigns that can be replicated by the civil registries. 
6. Special Consideration for Haiti. In order to build upon the results attained and the positive outcomes of its work in civil identity in Haiti, and responding to a request from the Government of Haiti for continued assistance, OAS PUICA has drafted a four-year plan consisting of three components: 1) institutional capacity building; 2) registration of minors; and 3) the development of a civil registry database.  Activities will also focus on transferring administrative, financial and technological responsibilities of the three components to the Ministry of Justice and Public Security.   

V. From 2010 to 2012, PUICA has executed $ 12,968,000 of voluntary contributions provided by eight donors.
