EXPRESSES its condolences to Guatemala, El Salvador, and Honduras in view of the loss of human life, destruction of homes, and devastation wreaked by Tropical Storm Agatha.

CALLS on the international community to act in coordination with the affected countries and show their solidarity by providing the support needed by these sister countries.
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
