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DRAFT RESOLUTION

CITIZEN SECURITY AND HUMAN RIGHTS

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,

CONSIDERING the recommendations contained in the Report on Citizen Security and Human Rights of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights adopted on December 31, 2009 (OEA/Ser.L/V/II/Doc.57);

RECALLING that the objectives of public policies in the area of citizen security includes ensuring that human rights are consolidated at the regulatory and operational levels, as well as in the practice of state institutions and agents; and

AWARE furthermore that from a human rights perspective the problem of crime and violence and their impact on citizen security can be tackled by strengthening democratic participation and by implementing policies focused on protecting the individual,

RESOLVES:

1. To welcome the publication of the Report on Citizen Security and Human Rights of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights (IACHR), as a tool for promoting respect for, and the defense of, human rights in this area and for facilitating the efforts of the member states to comply appropriately with their international human rights commitments in the design and implementation of public policies on citizen security.

2. To invite member states to adopt measures geared towards building institutional capacity in the public sector for the design and execution of actions outlined in public policy plans and programs on citizen security, providing the necessary human, technical, and economic resources.

3. To recommend that the member states take the necessary steps to ensure the standards of protection needed by individuals or groups of persons especially vulnerable to violence and crime.
