That the three international drug control conventions, including the Single Convention on Narcotic Drugs of 1961 as amended by the 1971 Protocol, the Convention on Psychotropic Substances of 1971, and the United Nations Convention against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances of 1988, remain the cornerstone of the international drug control system; that the UN Convention against Transnational Organized Crime and the Protocols thereto, the UN Convention Against Corruption, and other relevant international instruments constitute valuable tools for confronting the world drug problem, and they urge Member States to continue taking measures to implement those instruments. 
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
