The Preparatory Committee held a meeting, chaired by Ambassador Joel Hernández García, Permanent Representative of Mexico, in preparation for the forty-third special session of the General Assembly, to discuss the topics on the order of business, document AG/CP/OD-385/12, which was adopted without changes.
1. Forty-third special session of the General Assembly
a. Agreement regarding the Preliminary Draft Agenda (AG/CP/doc.829/12)
The Chair reminded participants that, pursuant to Article 35 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the agenda for each special General Assembly session is restricted to the topic or topics for which it was convened. He also reminded delegates that the Preparatory Committee should in each case establish procedures and deadlines for preparing the agenda of a special session. 
The Preparatory Committee approved, without changes, the draft agenda for the forty-third special session of the General Assembly, which was subsequently published as AG/doc.1 (XLIII-E/12).
b. Establishment of the order of precedence of the delegations

Pursuant to Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the order of precedence of the delegations for this special session was established by lot, resulting in the delegation of Brazil in first place.
c. Establishment of the order of precedence of the permanent observers 

Pursuant to Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the order of precedence of the permanent observers for this special session was established by lot, resulting in the delegation of the Netherlands in first place.
d. Agreement regarding the duration of the forty-third special session of the General Assembly

Pursuant to Article 20 of the Rules of the General Assembly, it was established that the special session will begin and conclude on November 15, 2012.

The Preparatory Committee approved, without changes, the draft agenda for the forty-third special session of the General Assembly, which was subsequently published as AG/doc.2 (XLIII-E/12). 
e. Agreement regarding deadline for presentation of proposals

Thursday, November 15, 2012 at 10:00 a.m. was established as the deadline for submission of proposals, pursuant to Articles 20 and 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly.
f. Agreement regarding the minutes of the forty-third special session of the General Assembly
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In keeping with Article 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Preparatory Committee decided that the minutes of the plenary sessions shall be verbatim and that the minutes of the committees or working groups shall be summary minutes.


The following procedures to be submitted to the General Assembly for consideration were also agreed on: 

· Regarding the installation of the General Committee, the Preparatory Committee will recommend that decisions be adopted at the plenary sessions of the General Assembly, where possible.
· Maximum length of statements by heads of delegation (Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly) – 6 minutes
