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1. Adoption of the order of business

The Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly adopted the order of business, document AG/CP/OD-361/09.

2. Report of the Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly
In his capacity as Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, Ambassador Carlos Sosa Coello, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the OAS, presented the report on the outcome of the work entrusted to the Subcommittee concerning the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly (AG/CP/SUB.TP-177/09).

The Preparatory Committee decided to take note of the report stipulated in Articles 29, 30, and 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly and thank the Subcommittee Chair for its timely presentation. The Committee decided to adopt, and to present to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-ninth regular session, the Subcommittee’s recommendations on the following procedural matters (AG/CP/doc.761/09):

· Maximum duration of statements by heads of delegation (Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly) – 6 minutes

· Agreement on the deadline for the presentation of proposals (Articles 20 and 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly) – Tuesday, June 2, at 11:00 a.m. 

· Agreement on the minutes of sessions and meetings (Articles 20 and 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly) – verbatim for plenary sessions; summary for General Committee meetings
· Agreement on the length of the regular session (Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)

· General Committee – Install the Committee for consideration of those resolutions, declarations, or recommendations of which consideration by the Permanent Council has not concluded and which therefore are submitted to the General Assembly for continued negotiation, and of any new proposal the heads of delegation may decide to transmit to the General Committee; decide upon and consider, as appropriate, any draft, study, or report that, in the opinion of a delegation or of the Secretary General, is not clearly related to the agenda (Article 40 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly); and consider any projects or activities with budgetary implications before their adoption by the plenary General Assembly (Article 41 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).

3. Consideration of the draft agenda of the General Assembly at its thirty-ninth regular session
The Committee considered the preliminary draft agenda submitted by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure (AG/CP/SUB.TP-155/09 rev. 2). After hearing presentations by the delegations of Canada and the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela, it decided to include the following topics on the draft agenda:

· Promotion of corporate social responsibility in the Hemisphere (AG/CP/SUB.TP-756/09), proposed by the Permanent Mission of Canada; and

· Unemployment in the Americas, proposed by the Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

It also decided to transmit to the member state governments, as stipulated in Article 60 of the OAS Charter and Article 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the draft agenda (AG/CP/doc.757/09) and draft annotated agenda (AG/CP/doc.758/09) and to present them to the General Assembly for its information and consideration at the thirty-ninth regular session.

4. Consideration of the draft schedule of the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly
The Committee considered the preliminary draft schedule (AG/CP/SUB.TP-158/09 rev. 2) presented by Ambassador Carlos Sosa Coello, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the OAS and Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure.

The Permanent Representative of Honduras, in his presentation on this topic, stated that, in response to a recent initiative by the President of the Republic of Honduras, his delegation was proposing that the inaugural session of the thirty-ninth regular session be held on Tuesday, June 2, 2009, at 9:00 a.m.

After hearing comments and observations by the delegations, the Committee decided to approve the draft schedule with the amendment proposed by the delegation of Honduras (AG/CP/doc.759/09).

5. Consideration of the draft schedule of the dialogues of heads of delegation with permanent observers and representatives of workers, civil society, and the private sector 

The Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, Ambassador Carlos Sosa Coello, presented the draft schedule of the dialogues of heads of delegation with permanent observers and representatives of workers, civil society, and the private sector, submitted by the Subcommittee for the Preparatory Committee’s consideration (AG/CP/SUB.TP-178/09).
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The Preparatory Committee, having heard comments and observations from various delegations, approved the proposed draft (AG/CP/doc.760/09), according to which separate dialogues would be held on Monday, June 1, in the morning, for the same length of time, with representatives of workers of the OAS member states and of the Private Sector Forum, followed by a dialogue/luncheon with the permanent observers and, in the afternoon, with civil society representatives.
