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The Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly held a meeting on June 30, 2009, to consider procedural matters related to the thirty-seventh special session of the General Assembly convened by the Permanent Council in its resolution CP/RES. 953 (1700/09).


The Preparatory Committee decided to submit the following recommendations to the General Assembly at its thirty-seventh special session, for its information or consideration, as appropriate:

1.
Order of precedence of the delegations
In keeping with Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Committee established, by lot, the order of precedence of the delegations, beginning with the delegation of Argentina.

It therefore falls to the head of delegation of Argentina to serve as provisional president of the thirty-seventh special session of the General Assembly (Article 11 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).

2.
Order of precedence of the permanent observers
The Committee established, by lot, the order of precedence of the permanent observers, beginning with the delegation of Pakistan (Article 4 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).

3.
Agenda
In accordance with Article 35 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Preparatory Committee considered the draft agenda for the special session.  The agenda has been published as document AG/doc.2 (XXXVII-E/09).

4.
Draft schedule
The Preparatory Committee considered the draft schedule for the thirty-seventh special session of the General Assembly.  The draft schedule has been published as document AG/doc.3 (XXXVII-E/09).

5.
Duration of the special session of the General Assembly
The Preparatory Committee decided that the thirty-seventh special session of the General Assembly will end by midnight on June 30, 2009.

6.
Minutes
In keeping with Article 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the minutes of the plenary sessions will be verbatim and the minutes of the committees or working groups, if installed, will be summary minutes.

7.
Style Committee
In accordance with Article 28 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Preparatory proceeded to install the Style Committee of the thirty-seventh special session of the General Assembly.  It comprises the following delegations: Colombia for Spanish, Brazil for Portuguese, Canada for French, and the United States for English.
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8.
Other business
Under this item, the Preparatory Committee decided to establish a maximum of 10 flexible minutes for interventions by the delegations during the thirty-seventh special session of the General Assembly.
