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INTRODUCTORY NOTE

The Permanent Council hereby submits to the General Assembly for consideration at its forty-fifth regular session its Annual Report for the period from June 2014 to June 2015.

Under Article 12 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council may establish such permanent and special committees, as well as working groups, as it deems necessary.

Pursuant to Article 18 of its Statutes, the Permanent Council has the authority granted to it as set forth in the relevant provisions of the Charter and other inter-American instruments. Within said limits it will discharge the functions assigned to it by the General Assembly and the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, and it shall take cognizance of any matter referred to it by the aforementioned organs. It shall likewise take cognizance of any matter that, pursuant to Article 110 of the Charter, the Secretary General of the Organization may bring to its attention.

B. COMPETENCE


Within the limits of the Charter and of inter-American treaties and agreements, the Permanent Council takes cognizance of any matter referred to it by the General Assembly or the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs.
/
It serves provisionally as the organ of consultation in conformity with the provisions of the special treaty on the subject.
/


It keeps vigilance over the maintenance of friendly relations among the Member States, and for that purpose effectively assists them in the peaceful settlement of their disputes, in accordance with the provisions of the Charter.
/

It is the function of the Permanent Council to:
/
Carry out those decisions of the General Assembly or of the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs the implementation of which has not been assigned to any other body;

Watch over the observance of the standards governing the operation of the General Secretariat and, when the General Assembly is not in session, adopt provisions of a regulatory nature that enable the General Secretariat to carry out its administrative functions;

Act as the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, in accordance with the terms of Article 60 of the Charter, unless the General Assembly should decide otherwise;

Prepare, at the request of the member states and with the cooperation of the appropriate organs of the Organization, draft agreements to promote and facilitate cooperation between the Organization of American States and the United Nations or between the Organization and other American agencies of recognized international standing.  These draft agreements shall be submitted to the General Assembly for approval;
Submit recommendations to the General Assembly with regard to the functioning of the Organization and the coordination of its subsidiary organs, agencies, and committees;

f.
Consider the reports of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, of the General Secretariat, of specialized agencies and conferences, and of other bodies and agencies, and present to the General Assembly any observations and recommendations it deems necessary; and

Perform the other functions assigned to it in the Charter.

C. SECRETARIAT

The Assistant Secretary General of the Organization serves as Secretary of the Permanent Council
/ and directs the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, the Permanent Council and the Department of Conferences and Meetings.


Pursuant to the provisions of Executive Order No. 08-01 Rev. 5, the principal functions of the Secretariat of the Permanent Council are set forth below.  The full text can be accessed through the following hyperlink:  http://www.oas.org/legal/english/gensec/EXOR0801-REV5.htm.

Functions

1. Provides ongoing guidance and advice to the chairs and other elected officers of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, and the Permanent Council and its subsidiary bodies on the organization of work, the status of negotiations, the interpretation of rules of procedure and background information for member state representatives and relevant areas of the General Secretariat on matters presented for consideration.

2. Advises the style committees of the meetings and conferences of the organs of the Organization.

3. Prepares reports, draft resolutions, declarations, or recommendations on the topics to be considered at the meetings, as well as verbatim and summary minutes of the meetings themselves.

4. Ensures that the information on the Internet web pages of the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and Subsidiary Organs and the Office of the Assistant Secretary General is kept up to date in the official languages of the Organization.

5. Provides all services connected with the processing and issuance of all official documents of the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and Subsidiary Organs, ensuring that they are properly registered and classified, and that advance electronic copies are sent to the delegations and to pertinent General Secretariat staff and officials.

6. Supervises the preparation of documentation for meetings by:  (a) ensuring the consistency, quality, and standards of original texts; and (b) coordinating with the Language Services Section the processing of documentation and the scheduling of deadlines for the receipt of original documents and the dispatch of all language versions to member states.

7. Provides secretariat and support services to the chair of the Permanent Council.
8. Coordinates, with the Department of Conferences and Meetings, the delivery of conference and secretariat services to the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and the subsidiary organs.

CHAPTER II

A.
MEETINGS

In accordance with Article 12 of its Statutes, the Permanent Council shall hold its meetings at its seat, in the manner determined by its Rules of Procedure.  It may also hold meetings in any member state, when it finds it advisable and with the prior consent of the government concerned (Article 13 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council).

Section VII of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council establishes the rules governing the convocation of protocolary, regular, and special meetings.

In all, the Permanent Council held 53 meetings in the period covered by this report: 27 regular meetings, 5 protocolary meetings, 16 special meetings, 2 informal meetings, and 3 joint meetings with the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI).

FOLLOW-UP OF THE MANDATES ASSIGNED TO THE PERMANENT COUNCIL
1.
Distribution of mandates
One of the first activities undertaken by the Permanent Council following a regular session of the General Assembly is the assignment of the mandates produced by the General Assembly to the various committees and working groups of the Permanent Council, to CIDI, and to the General Secretariat.  In this regard, the Permanent Council issued and approved the “Distribution of Mandates assigned by the General Assembly at its Forty-Fourth Regular Session–Continued Mandates from Previous Years,” approved at the Permanent Council meeting held on July 23, 2014 (CP/doc.5061/14 rev.1).

In addition, on November 12, 2014, the Permanent Council approved the distribution of mandates arising from the forty-sixth, forty-seventh, and forty-eighth special sessions of the General Assembly, document CP/doc.5082/14 rev.1.

Based on that distribution of mandates, it is incumbent upon the Council to follow up on the following resolutions and declarations:

Additionally, the General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to present to the General Assembly, for consideration at a special session to be held prior to September 15, 2014, proposed guidelines and strategic objectives to support the Strategic Vision, so that they can be reflected in the Organization’s 2015-2016 program-budget.

Though this resolution, the General Assembly also instructed the Permanent Council to prepare, with the support of the General Secretariat, a list of proposed operational targets and work plans in line with the Strategic Vision and Objectives, to be included in the Organization’s 2015-2016 program-budget; and to conclude the mandate prioritization process, including the mandates adopted at this regular session of the General Assembly, on the basis of the Strategic Vision and its agreed-upon objectives.
	On September 12, 2014, the General Assembly, during its forty-seventh special session, considered and adopted the resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLVII-E/14), “Guidelines and Objectives of the Strategic Vision of the Organization of American States”.

The mandate arising from operative paragraphs 6 of this resolution remain pending.

“Operative 6: To instruct the Permanent Council to conclude the mandate prioritization process, including mandates adopted during this regular session of the General Assembly, taking the strategic vision and its agreed objectives into account”. 

The Management Modernization Plan mentioned in the operative paragraph 7 was presented on October 23, 2014, see comments on AG/RES. 2815 (XLIV-O/14).



	AG/RES. 2815 (XLIV-O/14) Progress toward Accountability, Efficiency, and Effectiveness, and Results in the OAS General Secretariat


	The General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council, through the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP), to establish a methodology for prioritizing OAS mandates; and instructed the Permanent Council jointly with the CIDI to implement the methodology for prioritizing OAS mandates that the CAAP will devise for that purpose.

The resolution also established a varied of mandates to be implemented by the Permanent Council through the CAAP.


	In compliance with operative paragraph 6.b, the Chief of Staff of the SG presented, on October 23, 2014, the Strategic Plan for Management Modernization of the Organization of American States (SPMM) to the Permanent Council, CP/doc.5077/14 corr. 1. The Council noted the presentation of the SPMM and referred it to the CAAP for consideration. 

On February 27, 2015, in compliance with operative paragraph 1.a, the CAAP presented to the Permanent Council the Proposed Methodology for Prioritizing Mandates. The Methodology approved by the Council was published as document CP/doc.5108/15.
On June 3, 2015, the Permanent Council received the report from CAAP regarding the implementation of the assigned mandates. The report from CAAP is attached to this document.

	The General Assembly instructed the Permanent Council to hold, during the first half of 2015, a special meeting to celebrate the commencement of the International Decade for People of African Descent, for purposes of sharing ideas about the potential development of an OAS Plan of Action in the framework of this decade.


	The Permanent Council consider this item on its special session held on April 22, 2015.

During that meeting the Permanent Mission of Colombia requested the establishment of a Working Group to develop a Plan of Action in the framework of this decade.

Such dialogue might include the identification, together with the Commission and other relevant actors, of specific proposals to secure adequate funding for all the rapporteurships, including the possibility of creating a Fund for accepting voluntary contributions so the rapporteurships may continue to carry out their activities until such time as the Inter-American System of Human Rights is fully financed by the member states.

	The General Assembly began a process of consultations bearing in mind the contents of this Declaration, the general debate of the plenary session, and the resolutions and mandates on this matter that the General Assembly adopted at the forty-third regular session, as well as the Report on the Drug Problem in the Americas, presented by the Secretary General.

On the basis of the outcome of these processes, it instructed the Permanent Council to convene a special session of the General Assembly, which will be held no later than 2014.

	In compliance with the mandate contained in operative paragraph II.A.4 of this resolution, the Secretary General transmitted to the Chair of the Permanent Council the Plan and chronology to implement the recommendations that fall to the General Secretariat contained in the Strategic Plan for Management Modernization at the OAS.

Holding of the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly

On March 28 2015, the Permanent Council convened the forty-sixth special session of the General Assembly through resolution CP/RES. 1028 (1960/14), pursuant to the mandate set forth in the “Declaration of Antigua Guatemala: For a Comprehensive Policy against the World Drug Problem in the Americas” AG/DEC. 73 (XLIII-O/13).

Through resolution CP/RES. 1036 (1989/14), adopted on October 8, 2014, the Permanent Council established the place and date of the forty-eighth special session of the General Assembly; which was convened through resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLV-E/13) rev. 1.

The forty-eighth special session of the General Assembly was held at the headquarters of the General Secretariat of the Organization on October 29, 2014. In the course of that session, the General Assembly adopted resolution AG/RES. 1 (XLVIII-E/14) rev. 1, “Program-Budget of the Organization for 2015-2016” (adopted at the plenary session held on October 29, 2014, and reviewed by the Style Committee).

Holding of the forty-ninth special session of the General Assembly

On January 20 2015, the Permanent Council convened the forty-ninth special session of the General Assembly through resolutions CP/RES. 1038 (1996/14) and CP/RES. 1039 (2002/15), based on Articles 58, 108, and 114 of the Charter of the Organization of American States.

The forty-ninth special session of the General Assembly was held at the headquarters of the General Secretariat of the Organization on March 18, 2015.

In the course of that session, pursuant to Articles 108 and 114 of the Charter of the Organization of American States, the General Assembly elected Dr. Luis Almagro Lemes as Secretary General of the Organization and Ambassador Nestor Mendez as Assistant Secretary General of the Organization.

Holding of the forty-fifth regular Session of the General Assembly

On April 15, 2015, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 1047 (2013/15) by which it changed the date and venue of the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly. 

In that resolution, taking into account Article 45 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Permanent Council changed the date for holding the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly, with the result that it would be held at the headquarters of the General Secretariat on June 15 and 16, 2015.

3. Preparations for the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly
On April 15, 2015, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 1047 (2013/15), by which the venue and date of the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly were changed.

Subsequently, on April 29, 2015, the member states decided to adopt the “Present and future of the Organization of American States” as the theme of the forty-fifth regular session. The Permanent Council also decided to reduce, on this occasion, the number of resolutions to be submitted to the General Assembly for consideration, in order to focus efforts on the dialogue of the heads of delegation and the Secretary General on the session's theme.

In its preparations for the forty-fifth regular session of the General Assembly, the Permanent Council considered five draft resolutions prepared by the permanent committees and by CIDI.

The draft resolutions and declaration enjoy consensus and are submitted to the General Assembly for consideration. The following is a list of the five draft resolutions and declaration:
