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The Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly submits to the General Assembly for consideration the following recommendations on procedural matters for the fifty-third special session:

· Maximum length of statements by heads of delegation (Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly): Presentations by Heads of Delegation would be no longer than six minutes during plenary sessions.

· Agreement on the deadline for the submission of proposals: In keeping with Articles 20 and 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the Assembly, the deadline for proposals to be submitted will be 11:00 a.m. on Tuesday, October 30, 2018.

· Agreement on the duration of the Assembly session (Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly): The fifty-third special session of the General Assembly would begin and conclude on Tuesday, October 30, 2018.

· Agreement on the minutes of the meetings (Articles 20 and 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly): In accordance with the provisions of Article 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the minutes of the plenary sessions would be verbatim and those of the General Committee, should the General Assembly install it, would be summary.

· Agreement on recordings (Recommendation No. 1 of the Report of the Inspector General [SG/OIG/AUD/13-11] of September 26, 2013): With regard to the recordings of the meetings held at the upcoming session of the General Assembly, to instruct the General Secretariat to take all necessary steps internally to ensure that the audio of all sessions held during the forty-eighth regular session of the General Assembly be duly recorded, stored, and preserved (including with spare/back-up copies), to be subsequently made available to the member states upon request.
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
