Excellency:


I have the honor of addressing Your Excellency with respect to the decision adopted by the member states on May 20, in the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, whereby they approved the Government of Bolivia’s request to “annul request MPB-OEA-ND-037-13 of March 22, 2013,” regarding the inclusion of the “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” on the agenda of the forthcoming meeting.


Accordingly, the exclusion of the topic “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” from the Draft Agenda of the Assembly’s forty-third regular session was decided on and resolved by the Preparatory Committee, comprising all the member states of the Organization of American States, according to the provisions of Articles 60 and 91 of the OAS Charter. The Government of Chile had informed the Preparatory Committee of its opposition to the inclusion of this topic on the draft agenda of the General Assembly and had requested and provided grounds for its exclusion.


Regarding the reservation made by the Government of Bolivia on May 20, requesting the exclusion of the aforesaid topic and noting “the right to again request that this (topic) be addressed at future periods of sessions,” the Government of Chile recalls that such a request must be governed by the applicable rules and procedures for the preparation, each year, of the draft agenda for the corresponding regular session of the General Assembly. This principle was reaffirmed in that it was the Preparatory Committee that approved Bolivia’s request to annul its application for the inclusion of topic No. 60 on the draft agenda of the forty-third regular session of the OAS General Assembly.
