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The Preparatory Committee held a meeting on April 26, 2012, to continue the work in preparation for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly under the direction of Ambassador Leonidas Rosa Bautista, Permanent Representative of Honduras and Chair of the Preparatory Committee. The meeting came to order at 3:00 p.m.
1. Adoption of the order of business
The Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly adopted the order of business, document AG/CP/OD-383/12.
2. Report of the Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure
The Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, Ambassador Diego Pary Rodríguez, Permanent Representatives of the Plurinational State of Bolivia, submitted a report on the decisions reached at the meetings of the Subcommittee on April 2, 18, and 26, 2012, to consider:  a) the preliminary draft agenda of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly; b) the preliminary draft schedule of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly; and, c) certain matters of procedure.
Based on the work done up to that point, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, in accordance with the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, decided to recommend the following to the Preparatory Committee:
1. Preliminary draft agenda

The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure recommends that the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly consider the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly (document AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12 rev. 2), which was prepared in accordance with the provisions of Articles 29, 30, and 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly and contains items whose inclusion was requested by delegations of the member states and the Secretary General. The report submitted by Ambassador Pary was distributed as document AG/CP/SUB.TP-243/12.

Based on the recommendations of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure, the Preparatory Committee decided:
i. To approve the preliminary draft agenda of the forty-second regular session, as contained in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12 rev. 2, with a view to its transmission to the General Assembly; 
ii. To instruct the Secretariat, in accordance with Article 39 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, to transmit the draft schedule to the governments of the member states on April 26, 2012;
iii. To recommend that the statements of heads of delegation have a maximum time limit of six minutes;
iv. To recommend that 11:00 a.m. on Monday, June 4, 2012, be set as the time limit for the presentation of proposals, pursuant to Article 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly;
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That the minutes of the plenary sessions be verbatim and the minutes of the General Committee, summary;
vi. To recommend that the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly be held from June 3 to 5, 2012; and  
vii. To recommend that the General Committee be installed, in order: a) To address those resolutions, declarations, or recommendations whose consideration has not been concluded by the Permanent Council and which are submitted to the General Assembly for further negotiation, as well as any new drafts that the heads of delegation may decide to transmit to the General Committee; b) to consider and decide on, as appropriate, any draft, study, or report that, in the opinion of a delegation or of the Secretary General, is not clearly related to the agenda (Article 40 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly); and, c) to consider any projects or activities with budgetary implications, prior to their adoption by the plenary of the General Assembly (Article 41 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).

The Preparatory Committee also noted that the member states will continue to consider the length of time that could be allotted for the statements by representatives of the OAS organs, agencies, and entities at the General Assembly.
3. Other business
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 4:30 p.m.
