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In my capacity as Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, I have the honor to present to the Preparatory Committee for consideration the recommendations agreed upon regarding the dialogues that, with the Committee’s approval, will be held between the heads of delegation of the member states and the workers’ representatives, representatives of the Private Sector Forum, representatives of civil society, and the heads of delegation of the permanent observers to the Organization. 


In that connection, the Subcommittee, at its meeting of March 25, 2010, began to consider a calendar for those events, and it asked the General Secretariat to transmit to the Subcommittee, through the appropriate technical offices, the draft agendas and draft schedules for the dialogues.

The Subcommittee asked to have the aforementioned documents transmitted to the delegations early enough to enable them to be consulted with national authorities before their consideration by the Subcommittee.  The Subcommittee also instructed the General Secretariat to prepare the preliminary draft schedule of the General Assembly session, which should include the scheduled dialogues of heads of delegation.  April 7, 2010, was set as the deadline for consideration of the requested proposals.

The requested information was submitted to the Subcommittee in accordance with the deadlines and methodology established by each sector for the formulation of its positions and the designation of its representatives for the aforementioned events.

The work of the Subcommittee was delayed until May 13, 2010, when it received and considered, in addition to the schedule establishing times for the events, published as document AG/CP/doc.783/10, the following documents pertaining to:

· The dialogue with workers’ representatives of the OAS member states: draft agenda (AG/CP/doc.784/10) and draft order of business (AG/CP/doc.785/10)

· The dialogue with representatives of the Private Sector Forum: draft agenda (AG/CP/doc.786/10 rev. 1) and draft order of business (AG/CP/doc.787/10)

· The dialogue with representatives of civil society: draft order of business (AG/CP/doc.788/10)

· The luncheon-dialogue with the heads of delegation of the permanent observers: draft order of business (AG/CP/doc.789/10)

The Subcommittee decided to recommend to the Preparatory Committee approval of all the aforementioned documents for the dialogues, which would be held on Sunday, June 6, 2010, according to the following schedule:

8:30 a.m. – 9:30 a.m.
Dialogue of heads of delegation with workers’ representatives of the OAS member states

9:45 a.m. – 10:45 a.m.
Dialogue of heads of delegation with representatives of the Private Sector Forum

11:00 a.m. – 12:30 p.m.
Dialogue of heads of delegation with representatives of civil society

1:00 p.m. –  3:00 p.m.
Luncheon-dialogue of heads of delegation with permanent observers

The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure also decided that the matters to be addressed during each of these events should be directly related to the theme established for that General Assembly session: “Peace, Security, and Cooperation in the Americas.”

Following the deliberations that, as in previous years, touched on the advisability of holding those dialogues and on the need for better preparation for all events proposed for regular sessions of the General Assembly, the Subcommittee instructed the General Secretariat to conduct, next year in preparation for the General Assembly session, a review of the methodology that has been used to organize those events and to present recommendations on how to improve the process, as well as guidelines and a format for each of them, to enable the representatives of the member states to participate as fully as possible in the proposed events and to enable them to be held as efficiently as possible.


Therefore, for the purposes established in Article 60 of the OAS Charter and in the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, I hereby submit to the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, for its information and consideration, the recommendations adopted by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure for the fortieth regular session of the General Assembly.
