TIC Bolivia Finalists – Local Transportation

A maximum of three (3)* scholarships to attend to Finals will be provided to the TIC Bolivia Finalists that are based in cities outside Cochabamba. Means of transportation will vary on the departure city. 

NOTE: YABT requires assistance from local partners to identify means of transportation and to cover the traveling expenses to the finalists (round trip). 

Day 1
TIC Bolivia 2012 Opening Ceremony
A plenary room will be required with capacity to host 350 people; this will be the main room during TIC Bolivia. Requirements:

· 1 stage not larger than 6.5x2.5x0.5 meters (width-depth-height)

· 1 table for 5 people

· 5 chairs

· 1 Podium

· 1 Microphone

· 1 Screen/display for live transmissions. 

Expo

Where finalists will showcase to the public their ventures and prototypes. Twenty (20) booths will have to be placed inside the Expo; these booths must have the following characteristics: 
· Measures around 2x2x2 meters
· 1 table
· 2 chairs
· 1 electricity plug with socket extension
· Lightining 
· Label with the name of the finalist team

TIC Bolivia 2012 Evaluations
Finalists will present their projects to the judges in private rooms.

Two (2) rooms are required for not more than eight (8) people maximum. 
· 1 Data show
· 1 Screen/display for the data show
· 1 Laptop

· 1 table for 6 people
· 6 chairs
· Computer speakers
Welcome Reception
In which will be held welcome cocktail to the finalists, judges, sponsors and special guests. It most has the capacity to host 80 people.

Day 2
Conferences
To be held at the plenary room, same as Day 1. Characteristics:

· 1 stage not larger than 6.5x2.5x0.5 meters (large-depth-height)

· 1 Table for 5 people
· 5 Chairs
· 1 Podium

· 1 Microphone for the podium
· 3 static microphones (for the speakers table)
· 2 Wireless microphones 
· 1 Screen/display for live transmissions.

Registrations
Teams form Bolivia that were registered in previous editions of TIC Americas and Eco-Challenge.

YABT Office 

YABT requires an office inside at the same venue the TIC Bolivia will be held. It will also be used as a meeting room.

Print supplier
To identify local suppliers for print services to produce promotional material such as a booklet for the business profiles of the teams that will be competing, a backing and others.

Local support with:

1. Volunteers:

· 1 at the airport

· 1 at the buses terminal

· 2 Expo set-up

· 1 for technical assistance

· 1 for the registration table

2. Judges
· Solicitamos apoyo socios locales para identificar 10 profesionales que puedan desempeñarse como jueces en la fase en línea y 10 en la fase presencial en Cochabamba (pueden ser los mismos que participan en la fase en línea). NOTA: the amount of judges for the online evaluations may vary on the number of teams registered by May 13th, 2012.

3. Transportation (between venues)

· In case TIC Bolivia Expo is not held at the same place where will be the accommodations, YABT will require support from insitutions in Colombia that Could support with to buses to cover local transportation between May 31st and June 1st. YABT also requires support to transport participants from the airport and bus terminal to the hotel.

4. Securty
· The Ministry of Foreign Affairs can provide security services from May 31st until June 1st, in the Expo and accommodation venue. 

5. Invitation letters
· The Ministry of Foreign Affairs can support the program by distributing the invitations to diplomat representatives and government officials. YABT will be in charge of the layout and content for every invitation, and will follow the instructions indicated by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.
