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The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of the Preparatory Committee for the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly continued its work under the chairmanship of Ambassador Luis Menéndez Castro, Interim Representative of Costa Rica to the OAS.  The meeting was called to order at 2:50 p.m.

1.
Adoption of the order of business
The order of business (AG/CP/SUB.TP-209/11) was adopted without any changes. 

2. Continued consideration of the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly

The Chair introduced the preliminary draft agenda (AG/CP/SUB.TP-204/11 rev. 1), noting that nine requests had been received.  In order to expedite the work, they had been included in section C of the aforementioned document.  The requests received referred to the following items:
i. Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia. Request by the Permanent Mission of the Plurinational State of Bolivia (AG/CP/doc.792/11)
ii. Migrants, Displaced Persons, and Extra-Continental Refugees. Request by the Permanent Mission of Canada (AG/CP/doc.793/11)

iii. Report on the Third Inter-American Meeting of Experts and Representatives of Electoral Bodies” and presentation of the compendium “Approach to a frame of reference for common standards and best practices used by electoral organizations and authorities to manage and control electoral processes." Request by the Permanent Mission of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela (AG/CP/doc.795/11)

iv. Support for the work of the Caribbean Sea Commission. Request by the Permanent Mission of Barbados (AG/CP/doc.794/11)

v. Sixteenth Pan American Games, Guadalajara 2011. Request by the Permanent Mission of Mexico (AG/CP/SUB.TP-207/11)

vi. Conference in Support of the Central American Security Strategy. Request by the Permanent Mission of Guatemala (AG/CP/SUB.TP-214/11)

vii. The socioeconomic and environmental impact of climate change in the countries of the Hemisphere. Request by the Permanent Mission of Antigua and Barbuda (AG/CP/SUB.TP-215/11)

viii. Promotion of the rights to freedom of assembly and of association in the Americas. Request by the Permanent Mission of the United States (AG/CP/SUB.TP-216/11)

ix. Statement by the Chair of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission to the plenary of the General Assembly. Request by the Chair of CICAD (AG/CP/SUB.TP-217/11)


The Alternate Representative of Brazil, Mr. Dockhorn Wilson Jr., requested inclusion of the topic "Consumer Protection: Consolidation of the Network for Consumer Safety and Health and Creation of an Inter-American Rapid Product Safety Warning System" on the draft agenda of the General Assembly.

For her part, the Alternate Representative of Mexico, Ms. Karla Ornelas, spoke about her Government's request relating to the "XVI Pan American Games, Guadalajara 2011," noting that the request was for the topic to be considered at the fourth plenary session of the General Assembly. 


The Alternate Representative of Panama, Ambassador José de Jesús Martínez, spoke about his Government's request to report that it wished to reword the title of the topic, which it was proposing to entitle, "Protection of the Human Rights of Extra-Continental Migrants." He also noted that if the Subcommittee agreed to include the topic, they would present a draft resolution on the topic, requesting that it be considered within the framework of the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs. 


The Alternate Representative of Barbados, Mr. Ricardo Kellman, presented his Government's request for inclusion of the topic "Support for the work of the Caribbean Sea Commission" on the draft agenda of the General Assembly. 


Mr. Rafael Franzini, Deputy Executive Secretary of the Executive Secretariat of the Inter-American Drug Abuse Control Commission (CICAD), referred to the request that had been submitted by the Chair of CICAD, and informed the Subcommittee that, after consultations with some delegations, the request was being withdrawn.

After hearing all the presentations, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure decided to include the following topics on the preliminary draft agenda of the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly:

i. Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia
ii. Protection of the Human Rights of Extracontinental Migrants 

iii. Support for the work of the Caribbean Sea Commission.

iv. Sixteenth Pan American Games, Guadalajara 2011.

v. Conference in Support of the Central American Security Strategy. 

vi. The socioeconomic and environmental impact of climate change in the countries of the Hemisphere
vii. Promoting the rights to freedom of assembly and of association in the Americas. 

viii. Consumer Protection: Consolidation of the Network for Consumer Safety and Health and Creation of an Inter-American Rapid Product Safety Warning System

3. Agreement on the draft agenda and schedule of the meetings of heads of delegation to be held during the General Assembly session

The Chair reported that the Secretariat had prepared a draft agenda for each of the following four events scheduled to take place during the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly, namely:

· Dialogue of the heads of delegation with representatives of civil society (AG/CP/SUB.TP-210/11)

· Dialogue of the heads of delegation with permanent observers (AG/CP/SUB.TP-211/11)

· Dialogue of the heads of delegation with representatives of the Private Sector Forum (AG/CP/SUB.TP-213/11)

· Dialogue of the heads of delegation with labor representatives (AG/CP/SUB.TP-212/11)


He noted as well that because the Government of El Salvador was finalizing arrangements for the above-mentioned four events, the proposed schedule for them will be presented at the next meeting of the Subcommittee. 

This was followed by the presentation of each proposed agenda:  Ms. Irene Klinger, Director of the Department of International Affairs, spoke about the dialogues with civil society and permanent observers; Mr. Jorge Saggiante, Director of the Department of Economic Development, Trade, and Tourism, presented the proposal related to the dialogue with representatives of the Private Sector Forum; and Ms. María Claudia Camacho, Specialist, Department of Social Development and Employment, presented the proposal prepared for dialogue to be held with workers.

Following consultations by the delegations of Mexico, Dominican Republic, and Chile, the Subcommittee agreed that the title of each of these events needed to be consistent and, accordingly, it was decided that they should all include reference to the participation of the Secretary General of the Organization and to the General Assembly theme. 

Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure

· decided to hold the four events discussed, on Sunday, June 5, 2011, on a timetable to be decided by the Subcommittee at its next meeting. 

· It approved the draft agenda recommended by the Secretariat, for Dialogue with:

· with civil society, as published in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-210/11 

· with permanent observers, as published in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-211/11

· with workers’ representatives, as published in document AG/CP/SUB.TP-212/11

· It requested the Department of Economic Development, Trade, and Tourism, of the Secretariat, to continue working on the draft agenda and identify interlocutors among the heads of delegation for the dialogue with representatives of the private sector forum, and to submit them for consideration by the Subcommittee at the next meeting.

· It requested the General Secretariat's technical areas responsible for organizing the four events, to prepare a document supporting each dialogue and to present them at the next meeting.

4. Other procedural matters
In keeping with the recommendations of the Chair, the Subcommittee adopted the following agreements regarding procedural matters, with a view to facilitating the work of the General Assembly:

· With regard to the maximum duration of the statements of heads of delegation, as for previous General Assembly sessions, a maximum of six minutes is established for each statement.

· As concerns the deadline for the presentation of proposals after the session has begun, the recommendation, pursuant to Article 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, is to set Monday, June 6, at 11:00 a.m., as the deadline for the presentation of any new draft resolution, declaration, or recommendation relating to the agenda that the heads of delegation may wish to present.

· With regard to the minutes of the Assembly sessions, in accordance with Article 77 of the Rules of Procedure, they are to be verbatim for plenary sessions and summary for meetings of the General Committee.

· With respect to the duration of the Assembly session, in keeping with the approved schedule, the forty-first regular session of the General Assembly will end on Tuesday, June 7, 2011.

· The recommendation is to install the General Committee, which will be entrusted with considering those resolutions that were not agreed on by consensus during the period prior to the General Assembly session and any other resolution presented by the delegations during that session.

The Subcommittee decided to submit these recommendations to the Preparatory Committee.

Given that a maximum duration was established for statements by heads of delegation, the Alternate Representative of Mexico, Ms. Karla Ornelas, asked whether the same would apply to presentations during the dialogues.  The Chair stated that this matter could be considered when the draft schedule for the dialogues and the draft schedule for the General Assembly are being considered.
5. Other business
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 3:40 p.m.
