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The Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure of the Preparatory Committee for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly continued its work on April 18, 2012 under the chairmanship of Ambassador Diego Pary Rodríguez, Permanent Representative of the Plurinational State of Bolivia to the OAS. The meeting was called to order at 3:00 p.m.  

The following delegations participated at the meeting: Argentina, Barbados, Belize, Bolivia, Brazil, Canada, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Jamaica, Mexico, Nicaragua, Panama, Paraguay, Peru, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Suriname, Trinidad and Tobago, United States, Uruguay, and Venezuela.

Adoption of the order of business
The order of business, document AG/CP/SUB.TP-209/12, was adopted without any changes. 

2. Presentation of the preliminary draft agenda of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly
The Chair presented the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly, document AG/CP/SUB.TP-237/12, explaining that it had been prepared by the Secretariat, pursuant to Articles 29 and 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly. The document presented was divided into three sections: Section A included topics incorporated in accordance with the  provisions of the OAS Charter, the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, and other applicable provisions; Section B included the matters under consideration by the Councils of the Organization and other issues on which the General Assembly itself requested to be updated at the next session; and Section C included the topic relating to the "Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia," included by approval of the Subcommittee at its meeting on April 18, 2012. 
The Subcommittee decided to continue consideration of the draft agenda, which would be updated as new topics are decided on by the Subcommittee.
3. Presentation of the preliminary draft schedule of activities of the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly
The Chair presented the preliminary draft schedule of activities of the General Assembly, document AG/CP/SUB.TP-238/12, recalling that at the meeting on February 24, 2012, the Preparatory Committee had decided that: a)  during regular sessions of the General Assembly, only those events, ceremonies, and activities that have been submitted to and approved by the Preparatory Committee – or, where applicable, the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure – could be held; and b) a consolidated schedule would be drawn up to include all events, ceremonies, activities, and meetings to be held during the regular session of the General Assembly.  

The Chair noted that, organized as described, the document was aimed at providing the delegations with as much information as possible about all events and activities to be held during the General Assembly in Cochabamba, before they arrive there.  He said that the document was a preliminary version that would be updated as the Subcommittee or the Preparatory Committee agreed on events being held.
The Subcommittee took note of the document and decided to continue with the relevant consideration at subsequent meetings.
4. Consideration of requests for the inclusion of topics on the draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly
The Subcommittee considered the following requests received ahead of the meeting, for inclusion of topics:
i. Amendments to the Statute of the Administrative Tribunal, request by the Chair of the General Committee (AG/CP/SUB.TP-231/12)
ii. Autonomy of the Inspector General, request by the Chair of the Working Group on the Review of OAS Programs, of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (AG/CP/SUB.TP-233/12)
iii. Review of the Human Resources Policy, request by the Chair of the Working Group on the Review of OAS Programs, of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs  (AG/CP/SUB.TP-233/12)
iv. Strengthening of the activities of the Inter-American Judicial Facilitators Program, request by the Permanent Mission of Guatemala (AG/CP/SUB.TP-234/12)
v. Follow-up of the recommendations of the Report of the Special Working Group to Reflect on the Workings of the IACHR with a View to Strengthening the IAHRS (AG/CP/doc.822/12)
The Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia also submitted for consideration by the Subcommittee a request for the following topics to be included on the draft agenda: 
i. 2013: International Year of the Quinua Request by the Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia
ii. Family Farming. Request by the Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia
iii. Right to Food. Request by the Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia
iv. Latin America and the Caribbean: A Mercenary-Free Zone. Request by the Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia
v. International Defense of the Coca Leaf. Request by the Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia
vi. Sustainable Development. Request by the Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia 
vii. Water as a Human Right. Request by the Delegation of the Plurinational State of Bolivia
The Subcommittee approved the inclusion of the twelve (12) topics on the draft agenda for the forty-second regular session of the General Assembly. 
The Chair reminded the delegations that on April 26, 2012 the Subcommittee would present to the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly its report on the draft agenda and that, in accordance with Article 32 of Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, "[o]nce the Preparatory Committee has approved the draft agenda, new topics may be included only by the vote of two thirds of the members of that committee, at least 30 days prior to the opening date of the session of the General Assembly."
5. Other procedural matters 
The Subcommittee also considered some procedural matters related to the work of the General Assembly and, based on the Chair's proposals, decided as follows:
· To suggest that the maximum duration of the statements by heads of delegation, as for previous General Assembly sessions, be six minutes for each statement.
· To recommend to the General Assembly that the deadline for submission of any new draft resolution, statement, or recommendation related to the agenda of the General Assembly, which the heads of delegation may wish to submit, be set for Monday, June 4, 2012, at 11 a.m.; said deadline is referred to in article 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly. 
· To recommend that the minutes of the plenary sessions of the Assembly be verbatim, and summary minutes for General Committee meetings, in keeping with Article 77 of the General Assembly.
· That the General Assembly will meet on June 4 and 5, 2012.  
· To recommend that the General Committee be installed, with a mandate to consider those draft resolutions on which no agreement could be reached at headquarters and any others that may be submitted by the delegations once the General Assembly session has started.

Other business
After an update by the Secretariat on the availability of flights to Cochabamba and other logistical matters for the event, the meeting was adjourned at 4:00 p.m.
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
