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At its meeting of February 25, 2013, the Preparatory Committee installed the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure in order to carry out work for the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly and elected the Permanent Representative of Guatemala to the Organization of American States, Ambassador José Rodrigo Vielmann de León, as Chair of that Subcommittee.  


In keeping with the provisions of the Charter of the Organization of American States
/ and Articles 29 and 30 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the Subcommittee was entrusted with preparing the preliminary draft agenda for the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly.


On April 19, 2013, the Preparatory Committee received the report of the Chair of the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure (AG/CP/SUB.TP-256/13) on the outcome of the work entrusted to it, in particular the preparation of the Preliminary Draft Agenda for the Forty-Third Regular Session of the General Assembly (AG/CP/SUB.TP-251/13 rev. 1).


At that meeting, the Preparatory Committee decided:

Charter of the Organization of American States, Article 60:  There shall be a Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, composed of representatives of all the Member States, which shall: a) Prepare the draft agenda of each session of the General Assembly. The draft agenda and the report shall, in due course, be transmitted to the Governments of the Member States.


�.	Article 31 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly: Taking into account the observations and proposals referred to in Article 29, the Preparatory Committee shall prepare the draft agenda, which shall be transmitted to the governments at least 45 days before the opening date of each regular session of the General Assembly. The Preparatory Committee may recommend that, in view of their importance, certain topics be considered on a priority basis at the opening of the regular session of the Assembly. The draft agenda shall be accompanied by a report of the Committee, which shall contain such factual and legal background information and, when appropriate, other criteria as may facilitate consideration of the topics.
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
