Dear Mr. Committee Chair:

I have the pleasure of addressing you with respect to the request presented by the Plurinational State of Bolivia, on March 22, 2013, in strict adherence to the General Assembly mandates issued in resolutions AG/RES. 426 (IX-O/79), AG/RES. 481 (X-O/80), AG/RES. 560 (XI-O/81), AG/RES. 602 (XII-O/82), AG/RES. 686 (XIII-O/83), AG/RES. 701 (XIV-O/84), AG/RES. 766 (XV-O/85), AG/RES. 816 (XVI-O/86), AG/RES. 873 (XVII-O/87), AG/RES 930 (XVIII-O/88), and AG/RES. 989 (XIX-O/89), in which the Preparatory Committee was requested to include the topic "Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia," which is now entered as agenda item 60 on the draft agenda for the forty-third regular session of the General Assembly of the Organization of American States.

The request, in compliance with the aforementioned resolutions, was considered and approved by the Subcommittee on Agenda and Procedure on April 17, 2013, and ratified by the Preparatory Committee on April 19, 2013.

On April 24, 2013, Bolivia, as a pacifist state availing itself of peaceful dispute settlement mechanisms, lodged a complaint against the Republic of Chile with the International Court of Justice, under Article XXXI of the Pact of Bogota, to reach a definitive solution to the landlocked situation of Bolivia that would give it sovereign access to the Pacific Ocean.
