The Permanent Mission of Guatemala to the Organization of American States is pleased to inform the Preparatory Committee that after negotiations with the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights, the Government of Guatemala has agreed that, alongside the General Assembly that is to take place in Antigua Guatemala on June to 4 to 6, it will be hosting the Second Inter-American Ministerial Meeting on Human Rights Education. 


This event will be jointly sponsored by the Guatemalan Ministry of Education and the Inter-American Institute of Human Rights, and the Hemisphere’s Ministers of Education will be invited to attend. The forerunner of this event was the First Ministerial Meeting, held in Panama City prior to the 2007 OAS General Assembly, which examined and adopted the resolution “Human Rights in Formal Education in the Americas.”

The Second Meeting will hear the regional results of the Inter-American Consultation on the State of Human Rights Education (HRE) in 17 Latin American countries, in light of Articles 13 and 13.2 of the Protocol of San Salvador. It will also examine the comments offered by the Ministers of Education of the invited countries, or their representatives, on the current status of HRE progress and challenges in each of their countries.


The event will be inaugurated at 7 p.m. on June 3, in the National Palace of Culture, Guatemala City, and will continue on June 4 at 8:00 a.m., with working sessions for the ministers and ministerial delegations at the Vista Real Hotel, also in Guatemala City.


The Permanent Mission of Guatemala to the Organization of American States requests that this information be conveyed to the States Parties, so that the next meeting of the Preparatory Committee can examine and approve the inclusion of this event on the schedule for the General Assembly.


The Permanent Mission of Guatemala to the Organization of American States reassures the honorable Chair of the Preparatory Committee of the forty-third regular session of the OAS General Assembly of its highest consideration.
