AGREEMENTS ADOPTED FOR THE 

THIRTY-NINTH REGULAR SESSION OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY

(Adopted at the first plenary session, held on June 2, 2009)

AGREEMENTS ADOPTED FOR THE 
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At the first plenary session of the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly, the President of the plenary, Minister Patricia Isabel Rodas Baca, submitted to the delegations for consideration the document “Report of the Preparatory Committee on the Agreements Adopted for the Thirty-ninth Regular Session of the General Assembly” (AG/doc.4893/09). In this report, the Chair of the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, Ambassador Carlos Sosa Coello, Permanent Representative of Honduras to the OAS, submits the agreement to adopt and transmit to the General Assembly at its thirty-ninth regular session for consideration the following recommendations on procedure:

· Maximum duration of the statements of the heads of delegation (Article 18 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly) 
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Agreement on the time limit for the presentation of proposals (Articles 20 and 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)

· Agreement on the minutes of the sessions and meetings (Articles 20 and 77 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)

· Agreement on the duration of the Assembly session (Article 20 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly)

· Installation and mandate of the General Committee


In response to a request from the Government of Honduras, the Preparatory Committee agreed that the inaugural session of the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly would be held on Tuesday, June 2, at 9:00 a.m.


It is also worth noting that the agreements submitted to the plenary were adopted in their entirety, except for a change in the deadline for the presentation of drafts (Articles 20 and 37 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly).  The new deadline agreed to was Tuesday, June 2, at 2:00 p.m.
