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INTRODUCTORY NOTE

In accordance with Article 40 of its Statutes, the Permanent Council presents its annual report (June 2008-May 2009) to the General Assembly for consideration at its thirty-ninth regular session.
It is hoped that the content of its various chapters adequately reflect the breadth and importance of the work carried out by the delegations on topics and matters of interest to the member states.

As part of its contributions to the reduction of paper-heavy reports, this annual report is constructed for the first time on the basis of active electronic links to documentation sources.

Under Article 12 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council may establish such permanent and special committees and working groups as it deems necessary to discharge the functions assigned to it by the General Assembly and the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs, and to address any matter that, pursuant to Article 110 of the Charter, the Secretary General of the Organization may bring to its attention.

CHAPTER I

Each government may accredit an acting representative, as well as such alternates and advisers as it considers necessary.

The office of chair is held by each of the representatives, in turn, following the alphabetic order in Spanish of the names of their respective countries.  The office of vice chair is filled in the same way, following reverse alphabetic order.

B. Competence


Within the limits of the Charter and of inter-American treaties and agreements, the Permanent Council takes cognizance of any matter referred to it by the General Assembly or the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs.
/

It serves provisionally as the organ of consultation in conformity with the provisions of the special treaty on the subject.
/

It keeps vigilance over the maintenance of friendly relations among the member states, and for that purpose effectively assists them in the peaceful settlement of their disputes, in accordance with the provisions of the Charter.
/

It is the function of the Permanent Council to:
/
a. Carry out those decisions of the General Assembly or of the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs the implementation of which has not been assigned to any other body;

b. Watch over the observance of the standards governing the operation of the General Secretariat and, when the General Assembly is not in session, adopt provisions of a regulatory nature that enable the General Secretariat to carry out its administrative functions;

c. Act as the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, in accordance with the terms of Article 60 of the Charter, unless the General Assembly should decide otherwise;

d. Prepare, at the request of the member states and with the cooperation of the appropriate organs of the Organization, draft agreements to promote and facilitate cooperation between the Organization of American States and the United Nations or between the Organization and other American agencies of recognized international standing.  These draft agreements shall be submitted to the General Assembly for approval;
e. Submit recommendations to the General Assembly with regard to the functioning of the Organization and the coordination of its subsidiary organs, agencies, and committees;

f.
Consider the reports of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, of the General Secretariat, of specialized agencies and conferences, and of other bodies and agencies, and present to the General Assembly any observations and recommendations it deems necessary; and

g. Perform the other functions assigned to it in the Charter.

C. Secretariat


The Assistant Secretary General serves as Secretary of the Permanent Council
/ and directs the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Permanent Council and the Department of Conferences and Meetings.


Pursuant to the provisions of Executive Order No. 08-01 Rev. 2, the principal functions of the Secretariat of the Permanent Council are set forth below.  The full text can be  accessed through the following hyperlink:  http://www.oas.org/legal/english/gensec/EXOR0801-REV2.htm .

· Functions

1. Provides ongoing guidance and advice to the chairs and other elected officers of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, and the Permanent Council and its subsidiary bodies on the organization of work, the status of negotiations, the interpretation of rules of procedure and background information for member state representatives and relevant areas of the General Secretariat on matters presented for consideration.
2. Advises the style committees of the meetings and conferences of the organs of the Organization.

3. Prepares reports, draft resolutions, declarations, or recommendations on the topics to be considered at the meetings, as well as verbatim and summary minutes of the meetings themselves.

4. Ensures that the information on the Internet web pages of the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and Subsidiary Organs and the Office of the Assistant Secretary General is kept up to date in the official languages of the Organization.

5. Provides all services connected with the processing and issuance of all official documents of the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and Subsidiary Organs, ensuring that they are properly registered and classified, and that advance electronic copies are sent to the delegations and to pertinent General Secretariat staff and officials.

6. Supervises the preparation of documentation for meetings by:  (a) ensuring the consistency, quality, and standards of original texts; and (b) coordinating with the Language Services Section the processing of documentation and the scheduling of deadlines for the receipt of original documents and the dispatch of all language versions to member states.

7. Provides secretariat and support services to the chair of the Permanent Council.


8.
Coordinates, with the Department of Conferences and Meetings, the delivery of conference and secretariat services to the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and the subsidiary organs.

CHAPTER II
A.
MEETINGS

In accordance with Article 12 of its Statutes, the Permanent Council shall hold its meetings at its seat, in the manner determined by its Rules of Procedure.  It may also hold meetings in any member state, when it finds it advisable and with the prior consent of the government concerned (Article 13 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council).
Section VII of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council establishes the rules governing the convocation of protocolary, regular, and special meetings.

The General Assembly has also mandated the convening of special sessions to consider specific topics on the agenda of the Organization.

· Approval of the report of the Style Committee

On July 15, 2008, the Chair of the Style Committee, presented, in accordance with Article 28 of the Rules of Procedure of the General Assembly, the report of the Committee which had reviewed the three declarations and 84 resolutions adopted by the General Assembly at its thirty-eighth regular session.

The Council adopted the recommendations made by the Style Committee; and, pursuant to  Article 83 of the Rules of the General Assembly, requested the Secretary General to send to the governments of the member states copies of the declarations and resolutions adopted by the General Assembly at its thirty-eighth regular session.

2. Summary overview

During the year, the Permanent Council not only held special meetings and sessions, but it also received a number of reports on items of critical interest to the Member states that both expanded and enriched its repertoire of technical and timely subjects for consideration.

· July 8, 2008 – “Triumph of Liberty and Democracy”. – The Council adopted declaration CP/DEC. 38 (1656/08), “Operation in Colombia that Rescued a Group of Persons Kidnapped by the FARC

· August 29, 2008 – Climate Change:  presentations by Dr. Kendrick Leslie, Executive Director of the Caribbean Community Climate Change Centre (Food security in the new international context; and climate change in the long run); Mr. Alfred H. Grünwaldt, specialist on clean energy and climate change, Inter-American Development Bank (Impact of climate change on agriculture), and Dr. Katherine Bliss, Executive Director of the Center for Strategic and International Studies.

· September 10, 2008 – “Climate Change”:  presentations by Mr. Walter Vergara, Lead Engineer, Environmentally and Socially Sustainable Development Department, World Bank (Impact of global warming or climate change as a result of high CO2 emissions) and Dr. Kristie L. Ebi, independent consultant (Impact of climate change in the most vulnerable countries and its relationship to illnesses such as malaria, salmonella, malnutrition, and diarrhea, among others).

· October 1, 2008 -- “Food Security and Climate Change in the Americas”:  Special meeting convened in coordination with the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA).  Presentations were made by Mr. Christopher Hansen, Deputy Director General, IICA (Food security in the new international context; and climate change in the long run) and by Dr. Thomas C. Schelling, 2005 Nobel Prize Laureate in Economics (The impact of climate change on agriculture).

· November 5, 2008 -- Coordination of Volunteers in the Hemisphere in Response to Natural Disasters and the Fight against Hunger and Poverty – White Helmets Initiative: presentation by Ambassador Gabriel Fuks, Chairman of Argentina’s White Helmets Commission.
· November 24, 2008 – Environmental Sustainability: A Hope for the Elimination of Poverty.” Moderated by the Department of Sustainable Development with presentations by Mr. Alexander Petroff, President of Working Villages International (introduction of a new development model that promotes self-sufficient communities); Peter Schwartz, professor of physics, California Polytechnic State University, (appropriate technologies designed to improve the standard of living and stimulate economic development in poor communities) and Duncan Earle, Jadora International consultant (principles of development and social solidarity).
· December 3, 2008 – Financial Crisis and Poverty:  presentation by Dr. Peter Koenig, economist.

· January 14, 2009 – Economic Crisis:  presentation by the Executive Secretary of ECLAC, Dr. Alicia Bárcenas.
· February 19, 2009 – to commemorate the fifth anniversary of the Declaration on Security in the Americas, pursuant to the General Assembly mandates contained in resolutions AG/RES. 2274 (XXXVII-O7) and AG/RES. 2357 (XXXVIII-O/08)

· March 18, 2009 – “Human rights: “Protecting Dignity: An Agenda for Human Rights,” an initiative launched by the Government of Switzerland to commemorate the 60th anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, presented by Commissioner Paulo Sergio Pinheiro, and “The Venezuelan electoral system,” presented by Dr. Tibisay Lucena, President of the National Electoral Council of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela.

· May 1, 2009 – to receive a report from the Director of the Pan American Health Organization (PAHO), Dr. Mirta Roses Periago, on outbreaks of the A/H1N1 swine flu virus and measures being taken to contain them.  Mr. David Hatch, of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA), provided information on measures adopted by IICA to help control the swine flu virus.

· May 5, 2009 – “Commemoration of World Press Freedom Day”:  presentation by the Special Rapporteur for Freedom of Expression of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, Ms. Catalina Botero.

· May 13, 2009 – Presentation by the Permanent Representative of Trinidad and Tobago, Ambassador Glenda Morean-Phillip, providing a recapitulation of the Summit, held in Port of Spain, from April 17 to 19, 2009, thanking the member states for their participation, praising the cordial spirit evident among all participants, and expressing appreciation for the collaboration received from member states, the private sector, civil society organizations, and the OAS Secretariat.
3. Joint Meetings of the Permanent Council and the Permanent Executive Committee of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CEPCIDI) 
· November 5, 2008 – Mr. Edmund Atkins, Alternate Representative of the United States of America to the OAS and Chair of the Joint Permanent Council/CEPCIDI Working Group presented the report on progress made in the negotiations of the draft Social Charter of the Americas and Canada was elected by acclamation as chair of the Joint Working Group for the subsequent period.
· April 7, 2009 -- to recognize, in accordance with General Assembly declaration AG/DEC. 59 (XXXVIII-O/08), the excellent work and successful experiences, nationally and internationally, of the National System of Youth and Children’s Orchestras of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela and pay tribute to the National System of Youth and Children’s Orchestras of the Bolivarian Republic of Venezuela and its founder, Dr. José Antonio Abreu.  Gustavo Dudamel, conductor, and the Simón Bolívar de Venezuela Brass Ensemble were in attendance and following the session, gave a concert, with Gustavo Dudamel conducting.

On 4 February, 2009, the Secretary General postponed his Quarterly Report on the Mission to Support the Peace Process in Colombia (MAPP/OAS) (CP/doc.4365/09)

· Situation in Guatemala

On 13 May, the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Guatemala, Haroldo Rodas Melgar, appeared before the Permanent Council to report on the current situation in Guatemala, which may undermine the stability of the democratic constitutional order.  Following consultations, the Permanent Council adopted CP/RES. 950 (1691/09) by acclamation.
On 27 May,  the Secretary General rendered an oral report to  the Council on his mission to Guatemala on May 24 – 26, 2009 to cooperate with the Government of Guatemala to strengthen and preserve that country’s democratic institutional system.. The Council requested the General Secretariat to continue reporting on all activities it carried out in support of the Government of Guatemala in its efforts to preserve democracy and the rule of law.

The General Assembly delegated to the Council “the election of the government experts to make up the Working Group” and authorized the Secretary General “to appoint the independent expert and his or her alternate at the same time.

 

The Permanent Council elected Dr. Ramiro Ávila Santamaría, of Ecuador, and Professor Flávia Piovesan, of Brazil, to take up two of the three existing vacancies for government experts and on March 17, 2009, the OAS Secretary General appointed Ms. Pautassi for membership of the Working Group as an independent expert.

 

The Permanent Council, owing to the lack of additional nominations, postponed the corresponding elections until the candidacies necessary to complete the membership of the Group had been presented.

 

· Inter-American Juridical Committee (CJI)

 

In its meeting of March 4, 2009, the Permanent Council elected, by acclamation, Mr. João Clemente Baena Soares as a member of the CJI to replace a member who had resigned from the Committee.  His term will expire on December 31, 2010

 

· OAS Board of External Auditors

 

In its meeting of April 21, 2009, the Permanent Council proceeded to elect Mr. James Millette as a member of the OAS Board of External Auditors for a term to conclude in February 2011. 

7.
Annual reports of the organs, organizations and entities of the Organization
Pursuant to article 91 f) of the OAS Charter, the Permanent Council is to consider the annual reports of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Inter-American Commission of Human Rights, the General Secretariat, the specialized bodies and conferences and the other organs and entitities and present to the General Assembly the observations and recommendations it deems relevant.

The Council carries out this responsibility with the support of its permanent commissions.  In this sense, the annual reports of the Pan American Health Organization, the Administrative Tribunal, the Inter-American Commission of Women, the Inter-American Telecommunications Commission, the Inter-American Children’s Institute and the Pan American Institute of Geography and History were considered by the General Committee

.  

The annual reports of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, the Inter-American Commission of Human Rights, the Inter-American Court of Human Rights, and the Justice Studies Center for the Americas were considered by the Committee on Juridical and Political Affairs.

The annual reports of the Inter-American Defense Board, the Inter-American Committee Against Terrorism and the Inter-American Commission to Combat Drug Trafficking were considered by the Committee on Hemispheric Security.

The observations and comments by the committees relating to these reports may be found in the respective committee reports located in document AG/doc.4992/09 add. 1.
On March 18, 2009, the Permanent Council received the annual report of the Inter-American Institute for Cooperation on Agriculture (IICA) which set forth a new vision of the Institute regarding food security in the Americas.  This report was published as document CP/doc.4377/09.

Moreover, on May 13, 2009 the Council took note of the annual report presented by the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI), document CP/doc.4394/09, and the report regarding the Fourteenth Regular Session of CIDI which included the draft resolutions presented by CIDI to the General Assembly.

8.
Preparations for the XXXIX Regular Session of the General Assembly
a. Program-Budget of the Organization for 2010
The Permanent Council received a report from the Chair of the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP), Ambassador Aristides Royo, Permanent Representative of Panama, on the tasks performed by the Committee pursuant to the mandates established through General Assembly resolutions AG/RES. 2437(XXXVIII-O/08) and AG/RES. 1 (XXXVI-E/08) with respect to the program-budget of the Organization for 2010.

The aforementioned resolutions called for a review of the Organization’s program-budget expenditures and financing and, in connection with that review, they requested the Secretary General to continue efforts to modernize the General Secretariat and to improve and promote a culture of austerity, efficiency, effectiveness, transparency, and prudence in the use of resources in the General Secretariat’s operations and to put forward a comprehensive proposal containing further austerity and expenditure rationalization measures.

For its part, the Permanent Council tasked the CAAP with proceeding to analyze and consider the findings of that review and with fulfilling other established requirements, such as consideration of the recommendations of the Board of External Auditors regarding the need for a periodic adjustment of quota income to the Organization’s expenditure level and consideration of the report to be drawn up by the General Secretariat on the fiscal year’s actual disbursements for statutory adjustments of staff salaries implemented as a result of the Organization’s use of “smart parity”; the difference between actual disbursements and estimated costs of statutory adjustments of staff salaries; and suggestions on how to finance differences between actual costs and estimated costs.

Moreover, the aforementioned resolutions called for a thorough review, beginning in October 2008, of all resources and expenditures of the Organization in the context of existing mandates, in order to prioritize and optimize the use of said resources for future program-budgets, within the capacity of the member states to finance them.  They called for a report to be presented subsequently to the General Assembly.   

On October 1, 2008, the CAAP began its work on the 2010 budget year and on implementation of the mandates contained in resolutions AG/RES. 2437 (XXXVIII-O/08) and AG/RES.1 (XXXVI-E/08). It established a methodology and a work plan for reaching conclusions regarding the complex task assigned to it. However, the time allowed was insufficient, given that the task requires careful scrutiny of all the aspects involved, particularly in light of the current global financial crisis, which could affect the member states’ capacity to contribute to the functioning of the institution. 

Nonetheless, the member states recognized that the time has come to conduct a serious, in-depth review of the mandates and commitments established by the General Assembly, which are very costly for the Organization in terms of staff, infrastructure, and other expenses. This review should necessarily lead to a prioritization and reduction of mandates, without weakening the Organization in those sectors where it has proved to be very effective, to the point that it has been able to mobilize specific resources in 2009 totaling $63.8 million.

In view of the serious commitment assumed by all member states in the CAAP to conduct a detailed review of the Organization’s current financial situation and of its expenditures and income and to consider innovative options for increasing its resources and strengthening its management, on December 3, 2008, the CAAP asked the Permanent Council for an extension of the deadline so as to be able to continue assessing information received from the General Secretariat in accordance with the mandates in the aforementioned resolutions.

Pursuant to the responsibility assigned to it in the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council “[T]o examine the proposed program-budget that the General Secretariat transmits to it in consultation with the Permanent Council for the purposes indicated in Article 112.c of the Charter, and to submit to the Council such observations as it may deem pertinent,” on March 4, 2009 the CAAP recommended that the Permanent Council postpone consideration and approval of the program-budget of the Organization for 2010 until a special session of the General Assembly that would be held after member states had: (1) been able to analyze pertinent information regarding the budgetary and financial position of the institution and its secretariat; and (2) taken decisions making it possible to prepare a reasonable proposal for financing such priorities as the member states may establish and which will undoubtedly have implications for the program-budget of the Organization, not just in respect of 2010 but for subsequent budgets as well. 

Based on the recommendation of the CAAP, on March 4, 2009, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 946 (1682/09), which convened a special session of the General Assembly, to be held on September 30, 2009, to consider and approve the 2010 program-budget; requested the Secretary General, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolutions AG/RES. 2437 (XXXVIII-O/08) and AG/RES. 1 (XXXVI-E/08), to present his proposed program-budget to the Preparatory Committee for that special session no later than ninety days prior to its opening date, in accordance with Article 90 of the General Standards; and notified the Preparatory Committee for the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly of its decision.

b. Draft resolutions and declarations for consideration by the General Assembly

AG/doc.4992/09 add. 2 and add. 3 contain the draft resolutions and declarations considered and approved by the Permanent Council for transmittal to the General Assembly.

c. Topics for consideration by the General Assembly

At its meeting held on 27 May 2009 (see CP/SA.1693/09 and CP/ACTA.1693/09 –  Summary record and minutes of the regular session of the Permanent Council held on May 27), the Permanent Council decided to submit the following topics to the General Assembly for consideration: 
· Hemispheric cooperation in planning for and responding to communicable diseases, including influenza a (H1N1);
· Summit Follow-up on Haiti
· Hemispheric Cooperation on an Advanced  Passenger Information System (APIS)
· Analysis of draft resolutions on Cuba.

The Permanent Council also established an open Working Group to consider draft resolutions on the matter of the exclusion of the Government of Cuba from participation in the Organization of American States for the purposes of reporting on the outcome of said consideration to the General Committee of the General Assembly.

�.	Article 5 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council provides:  The office of Chair of the Permanent Council shall be held by each of the principal representatives in turn, following the alphabetical order in Spanish of the names of their respective countries. The office of Vice Chair shall be filled in the same way, following the reverse alphabetical order.  Article 6 provides:  The Chair and Vice Chair shall hold office for a term of three months. These terms shall begin automatically on the first day of each quarter of the calendar year.  Article 7 provides:  In the event of the temporary absence or disability of the Chair, the Vice Chair shall replace him/her and, in the event of the absence or disability of both of them, the principal representative of greatest seniority shall preside.  If for any reason the country to which the Chair corresponds does not have a principal representative, the Vice Chair shall serve as Chair until a principal representative of that country joins the Council.  If during a term or part thereof a country to which the Chair or Vice Chair corresponds does not have a principal representative, that term shall not be interrupted. Once it has ended, the Chair or Vice Chair shall go to the following country, in accordance with the order established in Article 5.
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
