9. To request the General Secretariat to strengthen the link between the inter-American ministerial meetings and the Summits of the Americas process, and to urge the SAS to take part in inter-American ministerial meetings to follow-up on the implementation of Summit mandates and commitments and on topics of interest to the OAS.

10. To request the General Secretariat through the SAS to provide full support to the Government of the Republic of Colombia in the preparation for the Sixth Summit of the Americas scheduled to be held in the city of Cartagena on April 14-15, 2012.

11. To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS and the member states, to promote and disseminate among the stakeholders involved in the Summits process the mandates, commitments, and results emanating from the Summits of the Americas so that they may contribute to their implementation.

12. To request the General Secretariat to make efforts, through the SAS, to continue to explore and implement in the Summits of the Americas process methods for promoting and increasing awareness and the participation of social actors in that process, through the use of the Summits of the Americas Virtual Community (SVC) and other information and communication technologies (ICTs).

13. To request the SAS to continue working with member states in the implementation and follow-up of Summit mandates, [Mexico: including the promotion and training on the use of the Summits of the Americas Follow-up System (SISCA)].

15. To request the General Secretariat to strengthen the SAS by providing it with the human and financial resources [Guatemala and Mexico: it needs] to fulfill its function as Technical Secretariat of the Summits of the Americas process efficiently and effectively.

16. Promote technical cooperation and institutional capacity-building, in order to strengthen natural and man-made disaster response and mitigation and crisis management capacity in the small island states, including the development of reconstruction capability, training in humanitarian assistance, search and rescue operations, and strengthening of critical infrastructure protection, as well as the security of tourism and recreational facilities and the use of simulation exercises;
h. Provide training and technical assistance regarding legislation on counterterrorism, terrorist financing, cybersecurity, and cybercrime;

i.
