I have the honor to address Your Excellency with reference to Note No. 118, dated May 29, 2013, which the Permanent Mission of Chile to the OAS had sent to the Chair of the Preparatory Committee of the Forty-Third Regular Session of the General Assembly.
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In that connection, it should be noted that on May 20, 2013, the Preparatory Committee took cognizance of Bolivia’s decision to annul its March 22, 2013 request that had given rise to the topic “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” being included on the draft agenda for consideration by the current General Assembly, pursuant to Resolution AG/RES. 989 (XIX-O/89) of November 18, 1989. Bolivia’s request to annul the March 22, 2013 note was accepted by the Preparatory Committee on the same date it was submitted.


Bolivia made its request to rescind the inclusion of the aforementioned item as it had turned to the International Court of Justice, filing on April 24, 2013 a claim against the Republic of Chile regarding the maritime problem of Bolivia.


The Government and People of Bolivia reserve the right to request the inclusion of the item “Report on the Maritime Problem of Bolivia” at forthcoming regular sessions of the OAS General Assembly, in keeping with the decisions taken by the Organization’s supreme organ through resolution AG/RES. 989 (XIX-O/89) of November 18, 1989.


Distinguished Chair, I am hereby requesting that this note be circulated for the information of the delegations and be entered into the record of the General Assembly.
