Each government may accredit an acting representative, as well as such alternates and advisers as it considers necessary.

The office of chair is held by each of the representatives, in turn, following the alphabetic order in Spanish of the names of their respective countries.  The office of vice chair is filled in the same way, following reverse alphabetic order.

B. COMPETENCE

Within the limits of the Charter and of inter-American treaties and agreements, the Permanent Council takes cognizance of any matter referred to it by the General Assembly or the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs.
/

It serves provisionally as the organ of consultation in conformity with the provisions of the special treaty on the subject.
/

It keeps vigilance over the maintenance of friendly relations among the member states, and for that purpose effectively assists them in the peaceful settlement of their disputes, in accordance with the provisions of the Charter.
/

It is the function of the Permanent Council to:
/
a. Carry out those decisions of the General Assembly or of the Meeting of Consultation of Ministers of Foreign Affairs the implementation of which has not been assigned to any other body;

b. Watch over the observance of the standards governing the operation of the General Secretariat and, when the General Assembly is not in session, adopt provisions of a regulatory nature that enable the General Secretariat to carry out its administrative functions;

c. Act as the Preparatory Committee of the General Assembly, in accordance with the terms of Article 60 of the Charter, unless the General Assembly should decide otherwise;

d. Prepare, at the request of the member states and with the cooperation of the appropriate organs of the Organization, draft agreements to promote and facilitate cooperation between the Organization of American States and the United Nations or between the Organization and other American agencies of recognized international standing.  These draft agreements shall be submitted to the General Assembly for approval;
e. Submit recommendations to the General Assembly with regard to the functioning of the Organization and the coordination of its subsidiary organs, agencies, and committees;

f.
Consider the reports of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development, of the Inter-American Juridical Committee, of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights, of the General Secretariat, of specialized agencies and conferences, and of other bodies and agencies, and present to the General Assembly any observations and recommendations it deems necessary; and

g. Perform the other functions assigned to it in the Charter.

C. SECRETARIAT

The Assistant Secretary General serves as Secretary of the Permanent Council
/ and directs the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Permanent Council and the Department of Conferences and Meetings.

Pursuant to the provisions of Executive Order No. 08-01 Rev. 2, the principal functions of the Secretariat of the Permanent Council are set forth below.  The full text can be  accessed through the following hyperlink:  http://www.oas.org/legal/english/gensec/EXOR0801-REV2.htm .

· Functions

1. Provides ongoing guidance and advice to the chairs and other elected officers of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, and the Permanent Council and its subsidiary bodies on the organization of work, the status of negotiations, the interpretation of rules of procedure and background information for member state representatives and relevant areas of the General Secretariat on matters presented for consideration.
2. Advises the style committees of the meetings and conferences of the organs of the Organization.

3. Prepares reports, draft resolutions, declarations, or recommendations on the topics to be considered at the meetings, as well as verbatim and summary minutes of the meetings themselves.

4. Ensures that the information on the Internet web pages of the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and Subsidiary Organs and the Office of the Assistant Secretary General is kept up to date in the official languages of the Organization.

5. Provides all services connected with the processing and issuance of all official documents of the Secretariat of the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and Subsidiary Organs, ensuring that they are properly registered and classified, and that advance electronic copies are sent to the delegations and to pertinent General Secretariat staff and officials.

6. Supervises the preparation of documentation for meetings by:  (a) ensuring the consistency, quality, and standards of original texts; and (b) coordinating with the Language Services Section the processing of documentation and the scheduling of deadlines for the receipt of original documents and the dispatch of all language versions to member states.

7. Provides secretariat and support services to the chair of the Permanent Council.


8.
Coordinates, with the Department of Conferences and Meetings, the delivery of conference and secretariat services to the General Assembly, the Meeting of Consultation, the Permanent Council, and the subsidiary organs.

CHAPTER II
A.
MEETINGS

In accordance with Article 12 of its Statutes, the Permanent Council shall hold its meetings at its seat, in the manner determined by its Rules of Procedure.  It may also hold meetings in any member state, when it finds it advisable and with the prior consent of the government concerned (Article 13 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council).
Section VII of the Rules of Procedure of the Permanent Council establishes the rules governing the convocation of protocolary, regular, and special meetings.

3. Special meetings and sessions
Under Article 37 of its Rules of Procedure, the Permanent Council shall hold special meetings when:

Any representative so requests in writing, stating the purpose of the request;
c.
The Secretary General expressly so requests, in the exercise of the authority conferred upon him or her in the second paragraph of Article 110 of the Charter; or
d.
The General Assembly expressly so mandates.
The General Assembly has also mandated the convening of special sessions to consider specific topics on the agenda of the Organization.

· September 25, 2009 – Pursuant to AG/RES.2492 (XXXIX-O/09) “Existing Mechanisms for Disaster Prevention” the Joint Meeting heard presentations made by the Assistant Secretary General, Ambassador Albert Ramdin;  by the General Secretariat on “Existing Mechanisms for Disaster Prevention” and by Ambassador Gabriel Fuks, Chair of the White Helmets Commission, on the current humanitarian assistance debate (CP/INF.5903/09)

· February 24, 2010 – a special meeting of the Joint Permanent Council and CEPCIDI was convened to consider the topic: “Investing in Early Childhood: A Sound Strategy for Fighting Poverty and Promoting Social Development and Equity.”
Two panel discussions ensued:  the first panel, which focused on the reasons for investing in early childhood, was moderated by Ambassador Castillo, Permanent Representative of Costa Rica.. The panel began with a presentation by Dr. J. Fraser Mustard, Founding President of the Canadian Institute for Advanced Research, on the development of the brain and its influence on human development. The next speaker was Dr. Jeffrey D. Sachs, Director of the Earth Institute and a professor at Columbia University, who addressed the challenges to economic development, anti-poverty efforts, and intelligent globalization.  Mr. Leonardo Garnier, Minister of Education of Costa Rica, delivered a presentation on the importance of early childhood education, and the panel concluded with remarks by Dr. Joan Lombardi, Undersecretary and Interdepartmental Focal Point for Early Childhood Development of the United States Department of Health and Human Services, on the needs of children and their families.  The second panel addressed the matter of promoting social development and equity and was chaired by Ambassador Smith, Permanent Representative of The Bahamas, Participating were Ms. Nurper Ulkuer, Program Officer for Early Childhood Development at UNICEF; Mr. Leonardo Yanez, Project Officer for Latin America at the Bernard Van Leer Foundation in The Netherlands; and Ms. Estela Ortiz, Deputy Executive Chair of the National Kindergarten Board (JUNJI) of Chile. 

· January 27, 2010  – the Joint Meeting of the Permanent Council and CEPCIDI met to install the Joint Working Group Permanent Council/CEPCIDI Working Group on the Draft Social Charter of the Americas, and to elect its chair.

· Mr. Dante Caputo, Head of the OAS Electoral Observation Mission to Mexico on July 5, 2009 presented the report on that mission to observe the elections of federal representatives to the chamber of deputies, governors, mayors, heads of delegation, and local legislators. 
Regular meeting of January 13, 2010
· Oral report on the electoral observation mission in Saint Vincent and The Grenadines The report was presented by Mr. Steven Griner, Head of the Observation Mission carried out by the OAS regarding the referendum on constitutional reform that took place in Saint Vincent and the Grenadines on November 25, 2009. 
· The head of the Electoral Observation Mission conducted by the OAS in Bolivia,
Mr. Horacio Serpa, submitted the report on the general elections held on December 6, 2009.

In its meeting of July 22, 2009, the Permanent Council elected Mr. Delano Frank Bart, proposed by the Government of Saint Kitts and Nevis, by acclamation as a member of the Board of Directors of the JSCA for a term of three years, beginning on January 1, 2010.

· Retirement and Pension Committee

In its meeting of August 13, 2009, the Permanent Council elected Ambassador Gillian Bristol, Permanent Representative of Grenada, by acclamation, to be the representative of the Permanent Council on the Retirement and Pension Committee. 

· Inter-American Commission on Human Rights

In its meeting of December 3, 2009, the Permanent Council met to elect a member to replace Commissioner Florentín Meléndez, who had presented his resignation. The new commissioner elected would serve out the remainder of Commissioner Meléndez’s term.  The results of the secret ballot were:  19 votes in favor of Ms. María Silvia Guillén of El Salvador and 5 votes for Mr. Frank Rafael La Rué Levy of Guatemala. Ms. Guillén was declared elected to serve the remainder of the term, i.e. until December 31, 2011.
· Protocol of San Salvador: Composition and Functioning of the Working Group to Examine the Periodic Reports of the States Parties

In its meeting of March 17, 2010, the Permanent Council elected Ms. Paola Margarita Buendía García, as a government expert on this Working Group.

· Election of a member of the Leo S. Rowe Commision
In its meeting of May 19, 2010, the Permanent Council elected, by acclamation, the Delegation of Chile as a member of the Commission to fill the vacancy produced by the conclusion of the term corresponding to the Delegation of Peru.
6.
Preparations and follow-up for sessions of the General Assembly
· Thirty-Seventh Special Session (Washington, D.C. June 30, 2009)

The Permanent Council held two special sessions prior to convening the special General Assembly.

On June 26, 2009, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 952 (1699/09) “Situation in Honduras”, which, inter alia, accepted “… the request of the constitutional and democratic Government of Honduras to provide support to preserve and strengthen the democratic institutions of the country, within the framework of the rule of law”; called “…upon all political and social actors involved to ensure that their actions respect the rule of law, in order to avoid a disruption of the constitutional order and of social peace that might impair peaceful coexistence among Hondurans” and instructed “…the OAS Secretary General to establish a Special Commission to visit Honduras as a matter of urgency, with a view to analyzing the facts and contributing to broad national dialogue aimed at finding democratic solutions to the current situation, and to report back to the Permanent Council.”

Two days later, on June 28, 2009, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 953 (1700/09) “Current situation in Honduras”, vehemently condemning the coup d’état against the constitutionally-established Government of Honduras, and the arbitrary detention and expulsion from the country of the constitutional president José Manuel Zelaya Rosales, which has produced an unconstitutional alteration of the democratic order and convening a special session of the General Assembly to “… to take place at the headquarters of the Organization, on Tuesday, June 30, 2009, to take whatever decisions it considers appropriate, in accordance with the Charter of the Organization of American States, international law, and the provisions of the Inter-American Democratic Charter.”
The special General Assembly met on June 30, 2009 and on July 4, 2009 and adopted the following two resolutions:

Resolution on the Political Crisis in Honduras (adopted at the plenary session, held on July 1, 2009 and reviewed by the Style Committee) AG/RES. 1 (XXXVII-E/09) rev. 1.
Resolution on the Suspension of the Right of Honduras to participate in the OAS (adopted at the second plenary session, held on July 4, 2009, and reviewed by the Style Committee) AG/RES. 2 (XXXVII-E/09) rev. 1.

Subsequently, the Permanent Council has assiduously kept abreast of events as they ensued in Honduras and concerning the situation in Honduras.  It has held 16 meetings to that purpose.
On September 21, 2009, after learning that the constitutional president of Honduras, Mr. José Manuel Zelaya Rosales, had returned to Tegucigalpa, the Permanent Council adopted CP/DEC. 42 (1716/09) demanding “…full guarantees from the de facto authorities in order to ensure the life and physical integrity of President Zelaya and a treatment consistent with his high office, as well as his return to the Presidency of the Republic in accordance with General Assembly Resolution AG/RES.1 (XXXVII-E/09).

The Permanent Council also called “…for the immediate signing of the San José Agreement…” and called on “…on all sectors of Honduran society to act responsibly and prudently, avoiding any acts that could lead to violence and hinder the national reconciliation so desired by the Honduran people and the Hemisphere as a whole.”

The Council finally reiterated its support “…for the Secretary General’s initiatives in the framework of the mandates of the thirty-seventh special session of the General Assembly to facilitate dialogue and restoration of the constitutional order.”

On October 21, 2009, the Permanent Council adopted CP/DEC. 43 (1723/09) which vigorously denounced and strongly condemned “… the hostile action by the de facto regime against the embassy of Brazil in Tegucigalpa and the harassment of its occupants through deliberate actions that affect them physically and psychologically and violate their human rights…” and called on the “…de facto regime to put an immediate end to these actions, to respect the Vienna Convention on Diplomatic Relations and international instruments on human rights, and to withdraw forthwith all repressive forces from the areas surrounding the Embassy of Brazil, without neglecting the due security of the Mission.”
The Permanent Council also appealed “…for guarantees for the right to life, integrity, and security of President José Manuel Zelaya Rosales and of all persons in and around the Embassy of Brazil, as well as for the protection of their dignity,…” and it urged the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights to follow up on this situation. 
The Permanent Council concluded by issuing “…a strong appeal for continuation of the dialogue already well under way in Honduras, under the terms of the proposal of the San José Agreement, without any attempt to open topics other than those contained in said proposal.”
· Thirty-Eighth Special Session (Washington, D.C. September 30, 2009) 

This special session of the General Assembly was convened pursuant to the mandates established through General Assembly resolutions AG/RES. 2437(XXXVIII-O/08) and AG/RES. 1 (XXXVI-E/08) with respect to the program-budget of the Organization for 2010.

The aforementioned resolutions called for a review of the Organization’s program-budget expenditures and financing and, in connection with that review, they requested the Secretary General to continue efforts to modernize the General Secretariat and to improve and promote a culture of austerity, efficiency, effectiveness, transparency, and prudence in the use of resources in the General Secretariat’s operations and to put forward a comprehensive proposal containing further austerity and expenditure rationalization measures.

Based on the recommendation of the CAAP, on March 4, 2009, the Permanent Council adopted resolution CP/RES. 946 (1682/09), which convened a special session of the General Assembly, to be held on September 30, 2009, to consider and approve the 2010 program-budget; requested the Secretary General, in accordance with the guidelines established in resolutions AG/RES. 2437 (XXXVIII-O/08) and AG/RES. 1 (XXXVI-E/08), to present his proposed program-budget to the Preparatory Committee for that special session no later than ninety days prior to its opening date, in accordance with Article 90 of the General Standards; and notified the Preparatory Committee for the thirty-ninth regular session of the General Assembly of its decision.
The Permanent Council, in its capacity as the Preparatory Committee for the General Assembly, pursuant to Article 91.c and 60 of the Charter of the Organization of American States, held a meeting on September 29, 2009 to consider procedural matters related to the special session of the General Assembly convened by the Permanent Council in its resolution CP/RES. 946 (1682/09). 
On September 30, 2009, the special General Assembly adopted resolution AG/RES 1 (XXXVIII-E/09).  The text of the resolution can be accessed at:

· Thirty-Ninth Special Session (Washington, D.C. March 24, 2010)

On February 3, 2010, the Permanent Council adopted CP/RES. 967 (1738/10), convening the Thirty-ninth Special Session of the General Assembly for the purpose of electing the Secretary General and the Assistant Secretary General of the Organization for Wednesday, March 24, 2010, at 11:00 a.m., at the headquarters of the Organization.  It also convened a special session of the Permanent Council to be held March 3, 2010 at headquarters to enable presentations to be made by all candidates to the posts of Secretary General and Assistant Secretary General   The Permanent Council also established the period of 4 to 19 March wherein it charged the General Secretariat with the organization of actual or virtual meetings between the candidates and representatives of civil society organizations duly accredited to the Organization for the purpose of achieving a broad coverage.
Secretary General José Miguel Insulza and Assistant Secretary General
Albert Ramdin, were re-elected to their posts by acclamation.

Article 5 of the Statutes of the Permanent Council provides:  The office of Chair of the Permanent Council shall be held by each of the principal representatives in turn, following the alphabetical order in Spanish of the names of their respective countries. The office of Vice Chair shall be filled in the same way, following the reverse alphabetical order.  Article 6 provides:  The Chair and Vice Chair shall hold office for a term of three months. These terms shall begin automatically on the first day of each quarter of the calendar year.  Article 7 provides:  In the event of the temporary absence or disability of the Chair, the Vice Chair shall replace him/her and, in the event of the absence or disability of both of them, the principal representative of greatest seniority shall preside.  If for any reason the country to which the Chair corresponds does not have a principal representative, the Vice Chair shall serve as Chair until a principal representative of that country joins the Council.  If during a term or part thereof a country to which the Chair or Vice Chair corresponds does not have a principal representative, that term shall not be interrupted. Once it has ended, the Chair or Vice Chair shall go to the following country, in accordance with the order established in Article 5.
