ON THE RIGHTS OF INDIGENOUS PEOPLES

(Considered by the Permanent Council at its meeting held on May 27 and transmitted to the General Committee of the General Assembly)

UNDERSCORING the [COL: adoption of the] Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples by of the United Nations General Assembly [US: on September 13, 2007,] and that it has been signed [COL, CAN: adopted] by all the OAS member states; (CAN, MEX, ARG, COL, PAN: support this paragraph) (BOL, PAR, CAN: in consultations on this paragraph)

ALSO UNDERSCORING the efforts made by the Working Group since 1998 in negotiating an American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples; (PARAGRAPH APPROVED)

RECOGNIZING the important presence and contribution of indigenous peoples in the Americas; and (PARAGRAPH APPROVED)

CONSIDERING the work in promoting and disseminating the rights of indigenous peoples carried out by various areas of the Organization, (PARAGRAPH APPROVED)
RESOLVES:

To reaffirm the willingness and commitment of the member states of the Organization of American States in promoting and protecting the rights of indigenous peoples in the Hemisphere. (PARAGRAPH APPROVED)

PAR, BOL, ECU, VEN: To endorse the Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples of the United Nations General Assembly [US: adopted on September 13, 2007,], which has been signed [VEN: adopted] [PER, CAN: accepted] by all the OAS member states; (PER, MEX, ARG, CHI: in consultations)

PAR, BOL: To instruct the Permanent Council to hold a special meeting with the participation of indigenous peoples’ representatives to take stock of the process of negotiation of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples and examine necessary and other mechanisms for the promotion and observance of their rights.


2.
To instruct the Permanent Council to consider the adoption of the Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, adopted by the United Nations on September 13, 2007, as a Convention within the inter-American area, and to present the General Assembly with a report thereon.

ALT BOL:
To instruct the Permanent Council to establish a direct and broad dialogue with the indigenous peoples of the Hemisphere, in order to begin consideration of an American Convention based on the Universal Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples.

ALT MEX, CHI, PAN, PER, GUA, ELS, CAN, US:
To instruct the Permanent Council [CR: to hold a dialogue with the participation of the indigenous peoples of the Hemisphere, in order] to prepare a Plan of Action focused on implementing the rights of indigenous peoples contained in the international instruments that exist on the topic. 

Alt BOL: To request that the Permanent Council establish a working group to prepare, in coordination with indigenous representatives, the Secretariat, and specialized organs and agencies of the Organization, and taking into account the results of the special meeting, a draft international instrument on promotion and protection of indigenous peoples for adoption at the forty-fifth regular session of General Assembly, and that it recommend other measures for moving forward with the promotion of the rights of indigenous peoples.
PER 2 bis.: To call upon member states, permanent observers, and institutions to contribute to the Specific Fund to Support the Preparation of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples, in order to resume the meetings of negotiation in the quest for points of consensus with the effective participation of representatives of member states and indigenous peoples.

[PER: To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights to present prepare a report on the viability of converting considering the Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples adopted by the United Nations into as an American Convention for the protection and promotion of the rights of the Hemisphere’s indigenous peoples.]

[MEX, CHI, PAN, PER, GUA: ALT:To request the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights to present a report on the viability of converting the Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples adopted by the United Nations into an American Convention for the protection and promotion of the rights of the Hemisphere’s indigenous peoples.]

To ask the General Secretariat and the organs, agencies, and entities of the Organization to provide their valuable support to the process of preparing said Plan of Action this draft Convention] [PER: and to look for alternative ways to overcome the current financial difficulties and resume the process of negotiation of the American Declaration on the Rights of Indigenous Peoples].

To entrust the different areas of the OAS General Secretariat with continuing to make efforts for the promotion of the rights of indigenous peoples in the Hemisphere.
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
