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DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD
(Adopted at the meeting of April 27, 2015)

The Meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on Monday, April 27, 2015

Also taking part were the delegations of Antigua and Barbuda, Brazil, Canada, Haiti, Jamaica, and Venezuela. The Executive Secretary for Integral Development (SEDI) and Director General of the IACD could not attend, but was represented by Ms. Kim Osborne, Chief of the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI. 
The meeting began with the adoption of the draft Order of Business (AICD/JD/OD-44/15 - Español | English).  
Approval of the Proposed Development Cooperation Fund Programming Cycle 2014-2017 (DCF/OAS) (AICD/JD/doc.152/15)
In its capacity as technical secretariat to the Development Cooperation Fund (DCF/OAS), the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI submitted the proposed DCF/OAS Programming Cycle 2014-2017 (AICD/JD/INF.26/15 - English).  It was noted that the Section had been working with cooperation and sectoral areas in 18 member states, as well as with the technical areas of SEDI, to develop national initiatives in thematic areas approved under the "Social Development and Creation of Productive Employment" area of action. It was further reported that the delegation of Saint Lucia had presented its initiative but did not get to finish it for the meeting; and that the delegations of Guyana and Venezuela to date had not submitted their initiatives.  The delegation of Venezuela explained that it would be coordinating with the Secretariat to submit its initiative as soon as possible.
In this regard, the Management Board reached the following decisions:
Decision No 1:
To approve the Proposed DCF/OAS Programming Cycle 2014-2017, contained in document AICD/JD/Doc.152/15 Rev. 1 English - Español.
Decision No 2:
To request the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI to move further in the final formulation of outstanding national initiatives by the delegations of Saint Lucia, Guyana, and Venezuela so that they can be considered by the Board before May 11, 2015 through an electronic consultation. 
Decision No 3:
To instruct the Secretariat to initiate the necessary administrative procedures for execution of the Programming to start as soon as possible, while making further steps to identify additional contributions from the partners that have been identified together with member states.  To further instruct it to keep the Management Board abreast of progress made in mobilizing external resources and in executing the Program.
Costs associated with the external auditing of the accounts of the Development Cooperation Fund and of the Special Multilateral Fund of CIDI (FEMCIDI) projects underway 
The Chair explained that this item was included at the Secretariat's request, so as to report on the costs of the external audit services provided to the Organization, and in particular those related to the audit of the Development Cooperation Fund.  Ms. Teresa Martin, of the Department of Financial and Administrative Services Management, was invited to deliver the report. She gave a brief overview of the cost structure of the external audit and in particular the portion to be covered by the DCF/OAS (AICD/JD/INF.28/15 – Español - English). Following the presentation, the delegations in attendance asked a series of questions and commented, after which the Chair concluded that doubts remained about the audit process and the costs related to the CDF, and that the delegations therefore needed time to study the issue more thoroughly and to consult with their capitals and among themselves.  Based on the foregoing, the Board decided as follows:
Decision No 4:
To create an informal working group, which would meet at OAS headquarters, dedicated to studying the cost of the external audit for the Development Cooperation Fund and to submit its recommendations to the Management Board by the end of May 2015.  To appoint Mr. Luis Carlos García, Alternate Representative of Paraguay and Vice Chair of the Management Board, to lead these efforts; and to request the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI and the Department of Financial and Administrative Management Services to render the necessary support.
Activities report of the Technical Cooperation Section
Ms. Kim Osborne, Chief of the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI, reported on the work done by her area to support member states, and in particular efforts made to bring the Development Cooperation Fund into operation, establish multisectoral partnerships, and establish the platform for development cooperation exchange.  The full text of her presentation was distributed as document AICD/JD/INF. 27/15 – English. In that connection, the Management Board decided as follows:
Decision No 5
To take note of the report and commend the work being done by the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI and to request that it regularly furnish the Management Board with progress reports. 
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
