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The meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on December 9, 2015.

The meeting began with the adoption of the Draft Order of Business, AICD/JD/OD-45/15 rev. 1  Español - English  
1. Appointment of Ambassador Dr. Neil Parsan, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, as Director General of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD)  
Decision No. 1:
Pursuant to Article 12 of the Statutes of the Agency, the decision was made to recommend that Ambassador Dr. Neil Parsan, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, be appointed Director General of the IACD.
2. Report of the delegation of Paraguay, Vice Chair of the Management Board, on the outcomes of the informal consultations concerning revision of the rules governing the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (AICD/JD/doc.154/15  English - Español)
Decision No. 2:
To acknowledge with appreciation and take note of the report on the review of the IACD regulations (AICD/JD/doc.154/15), presented by the delegation of Paraguay in its capacity as Vice Chair of the Management Board.  To agree to the proposed amendments to the Statutes of the IACD and to the Rules of Procedure of its Management Board, as set out in Appendixes I and II to said report, and to forward them to CIDI for consideration so that, as the case may be, they may be submitted to the General Assembly for consideration.


To place on record that, once additional guidelines put forward by member states in connection with the definition of the Strategic Vision of the OAS have been received, along with inputs on the operations of the Development Cooperation Fund (OAS/DCF), it would be advisable for the Board, in keeping with Article 19 of the Statutes of the IACD, to conduct a comprehensive review of the functioning, operations, and financing of the IACD and to present any relevant recommendations to CIDI and to the General Assembly. 


The approved amendments to the Statutes of the IACD and to the Rules of Procedure of the Management Board were distributed following the meeting as documents AICD/JD/doc.156/15  English - Español - Français- Português and AICD/JD/doc.157/15  English - Español - Français - Português.
3. Report of the delegation of Paraguay, Vice Chair of the Management Board, of the outcomes of the informal consultations concerning the costs of external auditing of the Development Cooperation Fund (AICD/JD/doc-153/15  English - Español)
Decision No.  3:
To acknowledge with appreciation and take note of the report on the external auditing costs of the OAS/DCF presented by the delegation of Paraguay in its capacity as Vice Chair of the Management Board.  To request the Secretariat to present in writing in January a proposal to cover the external auditing costs for 2015 and subsequent years, as well as a report on the balance sheet of the OAS/DCF, and to indicate the impact that the external auditing costs have on it.
4. Progress report on the First Programming Cycle of the OAS/DCF 

Decision No.  4:
To request the member states to make their cooperation pledges to the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI so that they may be included on the Cooperanet platform that the Secretariat will be relaunching in the next few months.

5. Report on the balance sheet of the OAS/DCF (at October 31, 2015) (AICD/JD/doc-155/15  English - Español)
Decision No.  5:
On an exceptional basis and for 2015 contributions exclusively, to extend the deadline for DCF contributions to February 29, 2016.


Likewise, as established in Articles 6 and 7 of the Rules of Procedure of the Management Board, elections were held for the 2015-2016 Chair and Vice Chair, with the following elected by acclamation: Mr. Louis Woodroffe, Permanent Secretary of the Ministry of Finance and Economic Affairs as Chair.  To give the delegations time to hold consultations on candidacies for the Vice Chair, that election was postponed until the next meeting.

That being the last meeting with Mrs. América Bastidas Castañeda in the chair, the delegations thanked her and commended her for her leadership of the Board over the past two years.  For her part, Mrs. Bastidas expressed appreciation to the delegations of El Salvador, Mexico, and Paraguay, who served as Vice Chairs during the 2013-2014 and 2014-2015 terms, as well as to the Alternate Representative of the Dominican Republic to the OAS, the Secretariat, and all delegations for their support.  She also drew attention to the Dominican Republic’s interest in hosting the Specialized CIDI Meeting of High-Level Cooperation Authorities in 2016 and said that she would put the matter before a future meeting of the Management Board for consideration in order to begin studying topics of interest to the states. 


The Management Board was informed that Mrs. Isabel Zuluaga, a staff member in the Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI who supported the work of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) and was now supporting the Development Cooperation Fund, would be leaving the Organization.  The Secretariat and the delegations highlighted Mrs. Zuluaga’s work and professionalism, thanked her for all her support, and wished her continued success.
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
