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The meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on December 9, 2016.

The meeting was opened with the adoption of the Draft Order of Business, AICD/JD/OD-48/16 Español  - English  
1. Election of the Chair and Vice Chair of the Management Board (2016-2017)

Decision No. 1:
The Management Board elected Ms. América Bastidas Castañeda, Advisor to the Minister on Multilateral Affairs , Ministry of Economy, Planning, and Development of the Dominican Republic, as its Chair, while Ms. Nicola Virgill-Rolle, Director of Economic, Development and Planning in the Office of the Prime Minister of the Commonwealth of the Bahamas, was elected as Vice Chair.
2. Preparation of the Specialized CIDI meeting of High-level Authorities of Cooperation [AG/RES. 2881 (XLVI-O/16) ]

Decision No.  2:
The Board decided that in order to prepare for a stronger and more substantive meeting of Authorities of Cooperation, the date of April 24-25, 2017 should be changed to October, 2017. In the meantime the Board will consider holding a forum on cooperation in April of 2017, which could also serve as a preparatory meeting.  The incoming chair was asked to present this recommendation and a draft resolution on the change of date of the Meeting for the consideration of CIDI.  
As part of this discussion, delegations highlighted that it would be convenient to analyze the possibility of linking the topics of the agenda for the Specialized Meeting of High-Level Authorities of Cooperation to the education and labor ministerial meetings scheduled for 2017, as well as to the area of action to be defined for the next cycle of the Development Cooperation Fund (DCF) as this would integrate the ministerial process with cooperation and contribute to CIDI’s overall processes and  may encourage other member states to contribute to the DCF. It was pointed out that delegations should continue this discussion at the CIDI meeting, since the actions regarding defining the area of programming falls within CIDI.
3. Mid-term Assessment on the Development Cooperation Fund (DCF) Project Implementation: AICD/JD/doc.160/16 corr. 1-   English - Español
Decision No.  3:
To thank and take note of the report the results of the Mid-Term Assessment on the DCF Project Implementation presented by the Chief of the Technical Cooperation Section in compliance with article 17 (t) of the DCF. 
Members of the management board and delegations present indicated that they were pleased with the mid-term evaluation and expect that detailed project documents provide more data on quality and outcome of the projects.  The Chief of the Technical Cooperation Technical explained that at the end of the program cycle it will be possible to provide individual detail reports on the results of programs implemented in each country.
4. Other Business

The subject on the DCF next programming cycle was reemphasized under “Other Business”.  The delegation of México brought it to the attention of the Chair as this would be a subject of discussion at the next CIDI Meeting. Among possible areas of programming, Members of the Board suggested sustainable development, including water resource management and disaster risk management. The delegation of Barbados stated the importance of using a broader definition of Sustainable Development, as defined in the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).Some members also indicated that they also want the subjects of education and labor to be considered of equal importance, as they will coincide with the ministerial meetings on these areas, scheduled for 2017.   It was agreed that the definition of the area of action and the thematic areas for the next DCF programming cycle will later be discussed within CIDI, while in due course the Management Board will have to establish the amount of seed funding available for the programming and approve the final Programming Framework.
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
