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DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD

The meeting was opened with the adoption of the Draft Order of Business, AICD/JD/OD-50/17 English - Español
1. Election of the Chair and Vice Chair of the Management Board (2017-2018)

Decision No. 1:
The Management Board elected Mr. Jesús Schucry, Alternate Representative of Mexico as its Chair, by acclamation. Following his election, the Chair took his position at the main table to preside over the meeting.

Delegations did not submit candidacies for the Vice-Chairmanship; therefore the election for this position was postponed to the next meeting.
2. Development Cooperation Fund (DCF)

The Secretariat made a presentation on the status of payments received to date for the 2017 year. The Secretariat also provided an update on programs development of the DCF 2017-2021. The Secretariat indicated that it has not been able to comply with the chronology established in article 17 of the DCF statutes, due to events beyond the control of some countries, including natural disasters and changes in local authorities in member states. In this regard, the Management Board reached the following decisions:
Decision No. 2: 
To extend the deadline for the pertinent national authorities to develop their final proposals with the objective, programs, activities and budget for each thematic area of the 2017-2021 programming cycle from August 30, 2017 to December 22, 2017
Decision No. 3: 
To extend the deadline to present the Programmatic Framework of the 2017-2021 programming cycle for consideration and approval by the Management Board of the AICD from September 30, 2017 to January 17, 2018
Decision No. 4:
To extend the deadline to receive the annual contributions from member states to the DCF for the year 2017, from October 31, 2017 to March 31, 2018.
3. Presentation on COOPERANET (update)
Member states were also presented with a status update on the Inter-American Cooperation Network (COOPERANET). The Secretariat reviewed the core functions of the platform as well as its value to member states and requested member states assistance finalizing their country pages on the platform by identifying points of contact in each country to interact with the Secretariat on an ongoing basis, and most importantly the Secretariat urges member states to provide the offers and needs for cooperation through the platform. Member states agreed to continue working with the Secretariat to achieve the above. After consultations and comments by the delegations, including consultations on projects executed within Departments of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development (SEDI), the Management Board decided on the following:
Decision No. 5: 
To request SEDI to incorporate all projects in execution on the Cooperanet platform, no later than December 7, 2018.
4. Dialogue on topics to be discussed at the Second Specialized Meeting of CIDI of High-Level Cooperation Authorities [AG/RES. 2881 (XLVI-O/16) ]
The Chair introduced the topic of the Second Specialized Meeting of CIDI of High Authorities of Cooperation in 2018. The discussion with delegations on this subject included the need to define ¿what is to be achieved with this meeting? Moreover it was felt that in order to reinforce the cooperation and specify financing and commitments with the states, the possibility of working in collaboration with other multilateral organizations, development banks and the private sector, should be considered. The delegations expressed their commitment to collaborate with the agenda of the meeting and the Chair urged them to submit to the Secretariat, as soon as possible, the topics that they would like to see reflected in the agenda of the meeting. In this regards, the Board agreed on the following:

Decision No. 6: 
With the collaboration and information sent by the delegations, the Secretariat will prepare a conceptual document to begin with the preparation of the Draft Agenda for the Second Specialized Meeting of CIDI of High-Level Cooperation Authorities
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
