DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD
(Adopted at the meeting of February 14, 2018)

The Meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on February 14, 2018.

Also in attendance were Kim Osborne, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, as well as the delegations of Canada, Costa Rica, Ecuador, Guatemala, Panama and Peru.
At the start of the meeting the Management Board made changes to a number of items on the agenda, which was adopted as document AICD/JD/OD-51/17 rev. 2 - 
Español - English 
1. Election of the Vice Chair of the AICD
Decision No. 1:
By acclamation, the Management Board elected as Vice Chair Dr. Nicola Virgill-Rolle, Director of Economic Development and Planning, Office of the Prime Minister of The Bahamas.
2. The Development Cooperation Fund (DCF) and consideration and adoption of the proposed programmatic framework for the 2017-2018 programming cycle
The Secretariat provided a detailed explanation of each item in the table showing the structure of the DCF contained in document (AICD/JD/doc.165/18 rev. 1 - Español - English). In that regard, delegations asked questions and suggested changes to the table. They also commented on the possibility of negotiating a reduction in the percentage of the indirect cost recovery (ICR) deduction that the Secretariat for Administration and Finance (SAF) makes from the DCF.
The Chair thanked the Secretary for the presentation and work done and said that, bearing in mind the complexity of the DCF structure, he would work with other delegations and the Secretariat to draft a table that portrayed the structure of the DCF more clearly in order to present it at the next meeting.
With respect to the proposed programmatic framework for the DCF 2017-2021 programming cycle, the Secretariat delivered a short presentation on the proposal document (AICD/JD/doc.164/18 rev. 1 - Español - English). However, certain members said that they were not in a position to adopt the document at that time.  In that regard, taking into account that a number of delegations underscored that their countries felt it urgent for the programmatic framework to be adopted in order to allow implementation of the approved projects to begin, the Chair said that the matter would be included in the order of business of the following week’s meeting, scheduled for February 20, 2018.
On the subject of the DCF balance sheet, the delegation of Canada asked that for the sake of greater clarity, aside from the specific information requested by the delegations, the following be included in the detailed accounts table of the DCF: (a) contributions received by year, with their respective source of financing; (b) the amount for project execution, by year; (c) the amount corresponding to DCF administration (including amounts for personnel assigned to the operation of the DCF, both full-time and part-time); (d) Regular Fund and indirect cost recovery (ICR) deductions; and (e) the amount of matching funds raised thanks to the DCF contribution.  That request was noted and, in that regard, the Secretary said that she already had available information on member states’ contributions by year and program execution under the 2014-2017 programming cycle.
Before adjourning the meeting, the Chair reminded those present that another topic of discussion at the next meeting would be the holding of the Second Specialized Meeting of High-Level Authorities on Cooperation. Accordingly, he asked that they consult with their countries on the topics that they would wish to see included on the agenda for that meeting.
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
