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The Meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters, on February 20, 2018.

The meeting began with the adoption of the proposed order of business (AICD/JD/OD-52/17) Español - English
1. Development Cooperation Fund (DCF) and Consideration and Approval of the Proposed Programmatic Framework for the 2017-2021 Program Cycle:
The Chair opened the discussion of this topic by briefly explaining some items of the DCF’s structure shown in the table contained in the document (AICD/JD/doc.165/18 rev.1 - Español - English) and that, as indicated at the meeting held on February 14, 2018, he had engaged in consultations with delegations and the Secretariat to gain a better understanding of the DCF structure and create an adjusted table more clearly reflecting that structure. He also emphasized that he had no queries regarding the composition of the items.  However, it remained to define how the structure would be presented and DCF resources monitored.
He also indicated that during his consultations with the Secretary, it had been found that Management’s internal processes did not make it possible to present Fund balances that included amounts corresponding to unexecuted projects.  This made it difficult to distribute an official document containing precise amounts.

The Chair also addressed the topic of the percentage applied to the DCF for Indirect Cost Recovery (ICR). In that regard, he indicated that, based on consultations with officials of the Secretariat for Administration and Finance (SAF), he proposed that the Board engage in discussions to request a reduction of the ICR percentage.
As for the consideration and approval of the Programmatic Framework for the DCF 2017 – 2021 Program Cycle (AICD/JD/doc.164/18 rev.2 - Español - English), the Chair mentioned the urgency of approving that framework so as to allow the countries to begin to implement the programs defined for the program cycle.  He also requested that note be taken that, in the future, the Board members would not consider a proposed programmatic framework unless a status of the DCF balances had been submitted in advance. 
Regarding this agenda item, the Board took the following decisions:
Decision No. 1:
Based on the suggestion of the delegations to group the Fund items, to request the Secretary to continue working with the Chair of the Board on a new explanatory note for the development of a new balance status table for the Development Cooperation Fund that is satisfactory and comprehensible to all, with a view to its distribution to all Board members within a week of this meeting.
Decision No. 2:
To send the following request to the SAF:

The Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) will discuss in the coming months the topic of the contribution of the Development Cooperation Fund to the OAS Regular Fund through the percentage applied for Indirect Cost Recovery (ICR), in order to issue a recommendation to the Committee on Administrative and Budgetary Affairs (CAAP) through the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (CIDI).  That said, the Secretariat for Administration and Finance (SAF) is requested to consider postponing the collection of the ICR for the 2017-2021 program until the end of 2018.
Decision No. 3:
To approve the proposed Programmatic Framework for the DCF 2017-2021 Program Cycle.
2. Second Specialized CIDI Meeting of High-Level Cooperation Authorities:
In reaching this agenda item, the Chair indicated that he had engaged in discussions with cooperation entities on the Board’s interest in engaging in dialogue with high-level cooperation authorities with knowledge of the cooperation programs being implemented within CIDI and that experiences could be shared to see how the Development Cooperation Fund could be strengthened.  
The Chair then undertook to collaborate in preparing the document and mentioned his intent to meet with the Chair of CIDI and the Secretariat to discuss topics for initial inclusion on the meeting agenda. He also reminded the meeting of the decision taken at the meeting held on November 15, 2017, that the delegations would forward to the Secretary input from their countries related to any matters they wished to see reflected in a concept note of the meeting, which the Secretariat would prepare for discussion at an upcoming meeting of CIDI.

The Secretary for Integral Development referred to the working document for the meeting of authorities prepared by the Secretariat (AICD/JD/doc.159/16: English - Español), which offered preliminary recommendations for the organization of the meeting. 

The Chair thanked those present and again urged the delegations to contact their countries regarding the items on the agenda for the Second Specialized CIDI Meeting of High-Level Cooperation Authorities.
