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DECISION OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD ON THE ESTABLISHMENT OF THE 

PROGRAM FOR THE PROMOTION AND MANAGEMENT OF COOPERATION AND DEVELOPMENT IN HAITI WITHIN THE FRAMEWORK OF FEMCIDI
Pursuant to Article 19 of the Rules of Procedure of the Management Board of the IACD, and on instructions from its Chair, Enrique Maruri Londoño, Director of International Cooperation at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Colombia, the Executive Secretariat of the IACD conducted an electronic inquiry (AICD/JD/CN-4/10) on January 21, 2010 regarding the establishment of the “Program for the Promotion and Management of Cooperation and Development in Haiti” within the framework of FEMCIDI.
Taking into account the tragic situation that Haiti is facing as a result of the earthquake which shook the country on Tuesday, January 12 and the support the Government of Haiti may need in order (a) to plan and elicit international aid for the reconstruction of the areas affected and (b) to strengthen its institutions and human resource capabilities, the Managing Board has taken the following decisions pursuant to Article 23 bis 2, “Special Appropriations” of the FEMCIDI Statutes:
Decision 1:
To create , in accordance with the provisions of Article 9 of the FEMCIDI Statutes, a sub-account of the FEMCIDI Project Preparation Fund for establishing a “Program to Promote Development and Coordinate Cooperation in Haiti.”
The Program will finance activities in the following three areas: 

i. Support to Haiti to prepare reconstruction and development projects;
ii. Assistance with obtaining and coordinating international cooperation in Haiti; and 

iii. Support for the financing or co-financing of human resource capacity-building and institutional strengthening activities, using triangular and South-South cooperation mechanisms. 

The program will be structured in such a way that it can receive funds from external sources to co-finance these initiatives.
Decision 2: 
To transfer US$500,000 from the FEMCIDI Project Preparation Fund to this new sub-account.  

Decision 3: 
To render the program operational by requesting the Secretariat to prepare a draft description of the Program’s specific objectives and operational guidelines, to be reviewed and approved by the Management Board.
Accordingly, once the Secretariat has drawn up the aforementioned draft, the Chair proposes holding a teleconference meeting with the members of the Management Board and the Secretariat to discuss and agree on its contents.
