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DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD

(Adopted at the meeting held on August 2, 2010)


The Twenty-seventh Meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on August 2, 2010, and considered the items on the order of business adopted, document AICD/JD/OD-31/10 rev. 1.


In accordance with the provisions of its Rules of Procedure, the Management Board, at the end of the meeting, elected the new Chair from among its principal representatives.  Mrs. Ana María Méndez Chicas, Deputy Secretary of International Cooperation, Secretariat of Planning and Programming of Guatemala (SEGEPLAN), was elected to replace Mr. Enrique Maruri Londoño, Director of International Cooperation, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Colombia.

Decision No 1:
In accordance with the provisions of Article 12 of the Statutes of the IACD, the MB/IACD received the report of the Secretariat on the upcoming appointment of Ambassador Mauricio Cortes Costa as Executive Secretary for Integral Development and Director General of the IACD, and decided to recommend that he be designated to said position.

Decision No. 2:
Considering that the current FEMCIDI programming cycle is atypical and that both the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its organs such as the MB/IACD are considering the strengthening of FEMCIDI, it was decided to recommend to CEPCIDI an extension until October 31, 2010 of pledges and payments of voluntary contribution to FEMCIDI.

Also to recommend that the date not yet be set for the presentation of project profiles, since this will depend on progress made by the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI.

To call on the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI to present to CEPCIDI by October 31, 2010 its recommendations for the strengthening of FEMCIDI, so that the 2010 FEMCIDI programming cycle can be carried out. 

Decision No. 3:
To take note of the Proposed new structure and operating methods of FEMCIDI (AICD/JD/doc.123/10) prepared by the Secretariat at the request of the Chair of the MB/IACD, and to request the Secretariat also to present it to the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI for forwarding to all member states for their information and, if they so deem advisable, to be taken as a starting point for their deliberations. 

This without prejudice to the capacity of the members of the MB/IACD, either directly through their representatives on the Working Group to Strengthen CIDI or through the MB/IACD, to continue to make recommendations to strengthen this initial proposal. 

Since this was the last meeting of the MB/IACD in which Ambassador Alfonso Quiñonez took part as Executive Secretary for Integral Development and Director General of the IACD, the members availed themselves of the occasion to thank him for all his support, highlight his personal qualities, leadership, and excellent efforts at the helm of SEDI, and to wish him continued success as Secretary for External Relations of the OAS.
