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DECISION BY THE MANAGEMENT BOARD OF THE 
INTER-AMERICAN AGENCY FOR COOPERATION AND DEVELOPMENT (IACD) ON: 
EXTENSION OF THE DEADLINE FOR THREE PROJECTS FROM THE UNITED STATES AND JAMAICA - FEMCIDI 2009 PROGRAMMING CYCLE
Pursuant to the provisions of Article 19 of the Rules of Procedure of the IACD Management Board, and on instructions from its Chair, Mrs. Ana María Méndez Chicas, Sub-Secretary of International Cooperation of the Planning and Programming Secretariat (SEGEPLAN) of Guatemala, the Executive Secretariat of the IACD held an online consultation (AICD/JD/CN-15/11) on June 13, 2011 concerning the extension of the deadline for the execution of the projects  “Caribbean Regional Invasive Alien Species (IAS) Information Network for Early Detection and Control of Invasive Species in Ports”, “Institutional Strengthening for Promoting Best Practices in Science and Technology for the Caribbean States  (ICEN)” and “Rural Youth Capacity Building and Business Development  Project”, corresponding to the FEMCIDI 2009 cycle until June 30, 2012.
