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DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD

(Adopted at the meeting of April 4, 2013)


The meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on April 4, 2013.

The meeting was also attended by Ms. V. Sherry Tross, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, and by the delegations of Barbados, Brazil, Ecuador, Guatemala, and Haiti.

The Meeting of the Management Board began with the adoption of the Order of Business (AICD/JD/OD-36/13), amended as regards the order of the topics to be dealt with. The MB/IACD adopted the following decisions:

1. Election of the Chair of the Management Board
Decision No. 1:
Since no candidacies for the Chair were presented, and since in May CIDI will be considering the election of members of the MB/IACD as some members’ mandates draw to a close, it was decided to postpone the election until the meeting of the MB/IACD following the forty-third regular session of the OAS General Assembly (to be held in June 2013 in Guatemala City). 
2. Appointment of Ms. V. Sherry Tross, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, as Director General of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development
Decision No. 2:
In line with the terms of Article 12 of the IACD Statutes, it was agreed to recommend the appointment of Ms. V. Sherry Tross, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, as Director General of the IACD.

3. Programming of the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) in science and technology

Decision No. 3:
Approve the science and technology programming for a total amount of US$840,000, funded with the contributions of the unified FEMCIDI 2010-2011 programming cycles in according to CIDI/RES. 282 (XXI-O/12) approved by CIDI, and forward the CENPES’ observations and technical recommendations contained in document CIDI/CENPE.V/doc.16/13 to the projects’ coordinating agencies for consideration in preparing the Execution Plan. 


The following projects were approved:

· Project:  Strengthening National Metrology Institutes in the Hemisphere, an Essential Element for the Development of National Quality Infrastructure (United States, Mexico, Uruguay). FEMCIDI funding:  US$500,000
· Project:  Technology Transfer Program in Science and Engineering for the Institutional Strengthening of University-Based Academic Scientific Research and the Impetus to Promote Technology Based Enterprises (Bolivia). FEMCIDI funding: US$190,000

· Project:  Provisions:  Organic, Hydroponic, and Hybrid system Growing for Caribbean Schools and Model for Local Caribbean Entrepreneurship (Saint Kitts and Nevis). FEMCIDI funding: US$150,000


The approved programming was distributed, after the meeting, as document AICD/JD/doc.139/13.
Decision No. 4:
Ask the delegation of Argentina, as the country proposing the project “Promoting Education in Engineering and Partnerships Between Universities, the Public Sector, and Business to Stimulate Development in Latin America and the Caribbean,” to reformulate it for a FEMCIDI contribution amount not exceeding US$60,000 and taking into consideration the CENPE’s observations and technical recommendations contained in document CIDI/CENPE.V/doc.16/13. 

It was agreed to grant the proposing country a deadline of 45 days to submit the reformulation. However, in response to a request made by the delegation of Argentina, it was agreed to grant a week for the delegation to consult with its capital as to whether the deadline was viable for the agency presenting the project. Should the delegation of Argentina need more time, it was decided that it would be determined through an electronic consultation. 

It should be noted that during the drafting of this report, the delegation of Argentina informed the Secretariat that it had accepted the 45-day deadline agreed on for the reformulation of the project. 

4. Consideration of the project “Raising Awareness and Changing Public Attitudes to Tourism,” presented by the delegation of Haiti to be financed by the FEMCIDI-Haiti subfund under decision AICD/JD/DE-72/10
Decision No. 5:
Approve the project “Raising Awareness and Changing Public Attitudes to Tourism,” presented by the delegation of Haiti, to be funded by the FEMCIDI-Haiti subaccount in the amount of US$220,000, and forward the CENPES’ observations and technical recommendations contained in document CIDI/CENPE.VIII/doc.3/13 to the project’s executing agency for consideration in preparing the Execution Plan. 

Approve, on an exceptional basis and without setting a precedent, the use of the FEMCIDI resources assigned to this project to fund the hiring of the project coordinator.

5. Report of the on-line meeting of the Inter-American Committee on Tourism (CITUR) to design the FEMCIDI programs in the tourism area on the basis of programmatic approaches CEPCIDI/doc.1019/11 rev. 1 and CEPCIDI/doc.1020/11 rev. 2
Decision No. 6:
Take note of the report of the CITUR’s on-line meeting (CIDI/CITUR/RE/doc.10/13 rev. 1). 

Decision No. 7:
Ask the Secretariat, in sending the Central American countries the instructions for the final preparation of the projects, to include therewith a copy of the project profile “Trinational Initiative:  El Salvador, Guatemala and Honduras, to Support the Use of Information and Communications Technologies (ICTs) in the Management and Promotion of Tourism Companies in the Trifinio region.” This project profile did not meet FEMCIDI’s requirements for consideration as a multinational project. However, in response to the request made by the delegation of El Salvador, it was decided that it could contain elements that might be useful to the countries proposing projects in Central America in preparing their final proposal. 

6. FEMCIDI 2012 programming cycle 

Decision No. 8:
Take note of the report “Offers, Payments, and Distribution of the FEMCIDI 2012 Contributions” (AICD/JD/doc.138/13) and accept the extemporaneous payment of contributions made by the delegations of Argentina, Dominica, Guatemala, Haiti, and Mexico.
