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DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD
(Adopted at the meeting of November 1, 2013)

The Meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on November 1, 2013

The Meeting of the Management Board began with the adoption of the draft Order of Business (AICD/JD/OD-37/13 rev 1) and the following decisions:
1. Report on Pledges, Payments, and Distribution of Contributions to FEMCIDI  (AICD/JD/doc.142/13 and AICD/JD/doc.143/13)
Decision No  1:
Accept the extemporaneous pledges of the delegations of Belize, Honduras, Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, Uruguay, and Venezuela for the 2012 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle and of the delegation of Honduras for the combined 2010-2011 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle.
Decision No  2:
Extend, until December 31, 2013, the payment of voluntary contributions to the 2013 FEMCIDI Programming Cycle and call upon the delegations to make their voluntary contributions and to play an active part in the design of the new FEMCIDI being considered by the CIDI Working Group to Strengthen CIDI and its Organs.
2. Programming for the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) in culture and tourism.
Decision No  3:  With respect to programming in the culture sector:
a. Approve the project presented by the delegation of Peru entitled "Preparation and Implementation of the Satellite Account for Culture, CAC, in the Countries of the Andean Region" with funding in the amount of US$128,791, and request the executing unit for said project to include the recommendations of the Nonpermanent Specialized Committee (CENPE) in the corresponding Execution Plan (AICD/JD/doc.141/13 rev. 1)
b. In response to requests made at the meeting, exceptionally, the MB/IACD agreed to grant the executing units of the projects entitled "Youth Network for Creative Exchange and Artistic Production" and "Movies in the Open Air: The New Voice of Youth," presented by the delegations of Colombia and Panama, respectively, 30 calendar days as of November 1, 2013 to incorporate into their projects the recommendations of the CENPEs contained in document CIDI/CENPE.II/doc.5/13.  Once the new versions of the projects are received, they will be re-evaluated by the CENPE for the culture sector and recommendations made to the MB as soon as possible thereafter. Should the new project proposals not be sent or received by the Secretariat by December 1, 2013, the decision shall cease to have effect.
c. To instruct the Secretariat, through the Technical Cooperation Section, to inform the MB/IACD at its next meeting on the implementation of this decision. 
Decision No  4:
With respect to programming in the tourism sector:  Request the Secretariat,  through the Technical Cooperation Section, to analyze and consult, by December 1, 2013, with the entity proposing the project entitled "Craft Enhancement and Business Planning Training to Support Human Capacity Building in the Public and Private Sectors," presented by the delegation of Saint Vincent and the Grenadines, with the delegation of Panama, for having presented the project in this sector along with a request to coordinate with the other countries in Central America; and request the technical advice of the CENPE for the tourism sector regarding the possibility and advisability of expanding the project to encompass the Central American countries and the rest of the Caribbean countries.  If it is considered that the project could usefully be expanded, propose the necessary adjustments to it, especially as regards financing for it, and present the proposal to the MB/IACD at its meeting scheduled for the second week of December.  Should no agreement be reached on this matter by December 1, 2013, the decision would cease to have effect, in which case, at the next meeting of the MB/IACD, consideration would once again be given to the original project submitted by Saint Vincent and the Grenadines. In addition, it was suggested that once it receives the project the Secretariat should review the possibility of a meeting with possible partners or entities that might be interested in joining this project.
3. Additional Programming for the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) in science and technology.  Project presented by the Argentine delegation entitled:  "Promotion of Education in Engineering and of the University-Public Sector-Business Association to Boost Development in Latin America and the Caribbean."
Decision No  5:
Approve the project presented by the Argentine delegation entitled: "Program to Encourage Studies in Engineering and Science and  Technology and Skills-Building of Graduates in those Fields Tailored to the Needs of MSMSEs" (formerly entitled "Promotion of Education in Engineering and of the University-Public Sector-Business Association to Boost Development in Latin America and the Caribbean") with funding in the amount of US$60,000 from the science and technology sector account, subject to incorporating in the execution plan the recommendations contained in the evaluation of the CENPE and the recommendations of the Technical Secretariat. Request the Secretariat, through the Technical Cooperation Section, to make sure that this is done before proceeding further and to keep the MB/IACD abreast of this matter.  (AICD/JD/doc.144/13 rev. 1)
4. Election of the Chair and Vice Chair of the Management Board.  The MB/IACD elected Ms. América Bastidas Castañeda, Principal Representative of the Dominican Republic to the MB/IACD and Advisor on Multilateral Affairs of the Ministry of Economy, Planning, and Development of the Dominican Republic, as its Chair, and the delegation of Mexico as its Vice Chair, by acclamation.  Ms.Bastidas' acceptance remarks were later published as document AICD/JD/INF.20/13.  For its part, the delegation of Mexico announced that it would shortly notify the Secretariat of the name of the delegate who would be Vice Chair of the MB/IACD. 
Given that CIDI has only elected eight of the members of the MB/IACD for the 2013-2015 term, the MB/IACD agreed to instruct the Secretariat to remind the delegations that there is still one vacancy on the Board, so that interested delegations can put forward candidates and CIDI hold the election before the end of the year. 

The new officers told the delegations that they would be holding a meeting with the Secretariat in order to begin work on the Proposed Work Plan for the (2013-2014) MB/IACD and discuss it at the next meeting scheduled for early December.
