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DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD
(Adopted at the meeting of February 20, 2014)

The Meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on February 20, 2014.

Also taking part were Ms. V. Sherry Tross, Executive Secretary for Integral Development, and the delegations of Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Costa Rica, Haiti, and Jamaica.
The meeting began with the approval of the draft order of business, which was adopted with the inclusion of an additional item on information regarding the upcoming Regional Forum on Cooperation for Effective Development scheduled to be held at OAS headquarters in March (AICD/JD/OD-39/13 rev. 1). The meeting then proceeded to reach the following decisions:
1. Additional Programming for the Special Multilateral Fund of the Inter-American Council for Integral Development (FEMCIDI) in culture and tourism, based on MB/IACD Decisions Nos. 3.b and 4 of November 1, 2013 (AICD/JD/DE-94/13)
Decision No  1:
To approve US$407,741 in FEMCIDI programming for the tourism area, financed with resources from the unified FEMCIDI 2010-2011 programming cycle. The approved programming is shown in document AICD/JD/doc.147/14 rev. 1.
Decision No  2:
To approve US$149,780 in additional FEMCIDI programming for the culture area, financed with resources from the unified FEMCIDI 2010-2011 programming cycle.  This additional programming, on top of the US$128,791 that the MB/IACD approved for culture on November 1, 2013, takes the total amount programmed for the culture area to US$278,571.  The final programming, which includes all the projects and appropriations approved to date, was distributed after the meeting as document AICD/JD/doc.141/14 rev. 2.
With respect to these two decisions, the MB/IACD requested the Secretariat to inform the delegations about the approval of these projects and to initiate the necessary administrative and legal processes to enable their execution to start as soon as possible.  The Secretariat was also requested to work with executing agencies in preparing the Execution Plan, in order to ensure that the CENPES recommendations are incorporated.
2. Request from the Delegation of Haiti concerning the project entitled “Raising Awareness and Changing Public Attitudes to Tourism,” under Decision No. 5 of April 4, 2013 (AICD/JD/DE-92/13  and AICD/JD/INF.21/14) 
Decision No  3:
In keeping with the request by the delegation of Haiti, as an exceptional measure supplementary to Decision No. 5 of April 4, 2013 and without it establishing a precedent, to increase from US$25,000 to US$40,000 the amount allocated for hiring a coordinator for the project "Raising Awareness and Changing Public Attitudes to Tourism."  The resources for this increase would come from a reallocation of the overall resources originally allotted to the project.
3. AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13) “Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development: Policy Dialogue and Partnership for Development” (operative paragraph 22)
After thanking the delegations for their comments on the "Proposed Guidelines for the Incorporation of the Various Modalities of Cooperation for Development” (AICD/JD/doc.145/13), the Chair announced that the various contributions were being incorporated in a revised version that would be distributed to the delegations for consideration at the next meeting of the MB/IACD scheduled for March 6, the day before the Regional Forum on Cooperation for Effective Development (see following item). 
4. Regional Forum on Cooperation for Effective Development
The officers of the MB/IACD reported on the Regional Forum on Cooperation for Effective Development and invited the delegations to attend the event, which was being organized with the support of the Executive Secretariat for Integral Development and the Secretariat for External Relations and was set to be held on Friday, March 7, 2014.
It was informed that the broad objective of the Forum was to have an exchange of ideas, expertise, and experiences among the different actors (public, private, academic) in order to follow up on the global international cooperation agenda with the particular aim of contributing to the achievement of synergies, complementarity, and coherence among different international cooperation forums.  It was added that, as a result, discussions would address the challenges faced by middle-income countries–a characteristic of the region's countries–in the framework of the Post-2015 Development Agenda and cooperation for effective development, while seeking to define the role of the private sector as a partner in development; the importance of knowledge sharing; and enhancing South-South and triangular cooperation in the partnership-for-development context.
The delegation of Mexico took the opportunity to mention that this meeting was taking place ahead of the First High-Level Meeting of the Global Partnership for Effective Development Cooperation, which would be held in his country in April.
He announced that the Secretariat would send invitations to all the delegations, which were urged to attend, if possible represented by their cooperation authorities.  He also announced that a request had been made for the inclusion of an item on the agenda at the next CIDI meeting, scheduled for February 25, in order to provide information and invite the other delegations.
In closing the meeting, the Chair announced that in order to take advantage of the presence of a number of cooperation authorities in Washington, D.C., on the occasion of the Regional Forum on Cooperation for Effective Development, the next meeting would be held on Thursday, March 6, and that the draft agenda would be distributed in the days ahead. 
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
