DECISIONS OF THE MANAGEMENT BOARD
(Adopted at the meeting of February 9, 2015)

The Meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) was held at OAS headquarters on February 9, 2015.

The meeting began with the adoption of the order of business (AICD/JD/OD-43/15) and the election of Mr. Luis Carlos García, Alternate Representative of Paraguay, as Vice Chair of the Management Board for 2014-2015.  
Programming Cycle of the Development Cooperation Fund (OAS/DCF) (2014-2017) (CIDI/doc.132/14 Rev. 1 Español | English): Consideration and approval of the amount of seed funding available for the Programming Cycle (2014-2017) (Article 17.g of the Statutes of the OAS/DCF)  
The Technical Cooperation Section of SEDI, the Technical Secretariat for the Development Cooperation Fund presented an oral and written report (AICD/JD/doc-151/15 Rev. 1  English - Español) with the thematic areas approved for the "Social Development and Creation of Productive Employment"  area of action, as well as a list of the countries eligible to participate in the OAS/DCF Programming Cycle 2014-2017, pursuant to operative paragraph 15 of resolution AG/RES. 2817 (XLIV-O/14) which resolved “As an exception, and only for this first cycle, to agree that member states that make voluntary contributions in 2014 and in at least one of the two prior years, 2012 and 2013, may participate in this cycle. Member states that have contributed in only one of those years (2012, 2013, or 2014), or that send their 2014 contribution outside the deadline, shall be governed by Article 13 of the Statutes of the OAS Development Cooperation Fund (OAS/DCF)."
In this regard, the Management Board reached the following decisions:
Decision No  1:
To set February 27, 2015 as the deadline for receipt and acceptance of extemporaneous contributions to the OAS/DCF that member states might like to make.  Accordingly, to request that the Secretariat inform the member states of this decision, especially those who would, after sending their contribution, become eligible to participate in the 2014-2017 Programming Cycle, in such a way that they can make their extemporaneous contribution on time.

In order for this decision not to affect the deadlines set for formulating the proposed Programmatic Approach, to urge interested member states to send their extemporaneous contributions and thus be eligible to participate in the Programming Cycle and in the coordination meetings being held by the Technical Cooperation Section with the National Liaison Agencies in the member states and other relevant authorities.
Decision No  2
 To confirm the list of the 19 countries eligible to participate in the OAS/DCF Programming Cycle contained in document (AICD/JD/doc.151/15 Rev. 1 English - Español). That list would be automatically amended to include those countries that, by sending their extemporaneous contribution by the new deadline set in foregoing Decision No. 1, become eligible to participate in the 2014-2017 Programming Cycle., pursuant to the requirements established in operative paragraph 15 of resolution AG/RES. 2817 (XLIV-O/14).
Decision No  3
To approve the amount of US$3,200,000 (three million two hundred thousand US dollars) as seed funds for the 2014-2017 Programming Cycle.
Decision No  4
 To instruct the Technical Cooperation Section to submit, in collaboration with the departments of SEDI and in close coordination with the National Liaison Agencies and pertinent national authorities, the proposed Programmatic Approach to be implemented over three years, which shall contain the objective, the programs with their respective activities, and the budget for each thematic area, including evaluation costs, and to present it to this Board by no later than March 27, 2015.
The Secretariat was given the following guidelines for drawing up this Proposed Programmatic Approach:
a. That one third of the seed funds approved (i.e. US$1,066,667) be allocated to activities in education, science, and technology, as cross-cutting themes, and
b. That once the deadlines set in Decisions 1 and 6 of this document have been met, the funds be distributed in accordance with Article g) of the Section entitled "Funding" in the document on Criteria for the Eligibility and Evaluation of the OAS/DCF (CIDI/doc.100/14) Español - English) which states that “g.
Funding for the programs will be distributed proportional to the size of the program taking into consideration the activities, and number of participating countries.”
Decision No  5
To instruct the Technical Cooperation Section to work closely with the member states, international organizations, partners of the Organization, and other donors to secure additional resources.  To support those efforts, the Management Board asked the Secretariat to report on progress made in defining the Programmatic Approach.

Decision No  6
To request member states that have not yet done so to remit, through the permanent missions, the letter confirming their participation in one of the programs, in accordance with their needs, indicating the executing institution(s) and officials responsible in each participating country by no later than February 27, 2015.

Specialized CIDI Meeting of High-Level Cooperation Authorities [AG/RES. 2817 (XLIV-O/14)]
The delegation of the Dominican Republic announced that the Dominican Republic was interested in hosting the Specialized CIDI Meeting of High-Level Cooperation Authorities.  In order to work out a suitable date and start preparations, the Secretariat was asked to provide a calendar including any other meetings that cooperation authorities in the region might be participating in, as well as other OAS high-level meetings.
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
