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COMMENTS BY THE DELEGATION OF ARGENTINA ON THE PROPOSED 

OBJECTIVES AND OPERATING MECHANISMS OF THE “PROGRAM TO PROMOTE DEVELOPMENT AND COORDINATE COOPERATION IN HAITI”
1. We support the initiative of adopting concrete measures of cooperation for Haiti at this time of catastrophe and consider that the program proposed by the Board and submitted for review by the member states constitutes a sound basis for action. 
2. With respect to that program, we would appreciate technical clarification on the following matters:
a. Whether there is a sufficient legal basis for cresting a sub-account in the Integral Development Account, bearing in mind that Article 9 of the FEMCIDI Statutes, which authorizes a procedure of this kind, refers only to thematic accounts (the Strategic Plan’s sectoral accounts).
b. We would, in particular, appreciate additional information regarding the impact on FEMCIDI projects of funding this Program, which was created by the Board using a mechanism not specifically provided for in the Fund’s rules, with sums taken from the Projects Preparation Fund which, in principle, were earmarked for a different purpose (US$500,000 already transferred).
c. Whether it is possible to use other financing mechanisms for the Program, to the extent that the member states of this body agree to their being established, such as the constitution of a specific fund or trust fund, as envisaged in the FEMCIDI Statutes.
3. We would like to seize the opportunity afforded by the creation of the Program to propose the inclusion, based on the heading of Point C of the Program (Operating Mechanisms), of a chapter specifically dealing with triangular cooperation in greater detail. That chapter could draw on Argentina’s very positive experience with the Pro Huerta project in Haiti, with a view to replication of that or similar projects, which are considered highly useful for Haiti’s recovery in the wake of the disaster.
We understand that additional clarifications are needed in this proposal for incorporation into the text of the Program, in such a way, perhaps, as to permit the convocation of grants and donors for these types of cooperation projects in Haiti. Accordingly, Argentina would be prepared to submit a concrete proposal at short notice.
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
