PROMOTING AND STRENGTHENING THE ACTIVITIES OF THE 
INTER-AMERICAN AGENCY FOR COOPERATION AND DEVELOPMENT 

(Submitted and amended by the Chair of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development – Dominican Republic – on the basis of the informal consultations 
of April 10, 2014)


THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY,


HAVING SEEN the Charter of the Organization of American States, in particular Chapter VII, “Integral Development,” and Chapter XIII, “The Inter-American Council for Integral Development”; and the Social Charter of the Americas; [Original text of resolution AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13)] 


HAVING SEEN ALSO resolutions AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13) “Strengthening the Inter-American Council for Integral Development: Policy Dialogue and Partnership for Development,” AG/RES. 2746 (XLII-O/12), “Strengthening Technical Cooperation for Integral Development,” and AG/RES. 2751 (XLII-O/12), “Promotion and Incorporation of New Forms of Cooperation for Integral Development”; 


CONSIDERING that the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (IACD) reviewed the various forms of cooperation and financing mechanisms used by the OAS, including FEMCIDI, to identify recommendations and guidelines to promote and consolidate such modalities in order to link them with existing and potential financing mechanisms; [Modified text of resolution AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13)] 


RECOGNIZING the importance of promoting the various forms of OAS, horizontal, South-South, and triangular cooperation, which are mechanisms for knowledge transfer, solidarity, and commitment to democracy and development in the Hemisphere; [Modified text of resolution AG/RES. 2778 (XLIII-O/13)]


ASSESSING the results achieved through strengthening and coordinating hemispheric cooperation, meetings of high-level cooperation officials, which are reflected in the 2008 Playa del Carmen Course of Action, and the 2009 Bogotá Consensus; 


TO TAKE NOTE of the dialogue held during the Regional Forum on Effective Development Cooperation, held at OAS headquarters on March 7, 2014, which addressed the challenges and opportunities for middle-income countries, the role of the private sector in the area of cooperation, as well as South-South and triangular cooperation;

RESOLVES:

1. To thank the Management Board for its efforts and the vision of the Chair during the 2013-2014 term, which enabled progress in studying and incorporating various forms of cooperation, coordination of effort among OAS secretariats engaged in cooperation efforts, and support for the holding of the Regional Forum on Effective Development Cooperation; 

2. To adopt the “Guidelines for strengthening the various forms of cooperation for development in the framework of the OAS” (CIDI/doc_____/14).
3. To request SEDI to provide CIDI with support so that, according to the guidelines for strengthening the various forms of cooperation for development, it can to promote and strengthen in SEDI existing cooperation mechanisms and modalities—in particular FEMCIDI—and horizontal, South-South, and triangular cooperation. 

4. To request SEDI to provide the IACD Management Board with support in identifying opportunities to hold meetings of High-Level Cooperation Authorities, every two years if possible.
5. To request SEDI to support CIDI in updating the rules and regulations of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development, including a review of its Statutes and of the Rules of Procedure of its Management Board.

6. To request SEDI to support CIDI in preparing a strategy for fundraising and creating strategic alliances, no later than December 31, 2015.
