During the meeting of the Management Board of the Inter-American Agency for Cooperation and Development (MB/IACD) held on April 4, 2013, the Programming for the area of Science and Technology was approved in an ammount of US$ 840,000 to be financed by the FEMCIDI combined 2010-2011 programming cycles on science and technology, and includes the projects listed on the table attached.
The consideration of the Project “Promoting Education in Engineering and Partnerships between Universities, the Public Sector, and Business to Stimulate Development in Latin America and the Caribbean” submitted by the delegation of Argentina, remained pending given that the MB/IACD decided that it should be reformulated in the next 45 days evaluated by the CENPE on Science and Technology and remitted again for consideration of the Management Board.

	· An interesting and advantageous project for the region. One positive aspect noted was the human resources from throughout the region who would travel for the training opportunities. In essence, it is a training project based on the different workshops to be held. 

· The subjects to be addressed during project execution are not indicated. Therefore, the CENPE recommends that these be more precisely specified the project proposal, as well as the expected impact in each country based on the subjects defined. 

· The CENPE recommends that the MB/IACD allocate US$500,000 to this project, while noting that travel and training costs could be reduced throughout it. 

· The CENPE emphasized the importance of sustainability and of the counterparts provided by participating countries, especially the contingent counterpart offered by the delegation of the United States, which they deemed crucial to proper project execution. The Secretariat reported that, for internal reasons, it was usual to include notes regarding the conditionality of the counterparts offered by the delegation of the United States and that even in the last metrology project, the counterpart had exceeded the proposed amount. It added that consultations had been sustained with the executing agency of the United States, which had reaffirmed its intent to provide the counterpart in the amounts indicated.

	· Se considera que los objetivos de todo el proyecto sobrepasan los alcances de las actividades a realizar y en ese sentido recomiendan reformular a objetivos e indicadores más realistas teniendo en cuenta el enfoque en emprendimiento pero sin descuidar la parte de incubación de empresas de base tecnológica. El proyecto debería centrarse o bien en una cooperación para la creación de una cultura emprendedora o bien en el desarrollo de grupos de investigación y desarrollo en la UAGRM (dados los valores iniciales del marco lógico, se trata de una institución sin ningún grupo de investigación en funcionamiento). 

· El proyecto incluye la participación de tres países y bien podría expandirse a otros, especialmente incluyendo la participación de centros de incubación de base tecnológica de otros países con mayor experiencia y fortaleza en estos aspectos. 

· Se recomienda a la JD/AICD que se le asignen US$190.0000, notando que se puede hacer una reducción en los costos de viaje y entrenamiento a lo largo de todo el proyecto.

	· One project objective is to transform local food production. The objectives of the project as a whole exceed the scopes of the activities to be carried out, and should be geared to the true scopes of the project. 

· The project is highly focused on one specific topic, making it important to seek support from agricultural research centers.  

· Although the logical framework makes adequate mention of the courses planned for implementation, it does not estimate their scope in terms of number of participants to be involved in the activities and the number of participants in each activity would need to be identified. The time period envisaged for evaluation of the curricula implemented should also be assessed—it appears to be too short.

· Participants from other countries might benefit from the on-site training activities now planned with local participation only. 

· The indicators could be refined, since they are somewhat imprecise and hard to verify. 

· The CENPE recommends to the MB/IACD that an allocation of US$150,000 be made to the project, while noting that both travel and administrative costs could be reduced. Other partnerships can also be sought for financing. 
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
