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INTRODUCTION
The Development Cooperation Fund, Partnership for Development Programmatic Framework for program cycle 2017-2021 proposes the financing of programs within the context of Education as the Area of Action, with the following programs: 1. Quality, inclusive and equitable education; 2. Strengthening of the teaching profession; and 3. Comprehensive care for early childhood (CIDI/ Doc. 216/17 - Español - English). A total of 18 countries are eligible for participation in the DCF/OAS Programming cycle 2017- 2021 Cycle under three approved programs with a total amount approved of US $1,505,000.00  - (AICD/JD/DE-112/17 - English -  Español). 
A clearly defined objective was collaboratively developed by member states and the secretariat for each of the above-mentioned programs geared towards responding to the human resource and institutional capacity building needs of member states. A total of 17 national initiatives with cross-regional participation have been fully developed, to date. As of January 31, 2018, the delegation of the Commonwealth of Dominica has been delayed with the submission of the Program Profile as a result of the devastation caused by hurricane Maria. 
Program I: Quality, inclusive and equitable education
General objective: Promote the creation of opportunities to ensure universal access to quality, inclusive and equitable secondary education for vulnerable and low-income students.
Program II: Strengthening of the teaching profession
General Objective: Strengthen the initial training and professional development of teachers to improve the quality of education.
Program III: Comprehensive early childhood care
General Objective: Promote universal access to and strengthen the equitable delivery of comprehensive and quality early childhood development for all children from the earliest stages of development.
